“bar- ing” — will always remain our prime purpose. 

Think of it this way: remember the days when you used 

to say, “I wonder where such-and-such a type bar might 

be” or — even more basically — “I wonder what’s 

happening at the various bars?” Well . . . now you know. 

THE CRACK IN THE DIKE 

Don’t be misled. Whether or not you agree with the 

model agency principle, they are a part of the Gay 

Community. If you turn your back on them, permitting the 

Establishment to crush even this minute area of the Gay 

Community, you will be putting a crack in the dike — the 

result can only be that the crack will spread and you will, 

eventually, be directly affected. We must make a serious 

effort at total unity. If you don’t believe certain areas are 

operating according to the Gay Community’s own 

standards, unity can force the issue internally. But don’t 

kid yourself — a house divided can not stand.

NO WELFARE FOR GAYS? 

Director 

Department of Social Services 

City Hall 

San Francisco, Calif. 

Dear Sir: 

Supervisor Quentin Kopp, a member of 

the Board of Supervisors’ Social Services 

Committee, asked me to find out and report 

back to him what grounds your department 

has for denying Welfare to homosexuals. 

Permit me to give you a little background 

information: 

Because of formal, legalized employment 

discrimination and other factors, there is an 

unemployment rate of 23% among San 

Francisco homosexuals. As a reporter, I 

interview many destitute homosexuals. Many 

of them say that they were denied Welvare by 

your office. They claim that when they apply 

for Welfare, the social worker asks, “Is there 

any reason you are unable to work?” When 

they answer in the negative, the Welfare 

worker says that they are ineligible for 

Welfare because they are able to work. Had 

your employees asked a more realistic 

question like, “Why can’t you find a job?”, 

the applicants would have told you that they 

are unemployable because they are known 

homosexuals. The result of your policy, 

combined with employment discrimination, is 

widespread destitution. 

This unfortunate situation has worsened in 

recent weeks, due to large numbers of 

destitute homosexuals who are flocking to the 

city from other areas. San Francisco has 

always served as a refugee camp for 

homosexuals, because conditions for them 

here are better than elsewhere. The flow of 

refugees has increased because of high 

unemployment in other areas on the West 

Coast. I, my 60,000 homosexual readers in 

San Francisco, and Mr. Kopp want to hear 

your explanation of why you refuse to pay 

the large element of homeless, hungry and 

utterly distitute homosexuals, many of whom 

are sleeping in parked cars and abandoned 

buildings and eat what and when they can. 

Note that these people are not destitute due 

to any lack of initiative or desire to work, but 

because of the high unemployment rate and     

discrimination. 

This grim situation is about to worsen: 

recent changes in food stamp regulations will 

exclude most homosexuals from the program. 

In addition, the METROPOLITAN 
COMMUNITY CHURCH COMMUNITY 

CENTER at 150 6th Street is in serious 

financial difficulty and may close. Rev. 

Sandmire, pastor of the church, told me that 

the church has only 200 members, and that 

the burden of providing for the 1,500 people 

per month who apply there for aid is just 

more than they can bear. This small church 

has been unwillingly given the responsibility 

of providing for large numbers of people. The 

responsibility for providing for the survival of 

the victims of injustice rests on Society as a 

whole and ought not to be shifted to a small 

minority. What 1 am saying is — the 

responsibility for providing for these people is 

that of the 750,000 residents of San 

Francisco, not the 200 members of the 

METROPOLITAN COMMUNITY CHURCH. 
The policies of your department are 

responsible for widespread hunger, 

homelessness and distitution in this city. I 

find it shameful, disgusting and immoral. I 

request an interview with you to discuss the 

possibility of a change in your policy — and as 

soon as possible. Thousands of people are 

hungry now. Hunger can’t wait. 

What I specifically want to know is, what 

rule, regulation or law makes it impossible for

Or going to ‘baths’ for 

sex without the hassles of personal encounter. 

Or reducing your brother to a commodity via 

Rent-A-Model, or Dial-A-Cock or whatever it 

is. Or building a cliquish adulation cult to the 

greater glory of male transvestism (nothing 

like ‘plain, virile homosexuality’, is there, 

‘Miss’ Beardemphl?) 

While B.A.R. and its confreres were ex- 

horting the Gay Community to expend its 

energies and monies on drag balls and second- 

rate transvestic entertainment, we ‘thumb- 

sucking’ Lesbians and GLF ‘columnists’ have 

been wasting our time on founding an active 

LESBIAN MOTHERS’ UNION, creating Gay 

Studies Programmes and working to get them 

included in the curricula at San Francisco 

State and City Colleges, challenging the 

American Psychiatric Association’s appalling 

definition of homosexuality as a mental ill- 

ness and engaging in other such projects of no 

. relevance whatsoever to the Gay population.

Were these journalistic shortcomings not 

enough to make Beardemphl appear a pom- 

pous moron, there is his totally asinine 

analysis of the feminist movement. Calling the 

women’s movement ‘an emotional purgative 

without a satisfactory rationale’ reflects a 

complete lack of familiarity with feminist 

literature of the past 180 years and, con- 

sequently, the worthlessness of his journalism 

as judged by the depth of his research.

