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Complimentary Pass

The Gay Movement has a new sense 

of political power. Scores of politicians 

are making promises in bids for the Gay 

vote. Shrewd politicians sense that the 

Gay vote is a slumbering giant about to 

awake. And a giant it is indeed; the 21 

million voting-age homosexuals 

outnumber all racial minority voters 

combined! Because of cultural 

differences, a different concept of right 

and wrong and a different attitude 

toward basic institutions such as the 

family, sexism and the like, there will be 

a revolution at the ballot box if the Gay 

vote can be mobilized. 

Up until now, the Gay vote has been 

mute. Some two million homosexuals 

are legally disenfranchised on account 

of felony convictions. Most other 

homosexuals are not registered to vote 

on account of apathy. The apathy 

results from the fact that the United 

States has chosen to exclude a sixth of 

its voting age population from the 

electoral process. Both the Republican 

and Democratic Parties have 

purposefully excluded homosexuals 

from participation in the political 

process at all levels. No candidate 

advocating Gay rights has ever been 

elected except for San Francisco 

County Sheriff Richard Hongisto. 

The first test of Gay political power 

came in the fall of 1972, in the San 

Francisco Municipal Election. The Gay 

movement united behind Richard 

Hongisto, a candidate for sheriff who 

was given little chance of winning by 

the political soothsayers. Gay 

organizations set up voter registration 

booths at various locations in Gay 

ghetto areas. Thousands of Gays were 

registered for the first time. The Gay 

vote swept Hongisto into office by a 

large margin. Later, Hongisto said that 

he had been elected by the Gay vote,

The most enthusiastic crowds for 

Supervisor Dianne Feinstein in the past 

election, according to her campaign 

aids, were in the Gay Community. 

Although her attempt to become Mayor

and estimated that he had received 

around 30,000 votes as a result of the 

backing of the Gay Movement. Despite 

the apparent large vote, only a third of 

the voting age Gays are reigstered to 
vote; The San Francisco Police 

Department officially estimates the Gay 

voting-age population of San Francisco 

at 90,000, which is around a quarter of 

the voting-age population. 

The Hongisto election acted as a 

catalyst to nationwide organization of 

the Gay Community. Democratic 

hopefuls Shirley Chisolm, Eugene 

McCarthy, George McGovern, Vance 

Hartke and John Lindsay all 

immediately announced their support of 

legislation to end all criminal, civil and 

employment sanctions against Gays. 

The People’s Party adopted a strong 

Gay platform plank, which in addition 

to advocating the end of all sanctions 

against homosexuality, promises 

reparations for past injustices. Former 

LOS ANGELES GAY LIBERATION 

FRONT Chairman Chuck Avery was 

elected Executive Secretary of the 

People’s Party after narrowly missing 

the Vice-Presidential nomination. The 

party was formed by uniting several 

small parties, including the Peace and 

Freedom Party and the New Party. The 

New Party, which is by far the largest of 

the parties joining the coalition, was   

founded by Gore Vidal, and up-front 

homosexual. The Gay influence in the 

People’s Party is so great that Avery 

told the National Gay Political 

Convention, “The Gay caucus is the 

largest segment of the party. In fact, we 

are beginning to wonder if there are any 

straights in the party.” Dr. Benjamin 

Spock, the People’s Party candidate for 

President, has not publicly stated 

whether he is Gay or not, but he did 

attend the National Gay Political 

Convention, which was held in Chicago 

in mid-February. 

Almost every Gay organization in 

America sent delegates to the National 

Gay Political Convention, so the 

convention has the credentials to speak 

for the entire Gay Movement, and 

presumably for the 21 million Gay 

voters. 

The convention voted to support 

only candidates who pledge in writing 

to support the platform adopted by the 

convention. 
The platform demands the 

immediate end of all anti-homosexual 

legislation, the end of discrimination of 

every type, federal funding of Gay 

projects to alleviate the problems caused 

by past discrimination, immediate 

release of all persons held in prisons and 

mental institutions for victimless sex 

crimes (and this is a third of all

city. She will soon be co-sponsoring a 

resolution before the Board that will 

call for non-descrimination in City 

hiring in regard to sexual orientation. 

