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GAYS TO PICKET EMBARCADERO Y

The United States Mission has called
for picketing of the Embarcadero
Y.M.C.A. U.S. Mission Director General
Rev. Robert Humphries says that the
purpose of the picketing is to protest
the hypocrisy of the Y in making
money from a male brothel while
condeming homosexuality.
“Downstairs”’, Humphries said, *“Gays
are excluded from participation. Gays
are excluded from decision making,
from management, the board of
directors and the social and physical
programs. Planclothes policemen are
hired to harrass people using the
downstairs john. Yet upstairs, anything
goes as long as the $8 per day rent for a
tiny crib is paid.”

Humphries sent a letter to the
Embarcadero Y complaining about their
discriminatory policies. It read in part:
“Since yoor Embarcadero facility is one
of the oldest, most famous Gay houses
of assignation in the world, it is
important that you relate to the Gay
Community. We feel that you should
have a price range comparible to similar Reviews of
facilities (baths etc.); we feel that you
should advertise in Gay publications and
support the Gay Community’s social
services. You whould hold Gay
functions in your facilities openly,
instead of secretly in the showers
upstairs.”

new, nor is the situation unique to San
Francisco. In many small and medium
size cities the situation is even worse.
Often the Y is the only institution of
the Gay Community. Often police
attitudes and harrassment preclude the
existance of Gay bars, baths or other
facilities. In these cities, the Y uses its
prestige to protect itself and its
members and risdents from police
persecution. Viewed another way, the Y
knows that homosexuality is not
permitted elsewhere, so it steps in to
provide a meeting place for a high
price; it exploits the sexual needs of
homosexuals for financial gain.

Humphries says that this position is a
form of closet queenery which should
be exposed.

He feels that the Y should reduce its
prices to a fair amount, and in addition,
admit that it is a Gay organization and
provide for non-sexual social, phsycial
educational and political activities for
Gays.

“The YMCA is a Gay Community
institution”, Humphries said, “They
don’t call it the French Embassy for
nothing. The Y should come out of its
closet and admit what it really is.”

“Gay doesn’t mean just sex”’, he
continued, “Gays are whole persons
who have needs other than sexual —
needs for social activities, educaitonal
activities, physical activities and the
like. If the Y is to profit by exploiting
the sexuality of the homosexual, it
should also provide for his other needs
as a whole person.”

Humphries says that the issue is a
moral one. He asks asll like-minded
individuals and organizations to join in
the picketing of the Embarcadero
YMCA to be held at noon, Monday May
8. For further information call
928-0944 or 621-4982.

Recently there appeared in our community
a leaflet entitled ZAP!!! This Business
UNFAIR TO GAYS, beairng the insignia of
the GAY ACTIVISTS ALLIANCE and signed
GAA/SF. This leaflet criticized a list of about
a dozen Gay businesses for failure to support
the CHRISTOPHER STREET-WEST
PARADE. Those of us engaged in the struggle
to secure economic support for the parade are
aware of feelings of frustration and irritation
which would lead to an outburst such as this;
if we printed our private thoughts sometimes,
they would come out worse than this leaflet.
However, this sort of thing has no place in the
joyous celebration that is CSW/SF.

We absolutely disavow any attempt to
boycott, picket, or coerce into submission
any Gay business in order to compel their
support for the parade.

Broshears he stated that while he stands ready
to picket anone at all in order to right what
he feels is wrong, he was not responsible for
that leaflet.

There
is nothing to prevent a trial judge from
doing this, and if I get elected, I'm going,
to do it.”

FRANK McTERNAN, another
candidate for the Superior Court says
that his position on Gay rights is similar
to that of Hallinan.

