Billed as the first Bay
Area parade by and for the Gay
Community, the Christopher Street
West event, provided a forum of unified
activity for radical as well as
concervative Gay organizations and all
of those in between.

The San Francisco
Chronicle featured the Gay parade as
front page news and all major radio and
television stations gave it extensive
coverage with T.V. channels 7 and 5
doing outstandingly positive news spots
on both evening and late news
programs.

They have indeed been strict judges, but
really the blame for this injustice is shared by
many people the arresting officer who
insists on booking the prisoner on a felony
oral copulation or sodomy charge rather than
a misdemeanor; the Chief-of-Police and the
Police Commission who make the policies; the
Mayor who appoints the Police Commision;
the District
prosccute the case as a felony, the Legislature

A ttorney who chooses to

which keeps these archaic laws on the books;
the poeple who do nothing to change the
hypocrisy of the laws.

Often the defendant is so frightened and
anxious to hush the case up with a minimal
hassel, he will plead guilty. Confronted with a
D.A. who refuses to reduce the charges and a
guilty plea, the judge has no choice but to
impose the one-year-to-life penalty provided
in the sodomy law.

Charles McCabe pointed out that the
number of sodomy convictions has increased
from 11 the year before Alioto took office to
110 last year. McCabe says Alioto is to blame
since. in the final analysis, he has absolute
control over police policy. A criminal
attorney of my acquaintance insists that the
increase is caused by the District Attorney,
who has instructed his deputies to attempt to

get felony convictions on all sex arrests.

RE: THE GAY MALE IN POLITICS
Gay Community:

Now all the campaigning is over. I have
certainly much about political
realities. D’ve learned that politics is a
white-man’s game. Several times during my
work with the Shirley Chisholm campaign, I
had reached a point of just resigning from the
Gay male organizations that I belong, such as
the SOCIETY FOR INDIVIDUAL RIGHTS,
but fortunately or unfortunately I didn’t.

Basically, Gay men did not even try to
understand what her campaign was all about.
She knew that she couldn’t carry California,
she knows she can’t get the nomination, but
she does know that up till now there are
hundreds of thousands of American people
who have had no say in the policy making of
this nation. How many women have gone to
the Conventions and because of who they
were could get and demand respect and
power? Some of my Gay brothers, however,

learned

would not even consider voting for her,
because “all fish are alike.” The nicy-nice
liberals said, “‘Chisholm is a good candidate,
but...” That reminded me of “Some of my
best friends are colored, but...” Very few Gay
men even concerned themselves to find out
why the vast majority of Gay women were for
Chisholm. (Several times during the campaign
I hoped that Humphrey would win. Then
maybe Gay men would consider the voting

block of Gay women) When I asked some
McGovern supporters in the Castro why they
were for their candidate, they didn’t
know--*he’s a good candidate isn’t he?”, tey
didn’t even know who Chisholm was.

This response also came from Dick
Hongisto, when after he gave a speech for
McGovern at SIR’s Oakland Debut where he
said that McGovern was the ONLY candidate
to do or say thus or so, I asked him about
Shirley Chisholm—he hardly knew who she
was. Here again raises another gripe I have
with my Gay brothers. No one at this
meeting—nor anywhere else for that
matter—watned to give Chisholm an equal
chance to defend herself against the male
diatribe.

Shirley Chisholm was (and still is) in the
race to meet the needs of the people. George
Wallace took more votes away from
McGovern than Chisholm did, but it was
Chisholm they wanted to get rid of so that
Humphrey wouldn’t carry California. They
didn’t ever understand that the majority of
Chisholm voters would not have gone to
McGovern even if she were not in the race.
Her supporters included the Black Panthers,
the Lesbians and the young, who didn’t have
any faith in our System where money and
power are necessary to become THE MAN. I
will never be able to capture all the rage that
is inside me and put it down on paper, but
this campaign has certainly tuaght me much
about politics and about female and male
liberation.

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THE STEREOTAXIC TREATMENT
OF HOMOSEXUALITY by Prof. Dr. F.
Roeder and Prof. Dr. D. Muller

The Stereotaxic Treatment of
Homosexuality is a monograph prepared
by two prominent German neurologists
who claim to have found an infallible
cure for homosexuality in
psychosurgical destruction of the sexual
behavior center of the brain.