I have listened to the 

KPFA women’s programme ‘Unlearning to 

Not Speak’ and have regularly heard ‘straight’ 

women say things like, ‘Let’s talk about what 

it’s like for a woman to spend a holiday like 

Christmas without the man or woman she 

loves’ in a matter-of-fact tone of voice. I have 

seen Women’s Free Clinics where it is not 

assumed that the patient is heterosexual and 

not important if she is not. I have read, in 

feminist publicaitons, ‘straight’ women’s ac- 

counts of raising their childien, including 

their efforts to make sure the children realise 

that they can love someone of either sex. I 

have been treated as an equal, as a sister, by 

‘straight’ women in the movement who have 

had full knowledge that I am a Lesbian; it is 

rare when I receive this treatment from men 

in the Gay Movement. If ‘Women’s Lib has 

put lesbians back into a thumbsucking fetal 

position,” then sucking one’s thumb is ob- 

viously much more constructive than eacting 

upon ‘the guiding principle that getting one 

cock sucked by another man feels good.’ 

Unless, of course, one’s idea of the Gay 

Movement is that it is for men only (except 

for getting ‘the girls’ to make sandwiches and 

coffee). Or if one defines ‘Gay’ as meaning 

‘male’ (or vice versa), or considers female 

impersonation ‘the’ Gay art form (since when 

is it art or any big deal when a man wears the 

type of clothes I wear to the office every 

day?) or is generally ignorant of the fact that 

WOMEN consititute 52% of the Gay popula- 

tion. Given this statistic, the majority of 

homosexuals simply don’t give a shit about 

‘plain, virile homosexuality’. 

I will leave William Edward Beardemphl to 

his masturbation, be it mutual or intellectual, 

with the reminder that ‘homosexual’s rights’ 

are for ALL homosexuals, female or male, 

rich or poor, liberal or conservative. You can 

esotericise maleness all you want, to the 

equally absurd extremes of stud and queen, 

but you won’t have any kind of serious 

movement until you stop excluding and start 

listening. And you can elect as many ‘em- 

presses’ as you wish, but they will rule the 

vast body of homosexual women and men 

about as much as Chiang Kai-shek rules 

mainland China. And a mary (excuse me, 

merry) year to you, too.

BEHAVIORAL FASCISM 

AT U.C.LA. 

by Don Jackson 
The UCLA Psychology Department 

announced that it is looking for three to 

seven-year-old boys who have 

““difficulty adopting normal 

masculine-role behavior”. UCLA wants 

the boys to use in experiments in 

“contingency management.” 

A press release sent out by the 

Psychology Department said that 

parents should look for danger signs — 

signs such as playing with dolls, aversion 

boy boys’ games and violence, 

associating with girls, pretending to have 

a skirt or dress by suing improvised 

articles, actual or imagined use of 

cosmetics, and feminine behavior 

mannerisms — such as feminine hand 

gestures, gait or posture. 

Dr. O. Ivar Lovass, of the UCLA 

Psychology Clinic, says that they will 

“treat” the boys without charge, but he 

cautioned that the treatments are 

“experimental and there is no guarantee 

of. a favorable outcome.” Later, Dr. 

Lovass stated that ‘contingency 

management’ means aversion therapy — 
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electric shocks, pain and 

nausea-inducing drugs and spankings. 
What is “normal” and what is 

“masculine behavior” is only an opnion, 

however general a stereotype may be in 

a partciular culture. 

The death culture stereotype of 

masculinity is a violence loving, 

competitive, greedy, short-haired, 

aggressive, possessive, swaggering 

male-supremist pig, who spreads his legs 

two feet apart when he sits. 

The official U.S. Government 

definition of ‘‘normal masculine 

behavior” is best summarized by the 

following chant, which it makes all’ 

recruits into its U.S. Marine Corps. 

repeat thousands of times: 

“What are Marines for .. 

“To kill, Sir.” 

“Why do you want to kill?” 

“Because I have balls, Sir.” 

This, according to the U.S. 

Government, is how to build “real 

men”, 

The counter-culture is the rejection 

of conformist behavior and sex-role 

playing, particularly the discussing 

violence, as masculinity mentality. 

UCLA’s experiments to “cure” boys 

who refuse to play the “hairy balls” 

masculine role are disgusting. The 

experimental ‘‘contingency 

managment” procedure has no scientific 

basis, and can fuck up the mind of the 

little boy so badly that he will be turned 

into a hopeless psychopath. Most 

researchers believe that effeminacy in 

boys results from pre-natal, hormonal 

influences. Psychologists, who are not 

trained in endocrinology, genetics or the 

development of the foetus, are not 

qualified to treat this condition. 

The UCLA and U.C. clinics have 

repeatedly demonstrated that they are 

more concerned with propagating the 

religious, moral and political ideologies 

of the reactionary administration in 

Sacramento, than they are with science 

or helping those in need of help. 