Paying off campaign debts is 

normally a depressing and discouraging 

affiar, but last week’s PAY OFF THE 

DEBT DINNER for Dianne at the 

Sheraton-Palace was a lively and 

encouraging affair. Over 400 people, 

including a number of members of the 

Gay Community, paid $100 a plate to 

let Dianne know that “put your money 

where you mouth is’> MEANS 

something to the homosexual. 

Special attention was paid to our 

table of ten by a number of officials 

because Jim Foster, SIR’s Political 

Chairman, was there. This man’s 

exhaustive lobbying for the homosexual 

cause is beginning to bring new 

attention to our demands for equal 

opportunities and rights. Foster was 

most impressed with the number of 

Gays present and stated, “We are now 

being approached — just like labor 

unions and big business — and we are 

showing that we also respond. Both the 

political Left and the political Right 

know that we will get behind them if 

they support our cause. Candidates 

recognize organizations first, so it is 

important that the community put is

prisoners in prisons in the United 
States), reparations for the mental and 
physical duress encountered by 

homosexuals on account of their 

persecution by the U.S. Government, 
and 10% Gay representation at all 

national political conventions. 
On the last point the convention 

took a particularly strong position; it 

unanimously adopted a resolution to 

bring legal action against any candidate 

who does not have at least 10% Gay 

representation on his delegation. Pre- 

sumably the legal action would be 

brought under the “equal protection of 

the laws’ clause of the U.S. 

Constitution. Most Gays believe that the 

Government and political parties have 

no legal right to deny a-sixth of the 

electorate the right to participate in the 

electoral process. 
Lindsay, Chisolm, Hartke and 

McGovern all responded by appointing 
Gay delegates to their delegations. 
Anti-Homosexuals Nixon, Muskie, 
Humphries and Yorty did not appoint 

    

  

even ONE Gay delegate. Neither did 
McCarthy. 

It’s certain that the Gay movement 

will not support Nixon under any 

circumstances, because as a 

Congressman, Richard Milhous Nixon 

was the chief side-kick of Senator 
Joseph McCarthy. Nixon lead the 
witchhunt and purge of homosexuals 
during the McCarthy era, and instigated 
the federal legislation making it illegal 
for homosexuals to work for the 
Government, Government contractors 

or franchise holders. 

Humphrey, Muskie and Yorty have 
all expressed hate toward homosexuals. 
If one of these gets the Democratic 
nomination, it seems likely that the 
huge block of votes will go to the 
People’s Party. If one of the pro-Gay 
hopefuls gets the nomination, the Gay 
vote will almost surely rally behind the 
Democratic Party. 

During the past few weeks numerous 
Gay political organizations have sprung 
up all over the country. A rather typical 
one is the ALICE B. TOKLAS 
MEMORIAL DEMOCRATIC CLUB OF 

SAN FRANCISCO. The club was 
organized Febraury 8, and in only three 
weeks was able to get four of its 
members appointed to national 
Democratic convention delegations, in 
addition to gaining two seats on the San 
Francisco County Democratic Council 
and a seat on the California Democratic 
Council. The club is working on the Gay 
plank for the Democratic Party, and 
devising a strategy to defeat 
anti-homosexual candidates for state 
and local offices. Perhaps its most   

  

important project is conducting a drive 
to register the 60,000 unregistered 
voting-age homosexuals in San 
Francisco. 

Alice B. Toklas was Gertrude Stein’s 
lover, and is famed as one of the first 
up-front Gays in history and as the 
inventor of the Alice B. Toklas cookie. 

With the growing Gay political 
power, anti-homosexual politicians such 
as Assemblyman Foran of San Francisco 
will either have to change their minds or 
kiss their districts goodbye. The days 
when they could ignore the wishes of a 
sixth of the voters are gone.

Since many of us in the Homosexual Com- 

munity worked so hard for political power, 

we would be fools if we do not use that 

power for our purposes when we have it. Why 

should we allow reactionary Deputy Sheriffs 

to again control the policy in our jails by our 

default? 