SCHOOL BOARD

BENJAMIN TOM, EUGENE
HAGGERTY, MARIAN HAMPTON
and JUNE ELLEN CASEY, all
candidates for San Francisco Board of
Education, have made positive
statements in favor of Gay rights, and in
favor of the employment of homosexual
teachers. Getting friendly school board
members into office is important to the
Gay Community, not only because of
employment rights, but because of the
way in which homosexuality is treated
in the classrooms. At present, hygiene
classes in the San Francisco public
schools teach that homosexuality is a
“sexual disorder”, a “social problem”
and a ‘‘mental abnormality”.

The “ZAP” is over! The ZAP Flyer
that was released by the GAA (Gay
Activists Alliance) Zap Committee on
Friday, April 2Ist was without the
approval of the Executive Committee,
and was printed without the approval of
the president of GAA, Reverend Mr.
Ray Broshecars. As a result, the
chairperson of the Zap Committee, Ron
Rosten has been removed from that
position, for two serious infractions
within two weeks. Earlier, Ron, without
consulting anyone, began organizing for
a ZAP against the gpening of the
Charles Pierce Show at the GOLD
STREET. which was squelched when a

call from Don Banks to GAA resulted in
a mutual understanding.

GAA president, the Reverend M
Ray Broshears had this to say
concerning both acts, “l can only say to
the owners of the bars listed on the ZAP
Letter and as well to Mr. Banks, I am
deeply sorry, but I trust that they will
understand that the Gay Activists
Alliance, being an organization of many
peoples from many political and social
viewpoints, and having a very limited
type of constitution, is difficult to
preside over. GAA is a radical Gay
grouping of communes, collectives, and
groups as well as individuals, and thus,
being so very diversified, does not have
the restrictive controls that our Gay
bretheren over at S.LR. have, despite
what many have heard. I am not the
absolute dictator, but act merely as the
principle spokesman and legal head of
GAA, and co-ordinate many different
activities, but, I cannot control the acts
of individuals of ““cliks” within GAA.
Many of those who side with Ron on
the issue of ZAPPING the various bars,
were involved in the picketing of the
WHITE HORSE bar just outside of

Berkeley sometime ago, and are not too
friendly towards bars, feeling that they
just take and take from the Gay peoples
and give nothing back into such
activities as social services. 1 am sure
that there are particular bar-owners who
are indeed guilty of this, but I must
defend one of those ‘“‘attacked”, the
owner of the KOKPIT, Mr. Sweetlips, in
that he has done yoeman chores in
helping with the S.I.R. Senior
Luncheons and doing other charitable
acts as well.

SUPPORT YOUR LOCAL RESTAURANT

Do you appreciate our restaurants?
Do you think they do a good job? Do
you feel the price structure is fair?

Many years ago, when there were less
bars and even fewer restaurants in San
Francisco, the restaurant owner had it
much better than he does now. Most of
you are aware of the unbelievable cost
of living in the Bay Area. I would like to
center- on the cost of food, booze and
wine and service. As the retail cost of
food has spiraled, so has the wholesale.
The restaurant owner who tries to keep
his prices in line with his competition,
in the last ten
months an enormous amount of
inflation (mieat prices, even during

has had to absorb

Nixon’s Phase I and Phase II, have
continued to climb — as have fish and
produce). The guy who owns and
operates your local eatery, sits there
waiting patiently for this situation to
reverse itself... but it doesn’t seem to be
happening.

In a conversation the other evening
with some people who are in the
business, we discussed a local business
which had recently closed. (I will not
mention the name of the place, but I
will refer to it as a “legit”/“illegitimate”
business. The place was “‘sex-oriented”
and ran mostly after-hours.) In a period
a little under one year, they are
rumored to have reported — tax-wise —

$75,000. They had little or no
“overhead” and paid what help they
had, meager wages (to say nothing of
the V.D. which was passed, the wallets
which were lifted and the general black
eye we all received). My point- being,
that for them to have taken-in this kind
of money, they must have had a
reasonable support of the Community.