Prof. Dr. Roeder is the Director of
the Neurology Department of the
Neu-Mariahilf Krankenhaus (Mery’s
Help Hosptial), a hospital in Goettingen,
Germany, which is operated jointly by
the Roman Catholic Church and the
University of Goettingen. Prof. Dr.
Muller is the Chairman of the
Neuropathology Department of the
University of Goettingen.

““The percentage of male
homosexual inclination amounts to 4 to
6% of the male population,” the doctors
declare in the summary of" the
monograph, “As a matter of public
health policy, the treatment of such
patients is at least as important as the
treatment of those with organic
neurological disease or neurosis.”

After a lengthy discussion of the
extent and seriousness of the threat of
homoseuxality to the public health, the
doctors say that there is “no doubt”
that “homosexual tendencies can be
removed by surigcal procedure in the
region of the ‘sex behavior center.”

Then, they explicityly describe the cure
they have discovered as “the unilateral
destruction of the sex-b
located in the central
hypothalimic nucleus.”

The doctors report that they first
got the idea for their treatment at an
international neurology conference held
in Brussels, belgium. At the conference
they heard a reading of a paper by IW(;
other German neurologists, Dr. Schriner
and Dr. Klung. Drs. Shriner and Klung
reported that their research had proven
that homosexuality in cats results from
injuries or heriditary defects of the
brain, and that the defects could he
corrected with brain surgery. The
doctors reported that they had
destroyed the ventromedial nucleus of
the hypothalimus of a large number of
homosexual cats, and that the cats were
completely cured of homosexual
behavior after the operations.

Roeder and Muller say that the cat
experiments “convinced us that there
was a basis for a therapeutic, stereotaxic
approach to this problem in man.”

“In our own patients we were faced
with a problem, which according to past
experience was unlikely to respond to
psychotherapeutic measures to correct
their retarded development. The
reasonable approach appeared to be to
regard them as having disorders of
emotional behavior with underlying
organic, cerebral changes. This we
regarded as a problem of priori

havior center

medial

constitution (a
condition) of the brain structure.”
The mosnograph then goes into the
case histories of the brain surgery
patients. Most of the patients came
from tainted families, in which several
cousins, brothers, uncles and the like
were infected with homosexuality. In
one case, they could find no evidence of
homosexuality in the family, but the
father was found to be “hypersexual”
and had engaged in extra-marital sex.
Most of the patients, the doctors
claim, would not have benefited from
psychotherapy, because they were so
“‘addicted to perversion” that they
refused to recognize that there was
anything wrong with their behavior.
Qne patient even admitted to engaging
In sex perversion 15 times with 15
different men in a single year! He even
insisted that a perverted affair he had
with a 20-year-old boy was “the most
beautiful friendship I have ever
experiences — my relationship with this
young man has remained my true ideal
because sex had played its part in it but
was by no means the dominant factor.”
Although none of the patients felt
they were ill, the doctors insist that
they were. After all, they say, all of the
patients were “addicted to perversion,”
had “strong drives to abnormal sexual
activity,” were “sexually aberrant,” and
were “‘excited by male genitalia.” And
all had been arrested at least once for
sex with male children — mostly

18-to-21-year-old children.

German law classifies all persons

under 21 as “children,” a rather odd

policy for a nation which has, in at least

a dozen wars, including two in this

Century, drafted 11 year old men, and

sent them to the front to die in its

dream of world conquest.

The highly moralistic tone of the

monograph is dimmed by the glaring
super-moralness of a close associate of
the doctors — Prof. Dr. Hans
Buerger-Prinz, Professor of Psychiatry at
the University of Hamburg. The Herr
Prof. Dr. Beurger-Prinz rid the world of
850,000 homosexuals in the crematoria
at Auschwitz during the Second World
War. The Herr Dr. Prof. was never tried,
arrested nor penalized in any way for
his role in the Auschwitz
exterminations, and in fact, he was
promoted to the rank of Chairman of
the Psychiatry Department as his reward

LEGISLATURE ACTS TO BAN
SURGICAL CURES

The California Assembly Criminal
Justice Committee passed a bill placing
strict controls on the use of surgical and
medical experiments on prisoners at the
dominantly Gay Vacaville Medical
Facility of the Department of
Corrections.

Dr. Edward Opton of the Medical
Committee for Human rights told the
Assembly Committee that at least three
Vacaville inmates had been subjected to
experimental brain surgeries. Dr. Opton
has been crusading to expose the
atrocities of Vacaville for three years.
Under the measure by
Assemblywoman March Fong (D.
Oakland), all medical and surgical
experiments on prisoners must be
approved by a nine member medical
advisory board. Although the measure is
applicable to all types of experiments
on prisoners, most of the interest
centers on restricitng psychosurgery.