A shocking example was exposed 

three weeks ago — the ghoulish plot, by 

Reagan-appointed U.C. Hospital 

administrators and the Department of 

Corrections, to turn a tenth of the 
prison population into vegetables with 

lobotomies. 

Reagan’s doctors say the lobotomies 

are necessary because convicts are too 

       

  

     

  

violent and aggressive. Now they say 

that some little boys are not violent and 

aggressive enough. Each of the 

non-conforming groups must have 

drastic fucking with their minds so that 

everyone will conform to the dying 

culture’s notion of normal masculine 

behavior. 

Modern parents can help fight the 

state psychs by buying dolls for their 

little boys. Playing with dolls teaches 

little boys to be affectionate, concerned 

for others and more tolerant of women. 

On the other hand, little boys should be 

discouraged from playing “boys’ 

games”, as they are designed to develop 

competitiveness, aggression, 

male-supremist attitudes and violent 

behavior. There’s nothing natural about 

boys’ games or toys. They were not 

devised by children, but were devised by 

militarists, as a means of developing 

personality traits and behavior patterns 

that will make little boys into good 

future soldiers. 

GAY CONSORTIUM 

ZAPS UNITED CRUSADE

A largely Gay crowed forced entry 

into the Kabuki Theater on Post Stree 

and disrupted the Annual Meeting of 

the United Bay Area Crusade, February 

1. 

The Gay part of the demonstration 

was called by the GAY CONSORTIUM, 

a new organization which consists of 

representatives of the SAN 

FRANCISCO STATE GAY 

LIBERATION FRONT, DAUGHTERS 

OF BILITIES, SOCIETY FOR 

INDIVIDUAL RIGHTS, 

METROPOLITAN COMMUNITY 

CHURCH, GAY RAP, COUNCIL ON 

RELIGION AND THE HOMOSEXUAL, 

EMMAUS HOUSE and U.S. Mission. 

The CONSORTIUM called the 

demonstration after UBAC had declined 

to act on an application for a $49,000 

grant for a Gay community-service 

project. SIR Political Chairman Jim 

Foster, one of the main organizers of 

the CONSORTIUM, said that the 

. demonstration was to protest the fact 

that UBAC collects millions of dollars 

from Gay donors, but returns “not one 

cent” for much needed social welfare or 

Theoretically and legally, anyone 

who has donated at least $1.00 to the 

last UBAC campaign is a member of 

UBAC and entitled to vote. In practice, 

voting is restricted to people who have 

tickets to the $5.00 per plate Annual 

Luncheon Meeting, where the Board of 

Directors is elected and resolutions and 

by-laws voted on. UBAC officials sell 

tickets only to their friends, and so 

prevent most of UBAC’s 650,000 

members from voting. MCC Pastor Rev. 

Sandmire, the principal organizer of the 

Gay demonstration, said that he had 

attempted to purchase a block of 

tickets, but that UBAC had returned his 

check with a note saying that they were 

sold out. 
The demonstration was organized by 

Charles Clay of GLIDE METHODIST 

CHURCH, Rev. Sandmire of MCC and 

representatives of poor people’s groups. 

It was supposed to be a joint 

demonstration by minority groups 

which are ignored by UBAC. However, 

the other minorities didn’t show up, so 

more than half of the 150 

demonstrators were homosexuals. The 

largest single group was from MCC. Rev. 

  | community-service projects for the Gay 

I Community. 
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Sandmire said that MCC was not a 

sponsor of the demonstration, but that 

he, together with like-minded church 

members, had chosen to participate as 

individuals. 

The demonstration itself consisted 

of a march from St. Mary’s Cathedral to 

the theater. Then a shouting and 
shoving match with a score of security 

guards who blocked the doors. One 

queenly voice screeched, “l gave 

$5,000, and I want to come in.” 

Another yelled, “I gave a pint of blood, 

let me in or give my blood back.” 

Demonstrators battered the door with 

their shoulders until the lock gave and 

the door swung open. After a brief 

stuggle with the security guards, they 

were shoved aside by the flood of 

demonstrators surging through the 

double doors and into the auditorium, 

where the business meeting was in 

progress. The Chief Guard ran to the 

telephone to call out the riot squad. 

Once inside, the demonstrators 

liberated the microphone and presented 

a resolution electing a new Board of 

Directors, which includes four

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homosexuals. The yeas far exceeded the 

nays. Nevertheless, the old Chairman of 

the Board screamed that the motion was 

out of order and illegal. The 

demonstrators, still in command of the 

microphone, voted to adjourn the 

meeting and then marched out. 

The riot squad had arrived in the 

meantime. They came running in, 

charged around the auditorium, and 

finally just stood and looked around the 

room in confusion. The demonstrators 

were mixed throughout the room, so 

there was no way to tell the invited 

guests from the crashers. No arrests 

were made, since there was no evidence 

that any law had been violated, except 

for the action of UBAC officials in 

blocking the door with security guards. 