Dear Sir: 

For years, in San Francisco’s jails, Deputy 

Sheriffs have been advocating and enforcing a 

policy on inmates of debased medieval stan- 

dards. Now, 53 of these “men” are having 

their reputations sullied because the present   

Sheriff has had the effrontery to be a public 

friend to the homosexual community which 

helped elect him. These poor, poor Sheriff’s 

Deputies are complaining about being called 

“Hongisto’s Honeys.” 

WELL, THATS JUST TOUGH. 
The San Francisco jails are a disgrace be- 

cause none of these same deputies uttered a 

word about serving up slop and beatings to 

caged men under conditions that made 

animals in the San Francisco Zoo look pam- 

pered. These same Deputies have called mem- 

bers of the homosexual community fags, 

pansies, perverts, fairies, fruits, and on and 

on. Some of these same Deputies have con- 

ceived and executed debasements, beatings, 

indignities, special lockups, sexual attacks, 

and on and on of the most horrifying kind on 

homosexuals in these same jails. Not a protest 

about homosexual’s rights was ever heard 

from a single Deputy.

As 

a result of this awareness, we helped put 

Hongisto in charge of San Francisco’s jails. We 

have been debased too damned long by 

“Archie Bunker” types as Sheriff's Deputies. 
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We demand action of Hongisto, now. 

1. That Sheriff Hongisto form a commis- 
sion to hear the complaints, to investigate the 

performance and attitudes of the Sheriff’s 

Deputies, and to recommend changes, im- 

provements, disciplinary actions and replace- 

ments where needed. 

2. That a minimum of two representatives 

each be appointed to this commission from 

the Black Community, the Chicano Com- 

munity, the Homosexual Community, and the 

young College Community, that elected 

Hongisto. Representatives from the Board of 

Supervisors, the Judiciary, and the Deputy 

Sheriffs should also be appointed to insure 

impartiality. 

3. That the names of the 53 Deputies who 
had the meeting on the evening of Wednes- 

day, March 8, with Sheriff Hongisto be made 

public with the dozen or so deputies who 

stormed out of that meeting protesting 

Hongisto’s liaisons with the Homosexual 

Community be singled out for their actions.

The two county jails in San 

Francisco house over thirty-four Gay 

brothers. No one knows how many 

other Gays are “undeclared” out of the 

1034 men and 95 women in the county 

jails. 
No part of our Community is more 

overlooked than our Gay brothers and 

sisters in jails and prisons throughout 

the country. Prejudice, bias and 

discrimination against homosexuals 

definitely makes them the most 

oppressed prison minority today. 

With the help of the new Sheriff, 

Richard Hongisto, and many of his 

deputies, Gay prisoners are now allowed 

to attend movies, music concerts, 

educational programs, and other 

activities held in the county jails. Until 

recently, “known” homosexuals were 

not allowed to participate in ANY of 

the programs in the jails. Gays were 

considered security risks or unstable, 

etc. But just in the few weeks I have 

been serving as a chaplain for the 

county jails, many changes have taken 

place-not only for the betterment of all 

the men and women incarcerated in the 

county jails, but especially for Gay 

prisoners. 

You, the reader, can do much to 

help make the time go easier for our 

Gay brothers and sisters. Pencils, soap, 

toothpaste, postage stamps and many 

other items are needed by the men and 

women in the county jails. These items 

are NOT provided, for free, by the jails.

Your brothers and 

sisters would appreciate it.

In B.A.R., Volume 2 Issue 3, I wrote 

an article on gay critics that could be 

construed as unfair because I lumped all 

critics into one category and dismissed 

them.

There are exceptions who are pithy and   

   
pointed, Tom Edwards being an 

outstandingly good example, who can’ 

be respected because they help clarify a 

subject under discussion even when 

there are disagreements. But, generally 

speaking, critics are insensitive stupid 

bores who are misusing others to build 

up a badly faltering ego; examples being 

recent letters to B.A.R. signed Beth 

Elliott, George Mendenhall, and “A five 

year member of S.LR. who still 

contributes” (undoubtedly a David 

Stahlman type). These strange persons, 

who are still fighting mental health, I 

usually classify as “sickies” and try to 

overlook their excrements. 