We have an exciting array of bars in
the Bay Area. Except for their basic
overhead (rent, insurance, wages, taxes),
compared to a restaurant operation,
they have about 1/3 the “nut” to crack
(“‘nut’ being expenses after basic
overhead). I wonder how many of you
are aware of a restaurant’s total
operation — just in personnel: a chef, a
cook’s helper, dishwasher, waiters,
maitre d’, bartenders, a porter,
entertainment. The restaurant owner
and his staff continue to compete with
the “bar” owner, and it’s tough —
especially when the “bar” owner
indulges in give-aways (e.g. Spaghetti
Feed).

I would like to mention a few places
which I personally have a great deal of
respect for:

and swimming pool in the basement.

JACKSON’S. Having managed it, I
know they, too, have a rough overhead,
but they, as the *P.S., continue to run a
good, if not exceptional, store.

The BAJ is a little smaller and
therefore a little more intimate, but a
very good operation.

The MINT, the 527, CLUB DORI,
the FICKLE FOX, the ORPHEUM
CIRCUS, the many restaurants across
the Bay. and down the Peninsula (some
of which only play at the art of food
service).

I can tell you that the food houses
which are good, know they are good
without being smug, and because they
are good, they continue to keep each
other on their toes.

Now, my dears, don’t you, the
customer, put your favorite
restauranteur in the proverbial middle.
There is a subsidy to a food operation —
he, too, wants to sell booze and wine.

Remember this, if you will: the
bar/restaurant owner feéds more money
back to the Gay Community than any
other kind of Gay operation — through
employment, advertising and
entertainment.

Bar-only operations, please note: you
know that 1 and my people have been
there. We love you all — you, in your
category, run the greatest show in town.
This column is not meant to create a
division of any kind. But customers —
yours and mine and everyone’s —
sometimes need a little enlightenment.

So lock in on this, if you will: the
idea that your local restaurant owner is
off to Europe for the Season (or the

Bahamas or Oakland) is simply not true |
— and in the cases where it is, he has |

earned it.

And last, but not least, my loves: our
money is clean. What do I mean by
that? Well, haven’t you heard? Rumor
has it that the so-called ‘“‘syndicate”
(Mafia, etc.) controls L.A. In San
Francisco, with one or two exceptions,
we know where the money comes from

and where — for the most part — it goes. .

Both show
good bodies, Jose’ gets downright
nervous. Enter Nancy, as Amneris,
taking her bubble bath while Everett, as
a horny eunuch, scrubs her back (and
other parts!). Nancy walks away with
the high moments of the afternoon, her
bath being one of them, the other as
Jose’ and John sing in their tomb and
refuse to die, Nancy jumping up and
down on the top of the tomb trying to
bury them faster. And believe me, that’s
funny! For a break in all this grandiose
goings-on, we have J.B. performing his
nude dances (Jose’ has cardiac arrest!).
As for the famed Triumphal March, the
elephants phoned in sick and the litter
bearers went on strike so the CITY
PLAYERS dragged out all their
wardrobe and made lightening-fast
changes while trooping in a bedraggled
procession on the bar.

APPLAUSE at the CURRAN

Several years ago, I ventured into a
Broadway show called “Never on
Sunday.” It actually was a pretty bad
show, ftotally forgettable, but to my
dying day I will remember the electric
performance of Melina Mercouri. Last
week I finally obtained a ticket to see
“Applause” and I have the same feeling
that years from now, long after I've
forgotten the details of the show, I will
fondly recall how one night I saw
Lauren Bacall galvanize an entire
audience!!