Psychosurgery has been much touted
in medical journals as a cure for
aggressiveness, criminality and
homosexuality. Psychosurgeons claim
that criminality, aggressiveness and
homosexuality all result from a defect
in the hypothalmimic nucleus of the
brain. They propose to cure these
, conditions by destroying this area of the
brain by surgery, electrical shocks,
chemicals or laser beams.

Brain operations are in widespread
use as a cure for homosexuality in
Europe. Lancet, the official publicatiion
of the British Medical Society, recently
endorsed the use of psychosurgery as a
cure for homosexuality because, Lancet

says, “castration is open to criticism on

ethical grounds while psychosurgery i
ot.” The effects of psychosurgery ar
quite similar to castration.

Two German doctors have written
book on their experiments to cur
homosexuality with brain surgery. Wha
the doctors have to say is of importanc:
to all homosexuals. Their book, “Th
Steriotaxic Treatment o
Homosexuality,” is reviewed below.

GAY SUNSHINE and VECTOF
both feature articles on psychosurgery
in their June issues. Dr. Inderhaus
article in VECTOR relates the history o}
psychosurgery, with emphasis on its use
as a cure for homosexuality. My story
on the cover of SUNSHINE details the
use of psychosurgery on Gay inmates in
California prisons and mental hospitals.

One big defect in the Fong bill is
that it applies only to prisoners. It does
not cover mental institution inmates.
Readers are urged to write to March
Fong and Alan Sieroty (co-sponser of
the bill) at the State Capital,
Sacramento, asking them to amend the
bill so that its protections will include
homosexual inmates at Atascadero and
Napa State hospitals. Concerned readers.
can go a step further by writing their
Assemblymen urging a yes vote on the
Fong Bill to control psychosurgery.

It seems incredible that any
Assemblyman would oppose a bill to
outlaw mutilating experimental
surgeries on prisoners; nevertheless,
there are many right-wingers in the
California Assembly who view
homosexuality as a loathsome disease.
They do not find brain surgeries which
destroy the sex drive as atrocious, but as
a humane treatment for a disease.

Thursday afternoon, June 22, two

members of the Crime Prevention Unit,
in plainclothes, entrapped six Gays
standing around the corner of Mason
and Market. Officers Arnold and Fox of
the Tax Squad used a room in the
building at 948 Market Street as a
“h olding cell” while one would go out
and “‘proposition” (suggest) sex-action
for money to Gays standing in the area,
with the final result being six took the
“pait” (both Fox and Arnold are very
handsome) and found themselves with
handcuffs being slapped on them and
held for the paddy wagon. Only two
were being held as of Friday morning —
they being Robert Neuman and Victor
Jurczyk, who were booked under 647c¢.
Another obvious case of Tac Squad
“obsession” with “doing away with
Gays.”

A complaint by the owners of the
Flagg Brothers shoe store and the Regal
shoe store have brought the police into
the area extremely heavily, but the
thing that brought Arnold and Fox
down there Thursday afternoon was a
complaint from Sam’s Original, a cafe
on the corner which does not charge
policemen for their meals, that a Gay
(sic) had broken their stained glass

1 “fought” Perry to demand that

he cancel the ball at the Fairmont, for

pressure on me from within GAA and

from other Gay radicals was growing,
and still he refused. It is a disgrace that
someone who sits on the Board of
Directors of the TAVERN GUILD can
be allowed to mess Over people such as
he has done.

While Mr. Perry himself never took a
dime of the Parade Committee money,
he sure as hell took all our work and our
publicity to build for himself a bigger
“name” and quite possibly money from
the ball should it have been a financial
success.

Some demanded that GAA picket

the ball, but no, that, I told all, would

almost insure the success of the ball, for
it received little publicity and a picket
was really what Mr. Perry wanted.

I am not sorry that I got involved
with Mr. Perry, for I have learned many
things about dealing with a segment of
the Community which I had refused to
even speak with before.