The demonstrators ail had proof of 

membership in UBAC and were legally 

as entitled to admission to the meeting 

as anyone else. 
Now, two Boards of Directors claim 

to be the real UBAC board. But the old 

Board remains firmly in control of the 

assets.

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SF. STATE SCHEDULES GAY

This coming semester, the Social 

Science Department at San Francisco 

State College will be offering the first 

Gay course to carry full academic 

credit. The course, Social Science 677, 

entitled “Homosexuality as a Social 

Issue” will be taught by Dr. Lois Flynne 

who has conducted a number of studies 

on behalf of San Francisco Gay 

Community groups. : 

Emphasis of the course will be on the 

civil rights/social issue aspects of the 

Gay movement rather than on the 

typical “abnormal” psychology or social 

“deviance” approach encountered in 

most academic treatments of homo- 

sexuality. 

Dr. Flynne also stressed that she 

would be focusing on the lesbian as well 

as the male homosexual. “Lesbians 

often end up the neglected minority 

within a minority,” she said. “I think 

it’s important to concentrate on the 

Gay community as a unit. rather than 

perpetuate a division by sexes, or, for 

that matter, any other divisions.” 

While credit for the course will be 

available only to regularly enrolled 

students at San Francisco State, other 

interested persons, space permitting, are 

welcome to sit in. For enrolled students 

the course carries 3 units of academic 

credit. Opening session for the course is 

scheduled for Tuesday, February 8th, 

7:00 PM. — 9:45 P.M. in Hall 259 at 

San Francisco State College and will 

continue same time, same place each 

Tuesday night thereafter for the 

duration of the semester.

His campaign for 1972 may be 

capsuled in the phrase: SPECIFIC, 

IMMEDIATE, REALIZABLE — which 

happens to be the title of the 88 page 

Directional Report which Plath issued 

SIR’s 1972 ELECTIONS showed the 

largest turn-out of SIR voters in its 

7th-year history. There was a turnout of 

36% of the SIR Bay Area Membership. 

Taking the Vice-Presidency was 

David Stahlman (winner of the best 

Female Costume Award at the 1971 

BEAUX ARTS BALL), who beat Dick 

Nelson (Dowager Empress Cristal) by a 

slim margin oof 5 votes. Stahlman has 

long been active in SIR, having just 

finished a two-year term as the 

organization’s Secretary. 

Larry Littlejohn, a one-time 

President of SIR, was elected as the new 

Secretary. Littlejohn won the 

Vice-Presidency in 1971, but 

immediately resigned due to personal 

problems. After many months absence, 

Littlejohn returned to run on a 

three-man slate headed by Robert 

Cramer, the Social Chairman of SIR. 

Though unopposed in his candidacy, 

Littlejohn won by only 183 votes. A 

write-in Candidate, Don O’Brien took 

84 of the votes cast for this position, 

because of his popularity as an active 

SIR member. 

Treasurer of SIR is now Derek 

Carlson, the long-active Membership 

Chairman of the organization, who has 

proven himself to be a serious member 

of the Board as a result of an extensive 

report, co-authored by Carlson with 

former Vice-President Herb Webb, 

published on the necessary 

constitutional and operational reforms 

needed in SIR structure.   to members at the Annual Membership 

Meeting. 
Ron Bentley, new to the SIR Board, 

was elected as the Chairman of the 

Community Center Committee. He ran 

on the proposition that SIR is the only 

organization in the world which puts its 

janitor on the Board of Directors. He 

said that he would work for a new | 

Board set-up that would revise Board 

positions — such as eliminating that of 

his own. 

Bill Weigel was re-elected to the 

office of Funding Chairman, and Bill 

Bloomer was re-elected to the office of 

Community Services Chairman. 

Bloomer ran a close race with Chuck 

Schneider, whom Bill has since 

appointed as his Sub-Chairman. 

Community Services has become a hot 

issue at SIR since GAY SUNSHINE 

published a stinging editorial on the 

SOCIETY'S lack of real services for the 

welfare of its Community. 

Gary Miller, long active in the 

Political Committee of SIR, won over 

incumbent Michael Stockton as the 

Publications Chairman. Miller has since 

appointed Stockton to the position of 

Sub-Chairman of this Committee which 

sends out more informational literature 

on homosexuality than any other 

organization or agency.

Roberta insisted we get down 
to business concerning all, and good old 
Lips made everyone so angry, they all 
had to have their say. All to often we 
don’t share our opinions until we get 
stirred-up enough to open our mouths. 
We want to leave it to someone else. 
Well, after a few moments of heavy 
hurling, we finally got down to the crux 
of the matter, a fact that has been long 
in coming: if our organizations are going 
to satisfy the purposes of a larger 
percentage of our people, they are going 
to have to have a common 
meeting-ground for understanding. It 
was decided that an “Inter-Organiza- 
tional Board” should be developed, to 
prepare Community issues to be 
presented to the participating 
organization. Inasmuch, better 
preparation and presentation of subjects 
which involve all people in Our 
Community. This Board will consist of 
three people from each organization, 
and it will be left open to eventually 
cover all others possibly not represented 
by these groups: TAVERN GUILD, 
S.LR. and M.C.C. It is going to be very 
interesting to see whom they appoint, 
or elect. I hope it is done very carefully. 
It is too easy to sometimes appease or 
to push the wrong person into a 
position, because of politics. To be 
effective, think carefully. Do not select 
a person who is too set in their ways or 
too stuck in only one area of our city. 
We have many and much to concern 
ourselves with. 