In the “sickies” circles, credit for 

doing things seems to be getting like our 

welfare system’s handling of money; the 

less you do, the more you get. How 

many recognize the bitchy 

self-flagellation in the half-truths, “he is   

devisive”, or “she is a destructive 

person”? How many see the ridiculous 

self-castration of the more developed, 

“pastiche of gross inaccuracy, blind 

prejudice and self righteous egotism? 

Not one murmur of ideas, not an inkling 

of respect for others, not any ability to 

discuss any factor outside of premises of 

personality debasement of others.

But, once in a while, once in a rare 

while, I receive a letter like that from 

Darryl Hall as published in the last issue 

of B.A.R. This man shows great 

sincerity, an intense sensitivity, 

tremendous concern, all of which is 

overwhelmed by naivety.

Here is one of our Gay Community’s 

problems; how do we educate persons 

like Darryl Hall for leadership in the 

Gay Community instead of leaving him 

to wasting his time on self destruction? 

Where can he learn the legitimate 

history of the Homosexual Movement? 

Where does one begin to comment on a 

letter that shows a complete lack of 

knowledge on what we have been doing 

for the last ten years? Nearly one third 

of Mr. Hall’s letter would have been 

eliminated by himself had he read just 

one issue of VECTOR that I published 

during the two years that I was its

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editor; i.e. Volume 4, Number 2, 

Jan.—Feb. 1968. A study of these back 

issues can be a revelation to persons like 

Mr. Hall. 

The following is a quote from Darryl 

Hall's letter. 
“We can also assume, from your 

passing comments, that you object to 

the nude centerfold in VECTOR and 

that you lay the blame for the police 

raids, at least in part, on VECTOR’s 

publication of such material.

I am quite aware that there are 

many persons who enjoy appealing to 

the lowest common denominator in 

mankind instead of trying to raise his 

sights towards higher principles. The 

whole thing of VECTOR’s present low 

level would be laughable to me if some 

of the articles and pictures were not so 

offensive as to alienate the very persons 

in the overall community that should be 

our friends. 

And, Mr. Hall, if you do NOT 

believe that the above mentioned police 

raids were instituted partly because of 

the blatant supid advertising in 

VECTOR .and THE BERKELEY BARB, 

then YOU had better talk to Captain 

Scott. 

The above shows many errors of Mr. 

Hall based on implications and 

assumptions that an education in 

Homosexual Movement history would 

have eliminated. What tends to be 

seriously self destructive is Mr. Hall’s 

reactions to law and enforcement 

procedures. These are based on false 

| logic and false philosophy that thinking 

| leaders in the Sa n Francisco 

Homosexual Community resolved, on a 

consensus basis, years ago. Some of us 

spent months formulating positions and 

ideaologies for homosexuals that would 

be sound. These ideas have been 

recorded in our past publications and 

should be studied by anyone who 

presumes leadership in our community 

or by anyone who wishes to 

philosophize on homosexuality as Mr. 

Hall does in his letter.   “While an answer to each sentence in 

  Er —— 

Mr. Hall’s letter means many written 

words, longer than any article in B.A.R. 

has a right to be, we can philosophize 

superficially on just his first sentence 

containing a point of view. 

“Homosexuals and prostitutes have 

been linked together — lumped into 

practically the same category — on a par 

to one another in the eyes of the 

‘outside’ populace for ever so many 

years.” 
In the history of Western 

Civilization, homosexuals have been 

linked to child molesters, drug addicts, 

heretics, witches, perverts, murderers, 

communists, anti-communists, and on 

and on, as well as prostitutes. Therefore, 

to be a righteous homosexual according 

to Mr. Hall, I must be, and/or defend, 

child molesters, drug addicts, eretics, 

etc. etc. as well as prostitutes. This is 

just nonsense. 

HOMOSEXUALITY, for all 

purposes of the Homosexual Movement 

must be kept inviolate. When leadership   forgets this through acts violating 

homosexual principles, they should be 

replaced. The action in S.L.R. 

concerning mirjuana is a case in pointe. 