Lauren Bacall is a star. More than
that, she is also a consummate actress.
“Applause” marks her musical comedy
debut, meaning that besides her known
skill as an actress, we get to see her sing
and dance. Dance she does, with wild

abandon, and she sings in that famous

that is the epitome of the meaning of

LAUREN BACALL...two-word definition of
a star

husky down-in-the-depths voice
reminiscent of smoke-filled bistros and
late-night candlelit suppers. But the
secret of this woman is an inner energy
that commands your constant attention.
Sitting rigidly still, not saying a word,
she generates a tremendous energy that
is compelling. You can’t tear your eyes
from her; you might miss a dagger-like
glance or a twitch of amusement. This
force or charisma or whatever you want
to call it dominates the stage from start
to finish. Her Margo Channing is a vain
but likeable monster and is totally a
Bacall creation, not conjuring up any
images of Bette Davis. Unlike so many
musical comedy heroines, hers is a
complete three-dimensional character.
And all of it made to look so effortless!
Miss Bacall’s performance is a mastery

e ——

of timing, discipline and sheer show
business saavy.

Fortunately for the audiences, the
producers of “Applause” have sent us a
first-rate road company, many of the
original cast from Broadway. The
second greatest asset onstage, after Miss
Bacall, is Penny Fuller as Eve
Harrington, the young aspiring bitch.
Miss Fuller, recreating her original role,
replaced Virginia Sandifur halfway
through the run here, and she really
gives that Bacall gal a run for hers
money. She is unfortunately saddled
with two of the worst numbers ever
written for her big solos, but she still
manages to make her every moment
onstage memorable. When she stalks off
the stage at the end of Act One, there is
no doubt in anyone’s mind that Eve has
just shown her true colors — all that
conveyed just by a walk. Penny Fuller is
a marvelously talented singer/actress;
Lauren Bacall is a star, and therin lies
the difference. A star (that poor,
overworked word!) has a distinct
personality that carries through in every
role and sets him/her apart; the actress
plays the personality of the role and
you will probably remember the role
rather than the name of the actress who
played her.

“Applause” is definitely a woman’s
show. The poor men struggle valiantly
and give strong performances, but they
are only there to feed the ladies. The
only male performance that stands
vividly apart is Lee Roy Reams, as the
queen hairdresser. It is a flamboyant

role, beautifully done by Mr. Reams,
and he is lucky enough to have the two
big production numbers of the show,
along with a sprite named Leland
Palmer. To Miss Palmer goes the title
number and a big dance number called

“She’s No Longer A Gypsy”, and she
makes the most of both with socko
personality. I’m sure all of her
professional life, Leland Palmer has
been saddled with Gwen Verdon
comparisons and words like “gamin”
and “pixie” and unfortunately they all
seem appropriate. Never mind! However
you want to describe her, the gal’s a
winner!!

Ron Fields, the director/
choreographer, has pulled from his bag
of show biz tricks every bit of
razzle-dazzle gimmicks and staging to
help bolster what is essentially a weak
score. That you don’t realize the
weaknesses until you’ve left the theater
is a tribute to Mr. Field’s talent. There
are two show-stopping moments in
“Applause”; one is the title number
with every conceivable gimmick in the
world going to dazzle your eyes and
make your ears forget what a ho-hum
number it really is, the second is La
Bacall’s curtain call. I haven’t been that
impressed by a curtain call since the last
time I saw Marlene Dietrich! The book,
by Comden and Green, is better than
the score, with bright, snappy dialogue
and good pace. The sets and costumes
are truly exceptional, and credit to Jack
Lee for one of the best pit orchestras

So you go to a show bar with a chip
on your shoulder, huh? So you like to
sit there and smirk at a performer, huh?
So you like to harass an entertainer,
huh? And you say you haven’t seen one
who can take all this with grace... not in
years... let alone handle it with felicity?
Well, bring your chip and smirk and
barbed wit to the showroom of the
*P.S.... Skip Arnold’s ready for ya!