Mr. H.L. Perry is like so many
persons who would use the GAY
LIBERATION or any other movement
for his personal gain — THAT 1 have
learned. I shall know how to deal with
him in the future. My assistant Parade
Marshall, Larry Hayes, has had a most
unpleasant experience with Mr. Perry,
also. So, I am sure, have many, many
others. 1 ask the Gay people of San
Francisco to treat a person such as Mr.
Perry as he deserves, however that is. I,
for one, shall speak and be courteous to
him when 1 meet with him, but as far as
trusting him or working with him on a

“TOGETHER AGAIN”
AT THE *P.S.

Currently appearing five nights a

week in the Post Side Room of the
#P.S. are Jae Stevens and Steve Miller in
a new, mostly live revue called
TOGETHER AGAIN. It’s a catchy title
but a misnomer, since they’ve never
worked together before. The show
might be subtitled *2 Characters in
Search of A Director.” Let me state out
in front 1 have always considered Jae
Stevens and Steve Miller two of the
most talented entertainers in our city,
so they announce they’re working
together, I hope for an excitement or
electricity on the stage. Well, currently
there are a lot of sparks onstage, but the
general charisma is missing. And it’s
very hard to tell why. The talent is
superb, much of the material clever and
inventive, the two obviously work well
together, so why do you leave the show
feeling it falls short?

To begin with the plus side of the
show, their rendition of Sonny and Cher
is brilliant, done half-pantomime and
half-live. Jae reveals a strong, pleasant
singing voice in a medley of
Lennon-McCartney songs, with Steve
stomping around the stage making bad
puns, and it’s old-fashioned vaudeville at

its best. The interview with a Japanese
exchange student is all Steve’s, with Jae
playing straightman, and while the
punch lines are old, they’re still funny
the way it’s put together. But a pattern
begins to show. The best sketches are
when one plays straight for the other.
There is a discrepancy in styles here,
and when both are equal in a sketch,
something doesn’t jell. In the Zsa Zsa
interview sketch, each does his
particular bit, each is terribly funny, but
when Steve does his commercial plugs,
Jae sits quietly by (he might as well be
offstage), then Steven feeds Zsa Zsa
(Jae) the questions and Zsa Zsa becomes
the focus. In the stewardess sketch, they
both demand equal focus and it just
doesn’t work. Jae basically is a
high-style comedian and Steve is a more
earthy, knockabout comic and there
needs to be a leveling of styles. And this
is where a director is desperately needed
as an objective third-eye. They are both
more than capable of working in each
other’s style, but at the moment they
aren’t doing it. That’s one of the reasons
“Alice in Wonderland” doesn’t work
and the main reason the Sonny and
Cher does. Jae (as Cher) stands there,
gorgeous and deadpan, and Steve never
stops moving, energy-plus. Here the
focus is on both and it works mutually.
High style versus natural. This is the big
problem in TOGETHER AGAIN, the
secondary being a matter of pacing in
dialogue sketches.

Just a mention about the few
pantomime numbers. They’re the
numbers each one is known for, and
they are faultless. Steve’s “Flirtation
Medley” by Dorothy Loudon is a
masterpiece of timing and comic skill,
and many have tried to imitate the
simplicity of Jae’s “If You Come to San
Francisco” and none have succeeded. It
remains strictly Jae Stevens’ number.

The concept of TOGETHER AGAIN
is highly admirable and highly difficult.
For two people to maintain a high
level of quality three shows a night is a
tremendous demand, both on talent and
material. Some of the material just isn’t
worthy of theperformers; that so much
of it is and works is a tribute to their
abilities. Clyde, on sound and lights,
does everything possible to help the
show along, with the new back panel of
lights and the flying of props a big asset

to the production. It is a new show just
starting out, they’re still feeling their
way, but even now, there is much in the
show deserving of your attention. The
good far ou tweighs the bad, and
knowing these two performers, they will
steadily work to improve their show
until they have three blockbuster shows
every night. They are still two of the
best talents in San Francisco!

HAWAII TODAY

There was a beautifully produced
revue last week at THE VILLAGE
called HAWAII TODAY, starring Prince
Hanalei and his Pearls of the Pacific.
Actually, it should be the other way
around. Those poor Pearls worked their
asses off and the Prince favors us with a
hot eight minutes in the second act. Ah,
the price of fame!