Be sure to check McGovern for 
President. He has come out with a very 
interesting stand on Sixual Rights. Have 
any of the others done this for us? No. 
His petitions must be signed, for him to 
get on the California Ballot. These 
petitions will be circulating February 
22nd.

DON CAVALLO... the Surprise 
evening 

VILLAGE, is the first venture of the 
CITY PLAYERS (a theatrical 
experience) into the world of musical 
comedy. To say I wasn’t entertained 
would be a lie; to say what I saw was 
completely satisfying would also be a 
lie. 

The company has many good things 
going for it. There was a lot of talent on 

  

   that stage the other evening, but a lot of 
the talent was not shown to its fullest 
and, therefore, wasted. Actors need help 

| on stage — no matter how talented they 
are. — and this is where the director 
comes in. He must bring actors’ and 
actresses’ abilities out of them and lead 
them through the dark and into the 
light. Unfortunately, this was the main 
problem with WONDERFUL TOWN, as 
it was a badly directed and staged show. 
And it was fundamentally due to lack of 
direction, rather than too much. 

On the other end of the spectrum, 
i we had some damn good performances. 

Stand-outs were many. For those who 
don’t know, WONDERFUL TOWN was 
taken from Ruth McKenney’s popular 
book, ‘My Sister, Eileen,” which 
concerns two sisters who come from 
Ohio to seek fame and fortune in the 
“big city”, settle in Greenwich Village 
and become intertwined with all the 
Village characters. The sisters, played by 
Lori Shannon as Ruth and Faye as     
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Eileen (there is a good one/two punch 
here), for the most part give good, even 
performances. Miss Shannon’s Ruth had 
the proper amount of older, wiser 
witicisms. Miss Shannon is a very pretty 
lady on stage, but for Ruth, I wish, for 
the first act, she could tone down the 
beauty and play Ruth as the plainer of 
the two. Miss Shannon works hard; 
sometimes harder than she has to — 
especially in the dance numbers. Lori is 
a good dancer, but as every good 
director knows, you can’t dance 
through a number like “Swing” AND 
sing those Comden and Green lyrics. As 
I recall (correct me if I'm wrong, Mr, 
Largent), the chorus and the Villagers 
dance around Ruth in the “Swing” 
number, thereby giving Ruth the 
opportunity to sing her song. 

Faye’s Eileen is a good ons. She 
sings well, moves well, and is a good 
dancer. But one wishes she would be a 
little softer in her dealings with the men 
who come into her life: a little more 
-C0y and naive — especially in the scene 
in the police station (Eileen may take 
everything they do for her for granted, 
but when she asks a favor, it must come 
out as a request — not an order). 

Don Cavallo as Bob Baker was the 
surprise of the evening — and a pleasant 
one, too — even with a cold. Mr. Cavallo 
made the best of a poorly-written part 
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Village character (Jose’). 

and sang well. I think Mr. Cavallo’s Bob 

Baker was an intelligent, smooth and 

easy approach. Again, if WONDERFUL 

TOWN is to be done, some additional 

dialogue for Bob Baker would be in 

order. 

As the landlord into whose basement 

flat the sisters move, Jose’ as 

Appopolous was effective. But again, 

stay within the confines of the role, 

Jose’. When you change voice tones, 

you lose character. Once the voice 

recognition is made that it’s Jose’, the 

character of Appopolous fails. But when 

you used your lower register, you were 

a fine Appopolous. 

Outstanding was the performance of 

Jon Kroll as Frank Lippencott, the 

soda-jerk from Walgreen’s who becomes 

taken with the charms of Eileen. His 

hair-combing, youthful innocence was a 

fine bit of business. We will be looking 

forward to more of Mr. Kroll. 

Also, Bob Loren as Chick Clark gave 

the part style and, it must be added, the 

only role that rang true with 

professional insight (if the role of 

Horace Vandergelder in “Hello, 

Dolly!” is open, grab it, Mr. Loren). 

As the Wreck, Gene Pelligrini made 
‘““Pass the Football” one of the, 
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Eileen (Faye) and Ruth (Lori Shannon), just arrived from Ohio, meet their first Greenwich   

highlights, but in his first entrance, 

Wreck was a bit too fluttery in his style. 

Wreck is not a boy, he’s a man 

reflecting on past glories and, if he does 

ironing, it’s payment for eating and 

sleeping — he is still a man in the true 

sense. 

The pleasures of having Jimi Prince 

with the company I'm sure are 

numerous. Once again, as Mrs. Wade, 

Mr. Prince was a delight. I think you 

need an agent, Jim — as a featured 

player, why were you buried in the 

credits? I know Mrs. Wade would have 

hollered like hell. 