Implicit in the above sentence of 

Mr. Hall is a mistaken concept of free 

will. It is imperative to realize the 

implications of the charges against 

homosexual acts based on the concept 

of an act of will. Some of us found it 

mandatory to very carefully formulate 

ideologies and propagandize 

homosexuality as a state of being in 

opposition to the above. If Mr. Hall’s 

sentence were to stand unchallenged as 

fact, we would find that he has removed 

homosexuals from the firm groung of 

natural rights and human dignity to the 

ghicksands of the flippant and 

questionable sin and salvation 

syndrome. 

Your thinking, Mr. Hall, leads 

homosexuals directly back to the 

mistaken rationale that because 

homosexuality is outside the law, that 

what-so-ever a homosexual does, even 

illegal acts, is quite all right.

Homosexuals and heterosexuals would 

see a very important aspect of 

themselves being explored: the 

sensuality and sexual identity of the 

American Male, as seen through the 

irreverent and accurate eye of Kurt 

Vonnegut, Jr. 

Kurt Vonnegut, Jr's HAPPY 

BIRTHDAY, WANDA JUNE is a very 

funny film about some very serious 

subjects. It analyzes the sexual identity 

of the “hero” as known to Western 

man. The plot is a contemporary 

reworking of the classicstory of Ulysses 

and the suitors of Penelope. In the epic, 

“The Odyssey”, by Homer, Ulysses, the 

epic hero, returns home from years of 

war and wandering, and discovers his 

  

  
  

stories of the man’s rights to protect his 

home and possess his wife. 

NOW-—imagine Ulysses encountering 

Women’s Lib, peace-loving men, 

Ecology. Vonnegut presents this 

situation and the “hero” becomes the 

clown. 

The film suffers, however, by the 

same ironic situations as the hero. The 

direction is too inventive for the 

conservative viewer, and the perform- 

ances are so convincing, the viewer’s 

reaction is one of loathing for the 

characters. Mr. Steiger is so convincing 

as the clownish hero, and loses so 

completely to the modern attitudes, he 

becomes contemptuous. The identifica- 

tion of the performer with the 

performance is just too great; a 

distortion of reaction results. This will 

be a major reason for the film’s lack of 

success. Irony of ironies: too good to be 

great. 

With the exception of Mr. Murray, 

the other principal cast members are 

very expert. Susannah York, as the 

hero’s wife, has a very awkward role and 

handles it beautifully. The problem in 

her role is she must react to the heroic 

rantings of her husband with quotes and 

attitudes from literature courses she has 

recently been taking. The resulting 

irony is very comical, but seems stilted 

to the casual audience. The other 

members have some very unrewarding 

roles, but they are uniformly good. 

William Hickey, as the sidekick of the 

hero, is outstanding. He will be noted 

for this role in the future. If you love 

intelligent verbal comedy, see the film-if 

only to see William Hickey give a 

beautiful performance. 

The film is not a must-see for the 

casual movie-goer, but for those who 

like films for good and outstanding 

performances, see “Happy Birthday, 

Wanda June.” If you like to see movies 

and discuss the ideas with your friends, 

see the film. It has a lot to talk about. If 

you dislike the philosophy of the John 

Wayne-type movies (as my oldest 

friend), see this film. For the first time, 

I realized why the gods in the epics 

laughed at the human hero. The film is a 

strong, but flawed, indictment of the 

Western idea of man’s identity and 

sexual identity.

that they are “real men”. 
War, of course, is only a mass 

manifestation of the individual 

aggressiveness and hostility of 

heterosexualism. 
The family institution and other less 

violent ways of flaunting perversion are 

breaking down. Consequently, violent 

behavior is becoming an increasingly 

important means of demonstrating 

heterosexuality. 
Until recently, the equation of 

violence and heterosexuality was 

something hets thought, but didn’t say. 

Now, in their desperation, more and 

more hets openly say that hetero- 

sexuality is violent behavior. 

For example, all recruits in the U.S. 

Marine Corp are incessantly drilled and 

thoroughly brain-washed with the 

following chant: 

“What are Marines for?” 

“To kill, sir.” 

“Why do you want to kill?” 

“Because I have balls, sir.” 

Can heterosexuals be happy? 

No. Show me a happy heterosexual 

and I'll show you a heterosexual corpse. 