As .1 see it, there .are three
remarkable traits in Skip Arnold’s
pocket (or handbag, if you prefer). The
first of these though not the most
remarkable of the three
of the audience. Most of the performers
in the employ of San Francisco’s

is his control

showbars are unable to control their
audience essentially because they
can’t control themselves. But Skip
Arnold is s000000 cool. “I'm nervous”™,
he confides. Then, he shifts into
over-ride: “Hell, no, I’'m not nervous!”
You missed your chance, you hecklers
in the audience. There he gave you a

momentary weakness in his control; he
showed you the eye of the hurricane —
and you blew it. Before you could
summon up your barbs, the calm in the
middle of the storm had passed over. Go
ahead, throw him a barb — use your
wildest imagination — he’ll come right
back at you and finish you off. And no
matter how heated the repartee may
get, there’s Skip Arnold: smiling,
relaxed, soooo cool. Even when you're
sitting in your chair in cinders.

One of the most remarkable things
about Skip Arnold’s act is the subtlety
of his material. It’s such a pleasure to
hear a punchline that appeals to the
intelligence. As a result, the laughs
generally come from 5 to 10 seconds
after the line. And Skip Arnold sits
there and smiles and waits for you to
catch up. Then, when you do, he
diddles around with his earrings, or
orders another drink, or lights a
cigarette. Because, you see, the laugh is
still going; still building, in fact... and,
my God, he has to have something to do
while he waits for it to subside!

Oh, yes, he’s got you all figured out.
He knows where you’ll laugh, and for
how long. He knows because he’s set
you up that way. Which brings me to
the third, and most remarkable, trait in
Skip Arnold’s command. That’s it; you
just passed it... command. He always has
total command of his audience. He’s
about to sing a song, for example.
Suddenly, he stops. He glares at a face
in the first row, gives the rest of the
audience a casual disgusted look, then
says — to the face in the first row, “I
simply can’t sing with your feet
propped up on the stage.” The face
sheepishly removes his feet, a satisfied
grin crawls across Skip Arnold’s lips,
and the song begins. Now, that’s
command. You may not know it, but
that’s what it is. One member of the
audience says, “It is distracting to have
someone’s feet on the stage.” But that’s
not it. Skip Arnold couldn’t care less if
the man were [lying on the stage.

Someone else says, ‘“That was rude of
him to ask a paying member of the
audience to discipline his behavior.”
Perhaps it was, but that wasn’t the
reason, either. Skip Arnold was simply
checking his command... reinforcing it,
as a matter of fact. His act is interwoven
with techniques of command; that was
simply one you happened to notice.
But, by now, you’ll remove your feet,
too, because he’s been commanding you
since he first stepped out from behind
the curtain.

The three traits are really all
inter-related: he relays his subtle humor
with such a patronizing air, that if you
don’t laugh, you feel guilty about it.
That’s command. He welcomes your
heckles; thrives on them; they add
electricity to his act... and he is so
secure in his position, you’re afraid to
begin... even though you’ve been
waiting for years for someone who
could handle you. Maybe you’ll save it
for your room-mate. That’s command.

After Skip Arnold’s act is off and
running, not much singing is
accomplished. Songs he’d been planning
to do he throws away left and right —
like so much confetti... and Mary McGill
keeps up with him every step of the
way. Some of the songs he does begin
never get finished; he’s caught someone
smirking in the corner and has to
squelch that right away (oh, yes... you
don’t even have to heckle him; just let
him pick up the slightest adverse

‘reaction in your eyes and you’ve had it).

But near the top of his act, he does “My
Man” — before he’s off and running —
and it is beautifully phrased. How
pleasant to find someone who can read
a lyric in these days of being drowned
out by an electric orchestra.

So leave your room-mate alone —
you’ve picked on him for years — and
work out with a professional. There’s
only a $1.00 cover and you can crash in
the showroom all night for that (of
course, you have to buy drinks... but
this is San Francisco; that’s no hassle).

There are so many people around
lately whose heads are too big for their
hats. 1 hope they all go to the *P.S. in
the next two and one-half weeks. Skip
Arnold will fix it so your hats fit again...
and you’ll be a better person for it. In
short, where an ego trip is the disease,
Skip Arnold is the vaccination.