Music for the show is produced by
four guys called the Hawaiian
Expressions and they really are very
good. The set is gorgeous and the entire
show beautifully costumed. The Pearls
of the Pacific came bounding out and
dance the opening number, then Tiare
performs the most austere hula I’ve ever
seen, looking like she’s afraid the entire
audience may rise en masse and throw
stones at any second. Guest Star is Miss
Takako Amano, the only real girl in the
show. She performs a geisha dance to a

subdued rock-and-roll background, then
returns later in the show to really shine
in a fast hula production number. And
she is very, very good! The Pearls
perform several dances using various
native instruments, all explained by
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Tiare as to their native origins. The
narration is very authentic and for those
in quest of knowledge, [ suppose very
interesting. In the second act, each Pearl
gets her own moment in the limelight
but, since each one does exactly the
same routine, it becomes a contest to
see which girl can shake her hips faster.

I must make special mention of one
Pearl who absolutely delighted my soul.
There are six Pearls, so how does one
Pearl stand apart from the other five.
Well, one found the way! They all wear
long black hair, right? So this one wears
red. When the other Pearls come out
with a green scarf on the right hand and
a yellow on the left, guess which one
has the yellow on the right and the
green on the left? You guessed it! And
all of it absolutely deadpan with an
expression only a lemon could describe.
Loved her!

And finally, mid-way into the
second act, here comes Prince Hanalei.
And he’s a vision of loveliness with his
shoulder-length black hair, flowing red
cape and chartruese eye-shadow (all the
way out to the temples) above his four
pair of eyelashes. He strips, grinds and
bumps, peeling down to a
sequin-and-fringe bikini, and you begin
to realize that Harold Minsky missed 2
good bet with this kid. He does stomach

WHO DO NOT STAND AND WAIT

In our previous column we touched
on some of the duties of a waiter and
from time to time in the future we shall
go into the ramifications (no, Virginia,
it’s not a dirty word) of a waiter’s job
more fully because he is the one person
with whom you are familiar
(watch it!) when dining out. Since the
original intention of this series of
columns is to help you enjoy dining out
more, we would like to familiarize you
with the other more or less invisible
restaurant personnel who have a part in
your dining experience.

MANAGER: Every restaurant has
one (at least!) and he is the “BODY”’ of
the restaurant, the one man responsible
for the entire operation and, ultimately,
its success or failure. He is the
archetypal middle-man, answerable to
the owner and the customer and
everyone else in between. In an
emergency (there is usually at least one
major disaster every day), he can double
as host, bartender, waiter, busboy or
even dishwasher. If something,
anything, is wrong with your dinner,

most

drinks or service and you cannot get
satisfaction (not that kind!) elsewhere,
don’t leave until you have talked to
him.

I have heard people swear never to
visit a certain restaurant again because
of some misunderstanding that could
have been taken care of by the manager
immediately, if it had been brought to
his attention. They have thus deprived
themselves of a potentially enjoyable
evening; worse — they will go out and
“pad-mouth” the restaurant unfairly
(perhaps over one rude waiter who
should have been dismissed anyway).
Even the worst criminal (is there such a
thing as the ‘best’ criminal?) is entitled

" to know what the charges are before he

is pronounced guilty; give a restaurant
manager the same break.

CHEF: If the manager is the
“BODY” of the restaurant, then the
chef is its “SOUL.” Potentate of pots
and pans, Caliph of cookery, Monarch
of the menu, the chef de cuisine is (and
rightly so) the ruler supreme — King of
the kitchen. It is his cuisine that can
make or break a restaurant. Of what
avail is a stunning decor, superb service
and good drinks if the food is
unappetizing or downright unpalatable?

Even moneywise there is no ‘reasonable”
price for a bad meal. His main job then
is to provide a distinctive menu at a
competitive price. In addition to
selecting the menu, ordering supplies,
checking prices and supervising the
kitchen staff in the preparation of food,
he has to pace the orders (Table 5 has
an order for a steak sandwich — ten
minutes — and pork chops — 35
minutes) and put up with several waiters
screaming for their orders. (Volume is
the main defensive weapon in a
restaurant kitchen.) In the course of the
evening, these sweet sounds may reach
his ears: ‘“She says it’s not done
enough,” “Dishwasher’s broke again,”
“Is there garlic in the dressing; he’s
allergic to garlic,” “Soup’s getting low,”
“I know it’s ten minutes to closing, but
we just sat a party of eight who are
starving,” “Can I substitute ‘veg’ for the
‘pot’ (no, dear, that’s short for
‘potatoes’) on the ‘steak sand’ and
‘french’ for the ‘mashed’ on the liver?”
Is it any wonder that most chefs
sometimes get temperamental? But we
still love the chef and need him (quick
chorus of “Body and Soul”)... besides
he has all those sharp knives!
BARTENDER: Along with the
waiter, the bartender shares the task of
serving the customers. His job, however,
has its own set of advantages and
disadvantages. First, he has the definite
advantage of being physically separated
by the bar from the customer (believe
me it can save a lot on pinches and
bruises, wear and tear!). Secondly, he
alone prepares and is responsible for
what he serves (unlike the waiter, who
gets blamed if the soup is too salty or
the steak underdone). Thirdly, he has a
smaller floor area to cover and can
maintain a more personal relationship
with his customer. This can breed its
own special problems; it is harder to
‘ignore’ an irritating customer, for one
thing. Due to the more intimate
atmosphere of a bar, psychological
pressures build up and the bartender
must act as a barometer; he tries to keep
the pressures from getting too heavy.
Kept in closer proximity to the
customers, he is an easier target for their
amorous advances (this can be good or
bad), intimate confessions, juicy gossip,
lousy jokes, persoilal problems,
political, religious and racial diatribes.