Busty O’Shea was fine as Helen, the 

jealous girlfriend of the Wreck. And if 

only she had something to do after she 

delivered her lines, she would have been 

even better. But here, again, was an 

actor needing help, but left standing in 

the desert in search of a waterhole. 

As Valenti, John W. Bush was 

“zoot-suity” and gave the nightclub 

owner the comedy flair which was 

needed, and reminded us of how funny 
(continued on next page) 
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the styles of the 40s were. 
As the tour guide, John Carlyle has 

an effective voice, but has a way of 
constantly cocking his head to put his 
singing across — as if he were looking 
for the spotlight. No need for that, Mr. 
Carlyle — the spotlight will find you and 
stay with you. 

Denis Moreen’s musical chores were 
many and, under the strain of a union 
harassment on Opening Night (a 
substitute orchestra), he kept things at a 
lively pace. It isn’t easy to translate 
Bernstein into a full orchestra — let 
alone two pianos and drums — but the 
vocal direction was pleasant, and so the 
choral work was good. Since there was 
no overture, why, Mr. Moreen? An 
overture to a musical is somewhat like 
an appetizer is to a dinner — it whets 
the appetite for the good things to 
come. It was sorely missed. 

The musical numbers, on the whole, 

were disappointing. The high point of 
WONDERFUL TOWN should be the 
“Conga,” where Ruth encounters the 
Brazilian Navy. Six boys are barely 
enough for this number. “Conga” 
should be a sure-fire show-stopper and 
also the finale’ of the first act. If six   

men can’t pick-up Lori Shannon, better 
not pick her up at all. There was no 
gusto or spark in this number. There 
was no choreographer for this show and 
one was needed badly. There are five big 

production numbers and the only ones 

to come off were “Pass the Football” 

and “I Can Cook, Too,” the latter done 
with exuberance by Fernando and the 
girls in the nightclub. This number came 
from “On the Town” and was added to 
this show. It was staged by Lori 
Shannon and it did what it was 
supposed to do — stop the show. 

The costumes were suitable for the 
period; the sets were serviceable and 
nothing more (the door on the 
apartment had no border to tell us it 
was a door; the basement flat was much 
too large: Eileen and Ruth had to strain 
to talk to one another from bed to bed). 
This points out many other faults which 
could have been corrected by good 
lighting. But eighty per cent of the show 
was lit for high noon at Union Square. 
There was no softness to the lights when 
Mr. Cavallo sang his love song in act two 
(he should be bathed in a single spot — 
it is a quiet moment and needs the 
atmosphere to go with it). As a leading 
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JIMI PRINCE... a delight 

Broadway designer of lighting once said, 
the mark of good lighting is that you 
don’t notice it. 

Another disturbing factor was the 
moving of sets, or scene-changes when 
numbers are being performed in front of 
the curtain. It certainly is distracting to 
the audience (how must it be to the 
performers?). Stage-hands must 
rehearse, too. 

Also, policemen and sailors wear 
hats — both are seldom without them. 

Mr. Largent was much admired when 
he directed his revues — this writer 
included. But as far as book shows are 
concerned, I think Mr. Largent bit off 
too much. Everything must jell. 
Although the VILLAGE is an obstacle 
to begin with, it is no place for a book 
show, and Mr. Largent should have 
taken that into consideration. 

As WONDERFUL TOWN stands 
now, it needs much work. As of this 
writing, I understand a lot of changes 
have been made already. The CITY 
PLAYERS have a lot of talent within 
them; it has to be brought out and 
distributed. They should be encouraged. 
We need this company in Our 
Community. MAME is the next show 
for the CITY PLAYERS. We will be 
looking forward to it. 

As of now, WONDERFUL TOWN 
finds a good company in search of a 
director.

Call me Ripley if you wish, but there 

are two great new acts at the 

ORPHEUM CIRCUS. Because of them, 

and the fact that Sande’ — after months 

of sleep-walking through 

extemporaneous recordings — is finally 

working to improve the show: 

rehearsing, adding “live” material (one 

sketch of which was actually just 

written especially for him!), the MEN 

‘N’ KNIGHTS are light-years ahead of 

what they were even two-months ago. 

But let me begin with the two new 

acts in town: Pepper (from the Drama 

Department of the University of New 

Mexico) and Francine (a former 

professional ice-skater, most recently 

from L.A.’s C’est La Vie). 

Pepper has been in town for a little 

over a month now. His first day in 

town, he dropped into the ORPHEUM 

CIRCUS to see the old MEN ‘N’ 

KNIGHTS. He and Sande’ got to talking 

and Sande’ offered him the chance to 

do a spot. Pepper went on — and went 

over so well, he was immediately hired 

as a permanent member of the troupe. 