Part of the heterosexual syndrom is a 

pathological fear of any close 
relationship with other males. They 

can’t develop friendships with women, 

either, because the syndrome requires 

that male-female relationships be based 

on male-dominance, or a mother-son 

relationship. Consequently, they must 
‘live the lonely, friendless “sad het life”. 

There is a basic masochism that runs 

through the lives of most hets. They 

seem to find joy in making themselves 

miserable. 

Then, there is the problem of having 

to act out the “I’m a real man”-role, 24 

hours a day. The victim has to spend all 

of his time acting the macho role, so 

there is no time left to be himself. 

The only time ‘these pathetic 
creatures find any joy at all is when 
they indulge in secret homosexual 

fantasies while masturbating. Even then, 

guilt feelings come to haunt the joy. 

Ironically, most heterosexuals don’t 

know that all heteroseuxals are equally 

miserable. Each feels that misery is a 

trait of homosexuality, and so attributes 

his own unhappiness to the normal 

homosexual impulses that come to even 

     
the most perverted het on occasion. 

Consequently, they hide their misery 

with laughs and smiles, lest someone 

suspect them of being homosexual.

everyone. To be more precise, He told 

us to love our brothers. Jesus often 

wandered off into the bushes with 

“John, who Jesus loved”. The Gospels 

mention Jesus loving many people—all 

of them males. The Gospels make it 

heterosexual, but He was created with a 

“perfect” body. Surely, nobody could 

believe that God would create His only 

Son as a sexual cripple with defective, 

useless sex organs that didn’t function. 

The Bible says, “for everything there is 

a purpose”. Jesus’ sex organs were not 

just excess weight. He used them. But 

heterosexuals recover their mental health? 

Normal men must learn to be more 

compassionate. The Biblical sin-doctrine 

must be disregarded. Anything can be 

proven with the Bible. Although Jesus 

condemns heterosexuality, references 

can be found in the Book of Romans 

and throughout the Old Testament that

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can be interpreted as a condemnation of 

normal sexual orientation. 

Understandably, most normal men 

are repelled by heterosexuality. But we 

must learn to view it not as a sin, but as 

a loathsome disease. The victims 

suffering from this condition are no 

more to blame than are the victims of 

leprosy. 

Many cases of heterosexuality are 

very superficial. If normal men would 

extend the hand of friendship to their 

sick brothers, many would grab on, in 

hope of finding an escape from the 

misery of the friendless “sad het life”. 

Often, when the time is just right, so 

simple a thing as a trip to the baths can 

completely cure a mild case. 

It must be remembered that hets have 

a pathological fear of normalcy. At first, 

it’s better to take them out to Gay bars 

under the pretense of sightseeing. Later, 

when they get stoned, they’ll sneak 

back on their own, and they’ll be on 

their way to recovery. 

One thing is certain. The heterosexual 

problem must be solved, and solved 

quickly, or civilization will be destroyed 
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by the resultant overpopulation and 

ecological destruction. 

CALIFORNIA DEMOCRATIC 

PLATFORM HEARINGS 

Gay Rights Arrive 

The California Commission on 

Platform and Policy of the Democratic 

Party met on Saturday, February 19 at 

the Los Angeles Convention Center. The 

Commission, composed of registered 

Democrats from all over the state, heard 

addresses from Senator Alan Cranston, 

Senator Ted Kennedy and State Senator 

George Moscone. 

The Commission also heard, for the 

first time in its history, speakers from 

the Gay Community demanding that 

Gay civil rights be included in the 

California Platform to be submitted to 

the National Platform Committee 

within the next few months. 

A group of ten people, representing 

Gay groups and organizations as well as 

themselves as Gay individuals, appeared 

before the workshops and public 

hearings on Health and Welfare, 

Education, Urban Affairs, Economic 

    

Growth and Individual Opportunity, 

Taxation, and Public Safety and Law 

Enforcement. In each of these 

workshops and public hearings, Gay 

people presented relevant aspects of the 

platform plan prepared by Jim Kempner 

and Carl Hudgens. 