He is father confessor, thrower of dice,
caller of cabs, possible trick, captive
audience and general ‘“‘straight man”
(you should pardon the expression). To
continue the analogy, he is the
restaurant’s “HEART.” (Sort of brings a
tear to the eye, a lump to the throat and
a churn to the stomach, don’t it?)

BUSBOY: Here is the waiter’s much
needed second pair of “HANDS.” He
sets and resets tables, clears dishes,
brings water and bread, fills coffee cups,
cleans ashtrays and generally takes care
of the hundred small tasks that a waiter
alone may not have time to do. Usually
unobtrusive and seldom noticed by the
customer, a good busboy is worth his
weight in tips. Usually the busboy is
shared by more than one waiter
(work-wise!) and receives a portion of
each waiter’s tips. Should a busboy give
exemplary service or perform a personal
task (not that personal), such as getting
you cigarettes, a small individual tip
would be an uncommon and much
appreciated gesture.

DISHWASHER: Now we come to
the “BACKBONE” of the restaurant.
Dishwashing is perhaps the most ignoble
job in the restaurant and does not easily
lead itself to rhapsodic praises. Here is
the guy who does the dirty work;
soaked with sweat or steam, elbow-deep
in garbage and dirty dishes, he does have
one small advantage: he doesn’t have to
put up with the whims of the customer,
the frustrations of the waiter or the
tyrannies of the chef. Given equipment
that is in working order and a
reasonable back-up supply of dishes and
tableware, the dishwasher has the only
job which is almost void of
psychological pressures — just plain
physical labor. (There are times, when
waiting on tables, I would rather be
back with the real garbage; a dirty dish
can’t bitch!)

Of course many restaurant staffs are
larger; there are souschefs, salad chefs,
pastry chefs, sauce chefs, pot washers,
porters, wine stewards and more but
they generally parallel one of the above,
and it would become tiresome to carry
this analogy to such extremes as saying
“so-and-so is the right index FINGER of
the restaurant.” Each and every member
of the restaurant staff has something to

do with your dining experience, even if
the only “FACE” you see is that of the
waiter.

[N.B. For obvious reasons, we have
neglected to select an “ASS,” as this
position would vary with each
individual restaurant.]

My parents, brothers, sisters, family, all
have had a standing invitation to any
place that I have been associated with,
and to my home, where no pictures
come down, no books are hidden and
all the skeletons in my closet are in
drag.

Many of my Gay friends have a
wonderful relationship with their
families, and there are the others, of
course, that still play games, some
because they are forced to, and the
others who will never be free of parental
hangups.

On Sunday morning, July 9th, at
8:00 a.m., an explosion ripped the side
of S.I.R. Center. An intense fire caused
by duplicating fluid had broken out and
flashed through the main auditorium of
the Center. The fire department states
the fire was the work of an arsonist and
a suspect has been apprehended.

Fortunately, the bulk of the
membership files of S.I.R. and
TAVERN GUILD had been moved
below to the new office spaces. Also,
due to the fast efficiency of the fire
department, the office spaces above
were saved. Praise must be extended to
the firemen also for their careful
handling of the remaining office
equipment, which was also salvaged.

Damage to the building is estimated
at approximately $20,000, with
additional damage to the center in
material at another $10,000, water
damage to some of the businesses below
estimated at another $5,000.
Unfortunately, the loss is not covered
by the insurance and S.LR. is really in