Pepper is a young, black man who 

has only been working in drag for about 

three months (the first two in 

Albuquerque), but he is already as 

polished a performer as any in town. It 

only goes to show you what a really 

good Drama Department and 

. intelligence can do. And he is an 

intelligent performer: every gesture 1s 

thought out, planned, and executed at 

precisely the right moment. He 

performs with seemingly inexhaustible 

energy, yet he never seems to -be

conviction to bring it off. For instance, 

he mimes a sensual, sultry number like 

“Quando Caliente el Sol” as he melts to 

the floor. Lying on his stomach, his legs 

suggestively intertwining themselves 

around each other, his chin in his hand 

and the elbow of that arm casually 

draped over the apron of the stage, 

takes courage. But his conviction in 

what he does makes him fascinating, 

but easy, lip sync) gets him applause the 

MEN ‘N’ KNIGHTS hadn’t even 

dreamed of in the past. 

Or take the production number from 

the “lke and Tina Turner Revue.” 

Francine has staged a delightful, 
feminine, simple yet electric piece of 

choreography for the “Ikettes” (he and 

Rick Lane). The audience is engrossed — 

they haven't seen this kind of staging 

(or, for that matter, any kind of staging) 

in a MEN ‘N’ KNIGHT performance 
before! But they ain’t seen nothin’ yet! 
Sande’ comes bouncing out, grabs the 

microphone, and announces (in lke 

Turner’s voice) the star of the show... 

Tina Turner. And out she comes (in the 

person of Pepper)... sideways... left 
foot, right foot together; left foot, right 

foot together — but in double-time... 
and facing the upstage curtains. She 

stops center, there’ is a breath-holding 

pause... THEN... the frenzied “Sweet 
Soul Music” begins and the three girls 

(sic) start to shiver furiously — in 

rhythm. Their bodies are shaking like 

Lady Godiva in the Arctic... but in 
(continued on next page) 
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unison, with smiling faces, and with 
electricity. The house is going wild 
already... and Pepper is still facing the 
upstage wall. NOW! She spins... grabs 

the mike with one hand, cuts the air 

with the other, and screams into the 

mike with such perfect mime, gesture 

and conviction, you SWEAR there isn’t 

a recording in the building. Comes the 

musical bridge and she’s dancing like a 
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hungry Black Widow Spider whose web 
has been spun across the opening of an 

electric guitar, WOW! The house is 
screaming now, and Francine and Rick 
Lane are backing Pepper up with 
beautifully complementary 
choreography. Suddenly, it stops short! 
You're frustrated... but you scream. 
Even with the sudden cut-off ending, 
you know you’ve just seen one of the 

Scotty 
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few bonafide show-stopping numbers in 
town — and at a MEN ‘N’ KNIGHTS 
performance, yet! 

Francine is much more complex 
than Pepper. Bear with me while I draw 
a strange paradox, and don’t scream ’til 
I'm through: Francine isn’t nearly as 
good an act as Pepper, but he has the 
greatest inventive gift I have seen 
anywhere in San Francisco (sorry, 
Allan... I think you’re brilliant, but this 
kid is outasight!). Pepper has what 
Francine lacks: that incredible 
professional polish. But Francine has at 
least one number that is, without a 
doubt, the single greatest number I have 
seen in ages: Barbra Streisand’s “Little 
Tin Soldier.” Its conception, its 
invention, its execution make it so. My 
point is this: all of Francine’s numbers 
have remarkable conceptions and in- 
credible invention. When he acquires the 
professional “tricks of the trade” — 
gained through audience awareness and 
good, old-fashioned hard work — he 

- could well become the best drag act in 
the business. The fact that these one or 
two numbers come off so brilliantly 
show he’s almost there; when he learns 
the tricks, they will all come off. And 

his art obviously comes before his 
image: he is a very beautiful drag, but 
he comes out in his comedy numbers 
with blacked-out teeth, disheveled hair; 

wearing rags. Francine is an artist, 

But you want an example. Here it is: 
Francine starts center, locked frozen in 
a broken-body position. Barbra 
Streisand’s voice begins, “Little toy 
soldier...” Francine’s mouth is miming 
the words precisely... overly so. His 
body jerks upward in rhythm. His arms 
flail outward in an attempted gesture. 
He struggles with his mechanicalized legs 
to make a stage cross... miming perfect- 
ly; struggling to mime perfectly. The 
audience — totally — is dead silent. Not 
a glass is tinkling, not a whisper is per- 

mitted to fall over anyone’s lips. Noth- 
ing but Barbra Streisand’s voice ringing 
through the ORPHEUM CIRCUS... and 
perhaps the creaks of Francine’s 
mechanical joints. On and on it goes... 
ringing through the house... and he 
starts to run down... and you want to 
run up and wind the key (there must be 
a key!). But before you can move, he

is restored... self-wound, if you will. 

Every natural gesture is there, every 

body-movement that a songstress might 

use, but always mechanical... pained... 

pained. Look at his face — he’s in 

agony, twisting his mouth to form the 

syllables, tortuously forcing his hand in- 

to an ultimately beautiful gesture. But 

you never forget a record is playing... 

and, believe it or not, that, too, is bril- 

liant. Because, maybe a measure or two 

before Miss Streisand finishes singing, 

Francine’s mechanical doll does stop... 

suddenly... and locks into its distorted- 

body position. But the song goes on. 