Jim Kepner, President of ONE, INC., 

presented the following statement 

before the Task Force on Law 

Enforcement and public Safety: 

“WHO WE ARE: 

We address you on behalf of a 

minority long omitted from your 

political calculations: 15 million or 

more Gay women and men, representing 

all age groups, all racial, religious, 

political and economic strata of 

American Society. 

In advancing our ciaim, we turn our 

backs on those slanderous myths about 

us [that we are sick or sinful, seducers 

of youth, or the cuase of falling 

empires] which have been used to 

excuse our being oppressed. 

For decades, thousands of Gays, 

having empathy for the injustice 

suffered by other minorities, helped to 

staff those organizations struggling for 

justice and equality for workers, Blacks, 

Indians, Women, tenant farmers and 

youth — not quite daring to hope that 

someday, if we secured enough freedom 

and justice for others, there might be a 

little left over for ‘the love that dared 

not speak its name.’ 

Our name is ‘Gay,’ a name WE have 

chosen, divorced of all its former 

meanings. Most of us now reject the 

name homosexual, assigned to us by 

doctors who presumed to ‘own’ us, 

because we no more wish than others do 

to be identified in a way suggesting that 

our lives consist solely of our sex acts. 

We accept, enjoy and intend to 

liberate our sexuality. But as Gays, our 

lives also have special emotional, 

aesthetic, social and spiritual 

dimensions, and those also we intend to 

liberate and express. 

“HERE WE STAND: 

We insist on the right of all persons 

peaceably to invite and exchange 

expressions of affection with those of 

their choosing, as inherent in the 

pre-Constitutional rights to privacy and 

the pursuit of happiness (which rights 

are not dead issues). Gays neither can 

nor wish to redirect their affections in 
  

  

        

the face of laws which, in effect, make 

their life style a ‘crime of status.’ 

We demand that the ‘party of all the 

people,” the party which has 

traditionally upheld progress and 

defended all other oppressed minorities, 

cease to ignore the injustice visited upon 

Gay citizens by the sworn servants of 

law and order, and justice. 

“ON WHOSE OX IS GORED... 

We share fully with other citizens a 

yearning for public safety and the 

equitable enforcement of just laws. 
Gays, like other citizens, wish to be 

safe in their persons and property, at all 

times and places, and they recognize 

that a fair and efficient police force is 

needful for their own safety. 

Most Gays recognize a need for 

better police pay, better equipment and 

better training. We indeed demand that 

police be trained to deal fairly and 

knowledgeably with any 

non-conforming persons, whose 

behavior may provoke an officer’s 

personal or sectarian prejudices, though 

it presents no clear and present danger 

to society. 

But Gay, like other minorities, have 

had ample reminder that in a free 

society, a police force — a necessary evil 

— needs to be kept at minimal levels. 

Free men must ever watch their 

watchmen. 

Liberty and security exist in a 

delicate balance. Where, for security’s 

sake, there exists no genuine right to be 

shockingly, even foolishly, different, 

freedom is reduced to an empty 

charade. 

We need police power — but no 

more of it than is necessary to keep the 

public peace and protect our comings 

and goings. Police whose ‘morale’ 

demands authority to interfere with the 

inalienable rights of citizens to their 
individual persuits of happiness, are not 
fit to exercise armed power. 

Archaic criminal and civil codes 

discriminate against Gays, incouraging 

improper police practices, decreasing 

the social quotient of respect for a 
society of laws — as documented inthe 

March, 1966 UCLA Law Review, 

Even the most conservative, most 

law-abiding Gay is aware that his chief 

danger, at home, on the streets, or in 

friendly gatherings, comes not so much 

from those robbers who prey on Gays, 

as from cops who regard public anti-Gay 

bias as a personal license for perjury, 

theft, beatings and murder. 

Gays of whatever race or class live 

with dangers inconceivable to most 

middle class white Americans, dangers 

of unprovoked attack by the very law 

enforcement agents sworn to protect all 

citizens from attack. This danger also 

frequently visits members of that third 

of the male population which indulges 

occasionally. 
We do not charge all police with 

such behavior. Many are conscientious 

and fair. But many Gays can no longer 

tell the homo-hating cop from those 

who are capably doing a needed job. At 

least there is little record as yet of Gays 

attacking police.