And the pain in his eyes indicates that 

he desperately wants to finish with it. 

But he cannot. And the audience is too 

stunned by now to help him find the 

key. In this position, poor tortured soul 

trapped in a metal body, the lights... 

slowly... fade... out... If you don’t cry 

when you see it, don’t speak to me. 

No, Sande’ and Rick Lane — and 

especially Jerry — can’t compete with 

these two acts. But they’re working on 

it. Sande’ still does those ballads he isn’t 

physically built for, but he also does his 

comedy material — which he is built for. 

His fault in mime is he often doesn’t 

know the routine and fakes his way 

through. But often, when he is in a 

section he does know, 1 find myself 

laughing at a glimmer of invention. 

BUT... he’s beginning to work “live” 

and, obviously, he has to know the 

words... and he’s suddenly better than 

I’ve seen him before. One routine, the 

original one, was genuinely funny at 

times. Oh, it had no blackout line, and 

performance needs more tightness 

(sticking strictly to the script — 2 

comedy routine won’t work as a whole 

if 50% of it is off-the-cuff ad lib), but 

the point is, he’s working... and getting 

better. And he’s staging, too. “If the 

Rain’s Got to Fall” from ‘“Half-a- 

Sixpence” was a staged production 

number. Oh, it was simple: blacklight 

and four umbrellas. But the umbrellas 

moved in unison and the audience was 

appreciative. Again, any production 

number is an innovation with the MEN 

‘N’> KNIGHTS, and the audience appre- 

ciates — genuinely — Sande’s work to 

improve the show fer them. 

Rick Lane has been around a while 

and it shows in his work: he’s aware of a 

lot of the tricks and is an easy act to 

watch. He has a tendency to under-work 

a number: there is a comedy routine 

that seems to go on for twenty minutes. 

Perhaps it doesn’t, but Mr. Lane’s sitting 

on a stool and mouthing the words, and 

doing little else, doesn’t take away from 

that impression. His “Vatican Rag” 

(Tom Lehrer) was truly delightful and 

his “Salvation Army” might have been 

had the record player not been bumped 

so that he had to back-track fifty 

sentences. (But that’s another thing: 

bumping the record player, setting the 

needle down in the middle of the song 

[or at the beginning of the wrong song] 

are essentials that need care, too. It all 

adds to the professionalism of the 

show.) But he’s working “live”, too. 

And though everything I said about 

Sande’s “live” sketch is true for Rick 

Lane as well (regarding sticking to the 

script, etc.), he, too, is helping to make 

the MEN ‘N° KNIGHTS a better show. 

Just a word about lovely Harold 

Morasch: he cares and it shows. He 

evokes mood and supports the numbers 

with the right “feel” to his lighting. 

Anyone who knows the limited lighting 

equipment at the ORPHEUM CIRCUS 

is aware of how deft he is. One note 

about this: if he were given light-cues, 

every blackout would be right. 

Anyway, it should be apparent that 

the MEN ‘N’ KNIGHTS should be a 

“must see” visit. The improvements in 

the show itself don’t make it so quite 

yet, but Pepper and Francine absolutely 

do! 

Oh, Yes... Jerry should seek work in

The “Eighth of March Anti-Vice 

Squad Committee” has called a 

state-wide demonstration to demand the 

abolition of the vice squad. The 

demonstration will take the form of a 

memorial service for those-murdered by 

the vice squad. After the services, a legal 

petition will be filed asking the Federal 

Government to declare the existance of 

the vice squad in violation of civil rights 

legislation, the separation of Church and 

State and the Bill of Rights. The services 

will begin March 8, 10:30 A.M. at the 

Federal Building, 350 Golden Gate 

Avenue, San Francisco. 

The memorial service will 

commemorate the deaths of Howard 

Efland, 34, who was beaten to death by 

vice squad officers at the Dover Hotel in 

Los Angeles, March 8, 1969; Larry 

Turner, 19, who was shot in the back 

and killed while cruising a Los Angeles 

street March 8, 1970, and SOCIETY 

FOR INDIVIDUAL RIGHTS’ activist 

Frank Bartley, 30, who was shot in the 

head as he sat in his car at Aquatic Park, 

Berkeley, April 17, 1969. 

The Rev. Robert Humphries, the 

principal organizer of the IDES OF 

MARCH DEMONSTRATION was 

staying at the Dover on the night Efland 

was killed. Humphries said vice officers 

dragged Efland from the hotel in 

handcuffs. They beat him in the hall, 

dragged him. down the stairway and 

then beat him to death on the street 

outside the hotel. Many witnesses still 

vividly recall Efland’s screams as he was 

being beaten to death. Efland 

repeatedly screamed, “Please, someone 

help me, they’re going to kill me.” 

The vision of two viscious police 

officers beating a handcuffed, helpless 

man to death was just too much for
