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JESUS FREAKS RUN AMOK
GAYVOICE NEWS SERVICE:
7/31/72... Downtown San Francisco has
been the target of these hate filled
Jesus-Freak-types, who go about
shouting, yelling, and just general
ranting and ravings against homosexuals
and how homosexuals are going to hell
and how homosexuals are denounced by
God and how God sent them to
“cleanse” the City of all homosexuals.
They use the word homosexual because
they have never heard the word “Gay”
as we use it. On Friday afternoon, two
persons reported to the police that they
had been attacked physically by a
person purporting to be “John the
Baptist”. He had, according to people in
the area, hit several people and ran,
screaming at the top of his lungs that
“God said to kill all homosexuals”.
Well, “John the Baptist” was caught by
the police at about 7 PM Friday July
23rd at the corner of Mason and Eddy
during one of his tirades. They took him
into custody and he was taken to the
Northeast Mental Health Center, 1149
Bush Street. He was, due to his
tremendous psychotic behavior, and
violence, placed in restraints. But, the
staff did not see fit to isolate him, nor
did they do a thorough check of his
person, for at about 4 PM Saturday
afternoon, “John the Baptist” made a
miraculous “escape” from the facility
Dr. Ken Smith had called Rev. Ray
Broshears to come to the Center and
identify the patient, as he had a card
with his name on it. By the time
Broshears arrived, the patient had
escaped. The Doctor had made a routine
report to the SFPD who put out a
missing persons report on “John the
Baptist”, then the hospital (center)

washed it’s hands of the whole affair by
declaring him to be ‘“discharged by
reason of absence”. So, everybody’s
hands are clean at the N.E. Mental
Health Center, and the S.F.P.D. says
that it did “it’s duty”, but yet, roaming
the streets of Downtown San Francisco
is a “madperson” who visualized himself
as sometype of an avenging-angel, and
the Center and the Police are
“absolved” because they did their duty.
But what about the Gays of San
Francisco? In recent weeks, groups of
“Jesus-Freak-types” have beaten Gays
in the Union Square. Sign-carrying
freakies have invaded the meatrack area
of Market Street demanding that the
Police arrest the hustlers and that they
were going to hell.

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MURDER OF DAVID HART
WINTERS

AN ACCIDENT?

August 2, 1972

Today the San Francisco Police
Department’s Captain of Inspectors,
Captain Mort Mclnerny “‘ruled” that the
death of David Hart Winters was not
murder, but, an “accident”. David Hart
Winters was the seventeen year old
youth whose body was run over by a
streetcar and mangled beyond any
persons’s imagination, on the morning
of July 23rd, just inside the DuBoce
entrance to the Sunset Tunnel of the
N-Judah streetcar. Friends close to
David all have stated that they could
not imagine David trying to walk
through the Tunnel, as the S.F.P.D. is
now claiming that he did, for he was
much too cautious a person and that
such an act would never have even
occured to him, for safety was always a
first thought in his life. The Coroner’s
Report has found that there was 1.8
percent alcohol in his blood (what their
was left of it), and while it was not a
drunken state, it was at the don’t drive
if you have drunk that much stage. But,
it certainly was not enough to have
clouded the mind of this brilliant 17
year lad, who worked at the 20th
Century Talking Machine Company, at
Cole and Carl, just west of the Sunset
Tunnel. :

That eastern end of the Tunnel as
has that entire area, been the scene of a
wave of senseless beating by groups of
thugs, who have been creating terror in
the Upper Market - Castro - DuBoce
Park area. Residents near the Tunnel
stated they have been plagued by these
young punks, but are told by the

S.F.P.D. that they “don’t have the time
or manpower” to give the proper
assistance for patrols in the area. Yet,
while the S.F.P.D. make all these
excuses, about lack of manpower, they
spend hours going in and out of bars,
particularly Gay bars, giving warnings
about illegal parking, of which there is
none. Countless manhours are spend at
Land’s End, in the “business” of
entrapping Gays, every day. The
amount of manhours spent there could
have saved the life of David Hart
Winters, had the S.F.P.D. been doing
““‘proper patrols’ instead of the
harassing trips they go on. Now, the
S.E.P.D. in it’s “drive” to show how
much hard work they are really (not)
doing, are going to “juggle” the record
books, and make the death of David
Hart Winters, an accident, not what it
really is, murder. The wanton, senseless
slaying of a Gay person, and the
S.F.P.D. have no great love for us, that
is obvious by the arrest statistics at
Land’s End and in the Tenderloin, (by
the way, the restroom of the Airlines
Terminal is “hot”, really “hot”, so
“cool it”.) Gay murders are more often
than not, put off as suicides or
accidents. How long will it be, before
we receive JUSTICE. Write your
Supervisors now!

ANTI-HOMOSEXUALISM
IN THE BERKELEY CITY
COUNCIL
by Don Jackson

The ommission of Gays from
Berkeley’s new “affirmative action”
hiring program has added credance to
the widely held belief that the Berkeley
City Council has an anti-Gay bias.
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The middle-class, establishmentarian
San Francisco Board of Supervisors
became alarmed by widespread
unemployment among Gays and passed
an ordinance prohibiting employment
discrimination against Gays last April.
The City’s Human Rights Commission
has required city suppliers to sign
“Affirmative Action Agreements”,
which require that the firms, as a
condition of doing business with the
city, aggressively seek out homosexual
employees. The local civil service
abolished employment discrimination
against Gays.

The so called “radical” Berkeley
City Council discriminates against Gays
in its own employment practices.
Berkeley employees no admittedly Gay
policemen, firemen, teachers or any
other city employee, and in fact, the
city bars Gays from all city
employment.

The Berkeley City Council’s latest
action, the enactment of an affirmative
hiring ordinance exlcuding Gays, will
increase the already extremely high Gay
unemployment rate. Berkeley Gays,
who are mostly white and male, will be
cut off from the few private jobs that
are open to them because the new
Berkeley ordinance requires that the
jobs be given to racial minorities.

The Gay unemployment problem in
Berkeley is acute. State laws forbid the
employment of known Gays by any
agency of the State government. A high
percentage of the jobs in Berkeley are
connected with the University, and are
therefore closed to Gays.

Not satisifed with excluding Gays
from city, university and state jobs, the
Berkeley City Council has now enacted
a law which will in effect exclude white
male Gays from the few private jobs in
the city.

Because of their oppression by the
Berkeley City Council, Berkeley Gays
face a dim employment outlook. Some
are talking of a civil rights suit against
the City Council. Others say they will

, go to the legislature to ask that the

State Fair Employment Practices Act be
amended to pre-empt Berkeley’s
oppressive laws.

In the meantime, their only hope is
to pass for heterosexual, look for jobs
outside Berkeley, or find employment
with one of the few Berkeley firms
which have affirmative action

AND OTHER PROBLEMS

Recent articles in B.A.R. have illustrated
two questionable methods of discrediting
political opponents. One method is the
obvious tactic of personal attack through
gross name calling. A more subtle but equally
odious tactic is to disguise a personal attack
by feigning a broad-based scholarly attack on
general ideals or concepts and then to ascribe
the condemned ideas or behavior to your
opponent. Mr. Don Jackson uses the second
method — the pseudo intellectual approach —
in his rebuttal to Thomas M. Edwards’
(B.A.R., July 26, 1972, “Thomas M. Edwards
and Other Problems” by Don Jackson).

Mr. Jackson lumps together such diverse
types as Birchers, Nazi’s, left-wing radicals,
William F. Buckley, Goldwater supporters,
closet queens, hustlers, and conservatives in a
rambling attack lacking in any logical
development or continuity. His general thesis
in regards to conservatism in general and
right-wing authoritarianism in particular is
summed up in a short paragraph in the middle
of his article. “This disease is pandemic
among homosexuals because they suffer from
a greater insecurity
and physical.”

emotional, economic

In his attacks on the concept of
conservatism, Mr. Jackson relies heavily on
former Prime Minister of England Disraeli for
ammunition. He begins poorly by incorrectly
spelling *“‘Disraeli.” Mr. Disraeli’s credentials
as a spokesman against contemporary
conservatism are of a dubious nature when
one considers that his fame is based upon his
achievements of first revitalizing and then
heading he CONSERVATIVE party as Prime
Minister from 1874-1880. Disraeli’s
popularity was based upon his two-fold policy
of increased democracy for the English and |
imperialism for the remainder of the world.
As Prime Minsiter he acquired control of the
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Suez Canal for the Union Jack and added
Cyprus, South Africa, and India to the British
Emprie (fighting wars against the Afghans and
Zulus in the process). A favorite of Queen
Victoria, he had her crowned Empress of
India. The “conservatism” he opposed in the
Queen’s court was the anti-imperialist stance
of his political foes such as Gladstone, leader
of the Liberal party, who defeated Disraeli in
1880. This diversion into history illustrates
that ‘‘conservatism” has never been a
concretely defined phenomenon nor can it
legitimately be labeled as a ‘“‘disease” on the
basis of irrelevant quotes.

Not content with using actual quotes, Mr.
Jackson begins a partly logical but mostly
absurd diversion by name-dropping. To wit:
“Had Disrali [sic] lived after Sigmund Freud,
he probably would have noted that
conservatism...” With this preface, Mr.
Jackson attempts to lend credence to a
lengthy diatribe of his own.

Mr. Jackson’s other sources include
Humphries’ T-ROOM TRADE and Vidal’s
MYRA BRECKINRIDGE. Vidal’s expertise
concerning closet queens is unquestionable
but his political observations are examples of
pure bitchiness as in his attacks in ESQUIRE
against the Kennedy family which were
motivated by his exclusion from their social
circle at the insistance of Bobby Kennedy.

Jackson condemns William F. Buckley and
NATIONAL REVIEW by quoting from an
alledged NR editorial: ““Homosexuals who
flaunt their perversion deserve that the full
sanction of the law should fall upon them,””
Jackson gives no clue as to date, title, page, or
author of the editorial. However, an
inspection of back issues during the past 12
months reveals several articles/reviews that
attempt to view homosexuality with a
sensitive understanding. They are as follows:

Thomas S. Szasz, “Tragic Failures,” May
26, 1972, pp. 591-592

D. Keith Mano, ‘“‘Coming Out At
Columbia,” April 28, 1972, pp. 463464

Alec Waugh, “E.M. Forster’s World,”
March 31, 1972, pp. 355-356

Finally, Mr. Jackson claims to be a
“Mill-Jeferson libertarian.” In the same issue
of B.A.R. (July 26, 1972) he urges that the
S.F. Police Department cease their repressive
enforcement of victimless crime laws. This is
the same position that many conservatives

have been articulating for years. Mr. Jackson
should at least refer to William F.
Rickenbacker’s, “The Law Forbidding Sin,”
NATIONAL REVIEW, Jan. 21, 1972, p. 46
before he unleashes his “truth squads” to set
the rest of us straight. By pilloring
conservatives in general, Mr, Jackson may
unknowingly be damning his ideological
friends.

Editor:

Rather than three letters to your paper, I
wish to employ one epistle to present to your
reader certain facts, all important to the gay
community, the first of which is that I
consider the attacks upon me in the Issue of
26 July 72 not worthy of comment.

Secondly, there is irony in the fact that in

the same issue Don Jackson continues his
paranoic claims of Police Oppression, while at
the same time the FICKLE FOX mourned the
death of Police Captain Philip Kiely — my
dear and cherished friend, and a value
confidant of the homosexual population. Phil
was not unique in this regard, though he was a
gentleman without peer, and a great cop.
Ninety-nine percent of the Department shared
his philosophical approach to our people,
despite the unfounded allegations of such
rabble-rousers as Don Jackson and Ray
Broshears. The loss was to me one of
immeasureable grief, but such was made easier
to bear by the large number of gay people at
Phil’s funeral. Nor must I fail to note the
plethora of fibral offerings, Mass and
sympathy cards from the many responsible
and sensitive friends which he and his wife
had within the gay community.

(It is a matter of public record that
my opposition was withdrawn, primarily
because for more than a year this bar has been
run in a responsible manner and has become a
real asset to our people; in addition to which
Eureka Valley is no longer a family-type
neighborhood, rather it is uniquely the most
cosmopolitan District in San Francisco — a
fact which the opposition myopically fails to

discern). (In fact the TOAD HALL, along
with most other pubs in this area affords an
example to be emulated by all bars — gay or
straight, and I am proud to be committed to
their cause.)

Those business people, bigots if you
prefer, who so vociferously demean and
condemn us, have little compunction about
taking our money, though they would .prefer
to deprive us of our residences, our businesses
and our right to choose our own life-style.
Most are the “powers that be” within an
anachronistic group known as the Eureka
Valley Merchants Association. I must note
that some members of this body are most
friendly to us, take for example my landlords,
the owners of Dino’s Liquors and the
proprietors of Jeffress Hardware.

Others however have openly expressed
their hatred for us and would prefer that we
leave — if not actually exterminate ourselves.

The Arthur J. Sullivan Company, 2200 Block
of Market Street; Burton J. Pacioretty, 400
Block of Castro Street; Charles Venetian
Blind and Shade Shop, 18th at Hartford
Street, and any other business which will not
support us in our responsible and community
oriented efforts.

The above noted businesses do not deserve
our patronage and they should be boycotteq.
Some years ago we took a similar step and it
proved effective. Once more gay power (but
not blind-militancy) had the opportunity to
prove itself.

Let me again draw upon the words of my
friend and mentor Hiram W. Johnson: *“To sin
by silence when they should protest makes
cowards of men.” Let us not be afraid to
stand up to bigotry or stand up for our rights.

GAY OPPRESSION II
EMPLOYMENT DISCRIMINATION
by Don Jackson

Although the Gay media spends far
more space on the oppression of
homosexuals by criminal actions, most
Gay activists feel that employment
discrimination and other economic
factions contribute as much, if not
more, to the overall oppression of Gays.

Many Gay organizations, including
S.LR. and EMMAUS HOUSE, spend
quite a high percentage of their efforts
fighting the effects of economic
discrimination against Gays. This aspect
of the work of Gay organizations is slow
and tedious It lacks the dramatism
and sensation which attract the
attention of the media. People like
Chuck Snider, Rev. Jim Sandmire, Larry
Littlejohn, Dick Gayer and Dennis
Kryzenski, do a lot of work in this field.
But they rarely get their names in the
papers because progress in this field is
made by inches. Only rarely does
change occur so suddenly as to be
newsworthy.

Gay movement people are advised to
turn to another page to avoid a
boresome recitation of the well known
facts about employment discrimination.
Thomas M. Edwards, Rex Hart, and
others who believe that “this is only an
issue for those few who insist upon
making it an issue challengingly
flaunting that they are different”,
should read on and undeceive
themselves.

Effeminate homosexuals are
discriminated against by heterosexual
and Gay employers alike. There is a
great deal of prejudice against queens
even in the Gay Community. Although
there are instances in which nellyness is
a put-on or role-playing, most queens
are naturally that way. They have
narrow shoulders, broad hips, soft
features and high-pitched voices. They
are not flaunting themselves. That is the
way God made them. The hate that is
directed against them by the so-called
“male-identifier” Gays is unadulterated
bigotry.

Unless the queen happens to be a
hairdresser or female impersonator, his
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DISCRIMINATION (continued)
chances of finding employment are very
poor.

Below the queens on the Gay status
ladder are the transvestites.
Transvestism must not be confused with
drag. Drags are men who occasionally

put on an elegant gown to go to a ball
or special affair. Their motivation is fun.
A Transvestite is a man who has a
to dress’ in female
transvestite suffers

compulsive need
attire. The true
discomforting anxiety and identification
problems when forced to dress in men’s
clothes. It is a completely different
thing from drag.

Transvestism is not cureable. A few
transvestites — those who are able to get
around physical examinations and pass
as females — are able to find jobs with
unsuspecting employers. But sooner or
later, their disguise is detected and they
are shown to the door. The vast
majority are detected even before they
go to work.

Transvestites and queens are often
highly intelligent. They have
distinguished themselves in the arts, and
a number of famous writers, living and
dead, are transvestites or queens. They

are often well qualified and able to
work. The employment discrimination
they suffer arises from bigotry and has
nothing to do with their skills,
reliability, honesty or ability to do the
job.

Many Gays don’t identify with the
transvestites and queens. But the largest
element of Gays with employment
difficulties are not transvestites or
queens, who are rarely arrested, but
ordinary, main stream-type Gays who
do have a very high arrest rate.

Arrests for homosexual offenses are
running at about 2700 per year in San
Francisco. Simple math shows that over
a period of ten years, a sizeable
percentage of the Gay population has
been arrested at least once. Although
there are no statistics available to
indicate what percentage of Gays have
arrest records, it is obvious that the
percentage cuts well into the
mainstream of Gay society.

There are many hypocritical Gays
(many of whom [ have caught sitting on
thrones, waving their dicks at urinals
and beating the bushes in the parks)
who insist that those who get arrested
deserve it. Sodomy and oral copulation

are felonies in California, punishable by
up to life imprisonment. Regardless of
what one thinks of public sex, few Gays
really believe that offenders deserve
such a harsh punishment for such a
trivial offense.

But only 110 of the Gay arrests were
for sodomy and oral copulation.
Another hundred or so were models,
massagers and hustlers arrested on
“‘soliciting for prostitution” charges.
The remaining Gay arrests, the vast
majority, were for cruising.

Although there is no law against
cruising per se, various sub-sections of
the penal code cover every type of
cruising possible. For example what
lawyers call “soliciting for immoral
purposes” (a completely different
offense from soliciting for prostitution)
is a crime. The courts have interpreted
this offense to include such things as
asking someone to have sex, inviting
someone to come home with you,
inviting someone for a cup of coffee,
touching someone’s thigh and a score of
other actions. It is also a crime to
‘““loiter about any public place for
immoral purposes”. This means sitting
in toilets too long, standing on street
corners, sitting on park benches,
loitering in the bushes, hanging around
bus stations, driving around the block
too many times and similar conduct.
Then there is that little gem “exhibiting
the private parts for the purposes of
inciting lust”. That means standing at
urinals too long, standing too far back
from the wurinal, groping yourself,
wearing revealing clothing, jacking-off in
theaters and all sorts of things like that.

In San Francisco, many of the
arrests are made with the use of
handsome, tightly clothed police
decoys, who entice homosexuals into
making advances or propositioning
them. Most of the rest are made by
policemen peeking through vents, key
holes, pipes and two-way mirrors in
public toilets.

Few arrests have been made in San
Francisco bars and baths in recent years,
but many older Gays who have
employment difficulties, were arrested
many years ago, often just for being in a
Gay bar. In those days the police used
to come in and arrest not only the

customers, but the bartenders, owners,
entertainers and even the piano player
and cigarette machine repairman. The

police never forget. They have
permanent records which can be, and
often are, dragged out and used against
a man by his prospective employer 20
or 30 years later.

In Los Angeles, and many other
places, people are still arrested for being
in Gay bars and baths. Police arrest
records follow the subject whereever he
goes. Many S.F. Gays with employment
difficulties have arrest records that
followed them from where they came
from.

United States Executive Order No.
10540, which was written by Richard
Nixon and signed by President
Eisenhower back in 1953, forbids the
employment of homosexuals by the
civil service, government agencies,
government contractors, licencees, and
franchise holders. The jobs covered by
the order are around 1/4 of all the jobs
in the United States. Many states,
including C California, have similar laws
forbidding the employment of
homosexuals by state or local
government and anyone who does
business with them. In California, the
law also provides that homosexuals are
inelegible for licensing by the state, and
cannot lawfully become doctors,
teachers, attorneys, hairdressers,
barbers, real estate salesmen, dentists or
any of a score of professions.

The police customarily notify the
licensing agency or employer when a
homosexual arrest is made. If they
don’t, the licensing agency or employer
are notified of the arrest a few months
later when the information goes tothe
State Bureau of Criminal Identification.
Thousands of Gays have their licenses
permanently revoked or are fired every
year in California as a result of this
practice.

Many readers remember Dr. Kay
Thomas. Dr. Kay was a lovable bar
character here for many years. He was
one of my dearest friends.

Kay was a farm boy from a poor
family in Oklahoma. His sole ambition
was to become a doctor. So one day
when he was 16 years old, he
hitch-hiked away from his home town
to become a doctor. He did. Shortly
after graduation from medical school,
he accepted a position as a psychiatrist

with the California Department of
Corrections, and was assigned to
Vacaville Prison. He quit his job tere

because he couldn’t stand the
oppression of Gay inmates by the
Vacaville medical staff.

He came to San Francisco and
opened a general practice office on
Mission Street. A high percentage of his
patients were poor Gays. He treated
them free — and this was back in the
mid-60’s before there were any free
clinics. Quite a few San Francisco Gays
would be dead today were it not for
Kay.

One day in 1968, Kay was arrested
on a trumped up charge. One of the
results was his medical license was
revoked. He was unable to find another
job of any type. Who would hire an
ex-doctor? I still vividly recall the utter
dispair he felt and conveyed to me. In
February of 1969, he was found dead in
a garage in Pacifica where he had been
living. He was murdered by what
Christians have the nerve to call
“morality”.

Kay’s death was a decisive turning
point in my life. Witnessing such cruelty
and injustice dealt out to such a gentle
loving person convinced me that society
is basically evil. Few Gays react so
strongly to oppression as Kay, but the
point is, many Gays, including
prominant members of the community
have died as a result of employment
discirmination. Because of the profound
effects employment discrimination has
had on my own life and those dear to
me, my fuse is burned short when
ignorant persons such as Rex Hart and
Thomas M. Edwards assert that
discrimination doesn’t exist. If they had
ever experienced the destruction of the
spirit, the utter despair, the feelings of
injustice and anger, they would not
make such ill-considered remarks.
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Kay’s reaction, except for dying, is
typical of the reaction of gentle Gays to
oppression. They are bewildered, unable
to comprehend why they are being
persecuted. Billy Joe, one of my junior
high school Gay brothers, reacted more
strongly. Because of a homosexual
arrest record, Billy Joe was unable to
find a job. His attitude was “fuck
society”. He took up robbery as a
means to survival. Once he got shot in
the arm by a liquor store owner. Finally
he got caught robbing a bank and was
sent to San Quentin. Billy Joe, like Kay,
had started out in life as a gentle person,
but different from Kay, he became
embittered and hostile to society as a
result of his persecution. When the
judge asked him why he robbed the
bank, Billy Joe said “How else could I
survive?”

Many firms are forbidden to employ
Gays by laws and government
regulations. Many others have official
policies such as the one of the Pacific
Telephone Company — “We do not
knowingly employ nor retain
homosexuals”. Yet others discriminate
covertly. Some, mainly banks, insurance
companies, and retail stores, exploit
Gays as a cheap labor supply, but bar
them from management and other high

paying jobs.
Transvestites, drags and those with
arrest records have suffered

employment discrimination for many
years, but in recent years it has become
worse because of computerized record
keeping by police, the State Bureau of
Criminal Identification, and
computerized data banks kept by credit
bureaus and personal data firms.

The privacy invaders have become
increasingly aggressive in gathering
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DISCRIMINATION (continued)

personal sex data on members of the
general public. Two national firms —
Fidelefacts and Retail Credit
Corporation — have been picketed by
Gays in other cities. Both of these firms
do business in San Francisco. They send
out investigators to interrogate tne
neighbors of persons who apply for
employment or credit. The facts which
Fidelifacts fideliously reports to
employers, lenders and retail stores
center on the sex lives of the subjects.
The professional snoops employed by
the privacy invaders interrogate the
subjects neighbors, co-workers and
associates, both present and past with
questions such as “Does he drink?”,
Does he have any girl friends? Why isn’t
he married? What kind of people come
to his house? What organizations does
he belong to? What publications turn up
in his trash can?

Police and selective service records
have long since been fed into the
computer, but the interrogation of
neighbors has uncovered many closet
queens who would otherwise be
unknown. Middle aged women
neighbors have notoriously loose
tongues. The credit snoops can rely on
them to talk their ear off throwing in a
few rumors and gossip to boot. The
credit bureau snoops hear all and tell
everything they hear to the computer,
which in turn reads out a full report to
prospective employers and anyone else
who is willing to pay for the service.
The job or credit applicant is not
allowed to see the file, and is usually
unaware of the real reason he was
denied empolyment or credit.

The Gay unemployment problem is
getting worse due to increased
aggrssiveness and computerized
technology on the part of the privacy
invaders, an increasing arrest rate, and
increased useage of the services of
privacy invaders by prospective
employers. A few years ago, only a few
firms made pre-employment personal,
credit or police checks on prospective
employees. Today, almost everyone
except the small low paying firms do.

Rex Hart, and anyone else who
doubts that there is serious
unemployment among S.F. Gays and
widespread anti-homosexual
employment discrimination should call

the employment couselors at S.ILR.,
M.C.C. or EMMAUS HOUSE. The S.I.R.
Publications Committee has a book
“Homosexuals and Employment,”
which explores the Gay employment
problem in depth. Although the book is
somehwat dated, it is valuable
background material for those who have
a serious interest in the growing
unemployment problem confronting the
Gay Community.

Readers who deceive themselves by
saying “It can’t happen to me,” are
liable to have a rude awakening. When
the lottery picks them they will lose
their job, their license, their home and
their business. The noose is tightening
on all of us. Soon there will be no place
to hide. The privacy invaders will
expose every closet queen.

CALIFORNIA DEMOCRATIC
PLATFORM HEARINGS
Gay Rights Arrive

The Task Force took the matter
under advisement and further testimony
will be heard at the hearings of the Task
Force in San Diego in March. Due to
Jim Kempner’s efforts, supported by
Morris Kight and other activists in the
Los Angeles area, the Task Force has
assigned a high priority to victimless
crime and the concerns of the Gay
Community.

Jim Foster, Political Chairman of the
SOCIETY FOR INDIVIDUAI
RIGHTS, presented the following
testimony on employment
discrimination before the Economic
Growth and Individual Opportunity
Task Force:

“My name is Jim Foster. I am the
Political Chairman of the SOCIETY
FOR INDIVIDUAL RIGHTS, the
Executive Secretary of the Citizens’
Council For Criminal Justice and the
Chairman of the ALICE B. TOKLAS
MEMORIAL DEMOCRATIC CLUB OF
SAN FRANCISCO.

“I am here today as a representative
of one of the largest minority groups in
California, the Gay Community, and as
an activist in what is becoming the
nation’s latest civil rights movement, the
Gay Liberation Movement.

“We have been hearing over the past
from leaders in the
Democratic Party and from some
candidates for office, ‘Yes, we realize
that your Community has problems, yes
we realize that there are civil rights
aspects to many of your problems, but
don’t bother us with them now; we’re
much too busy with more important
matters.” Well, fellow democrats and
fellow human beings, 1 am here to tell
you that we are going to bother you
NOW and we are boing to keep
bothering you until you join with us in
the common battle, the human battle,
the battle whose victory will be the end
of all oppression; for as long as one of

few months

us is oppressed, we are all in chains.

“There are many forms of Gay
oppression, both blatant and subtle.
Today, however, I would like to confine
myself to what is probably the most
serious that of employment
discrimination. When you have removed
from a person their right and ability to
support themselves, you have most
effectively destroyed them. This
happens everyday to both Gay men and
Gay women.

“Many of you are probably
unfamiliar with an executive order
issued under the Republican
administration of Dwight Eisenhower
during the days of the McCarthy
investigations. The executive order, No.
10450 (April 27, 1953), not only denies
employment to known or suspected
homosexuals, but also set in operation
massive investigations, which continue
to this day, to ferret out not only
people accused of being homosexual,
but people merely suspected of being
homosexual. Some of these people who
have been terminated have served
honorably for many years. We recently
had the case of a man who had only
several days to go until he reached
retirement. Needless to say, not only
was his job terminated, but he lost all of
his accrued benefits as well.

“Why are homosexuals summarily
fired and disgraced? The rationale
behind the executive order states, in so
many words, that homosexuals lead
lewd and dissolute lives, they are a
morale factor (in other words, other
employees would refuse to work with a
person of a different sexual orientation)
and they are, of course, subject to

blackmail and are therefore security
risks.

““First, 1 categorically deny that
homosexuals lead lives that are any
more lewd and dissolute than any other
group in society. Like any other
community, homosexuals express all
sorts of moral and ethical positions.
Second, before the Civil Rights Acts of
the 60s, the Government used the same
argaments against our black brothers
and sisters in Federal employment.
They too were ‘morale factors’ in that
whites would refuse to work next to
blacks. The Civil Rights Acts of the 60s
changed all that! Third, how could
anyone whose sexual orientation is a
known fact, and accepted by himself or
herself, be blackmailed for that sexual
orientation? In fact, it is the
Government’s tepressive and oppressive
employment practices that lead to the
possibilities of blackmail.

“This discriminatory policy of the
Federal Government lead to the same,
or worse, discrmination in
employment as practiced by such
businesses as Pacific Telephone here in
California.

““These discriminatory
force Gay people to lead lives of deceit
and constant fear. Why our mental
institutions aren’t crammed with my
brothers and sisters, who have finally
collapsed under the strain of the
schizophrenic lives they must lead, is a
complete mystery to me.

“I have not touched upon the
additional problems that Gay people
face in employment, due to an
undesirable or medical discharge from
the Armed Forces, or an arrest for a
registerable sex offense. As you could
imagine, these problems are often
insurmountable and all too often lead to
suicide. Add to these the problems the
trauma of an undesirable discharge or
time served in jail for expressing that
which is natural to you.

“Gay Liberation has much in
common with Women’s Liberation
particularly in the employment field.
Gay people are often forced to enter
those fields that are commonly believed

private

practices

to be open to homosexuals. Believe me,
I know more hairdressers and interior
decorators that are out of work, or
barely surviving, than 1 do who are
living comfortably.

“I urge you, myb rothers and sisters,
my fellow Democrats and fellow human
beings, to include our reasonable
request that sexual orientation cease to
be a criterion for employment by all
public and Government agencies, in
work under Federal contract, for service
on the United States Armed Forces, and
for licensing in Government-regulated
occupations and professions. I urge you
to include this statement in the
California Platform to be submitted to
the National Platform Committee.

“We have all been told that there is,
in this country, equal employment
opportunity based on ability. We all
know that this is as true as the
statement in the pledge to the flag,
‘with liberty and justice for all’. We now
have the opportunity today to make the
meaning of the words, ‘equal
opportunity based on ability’, a reality
for all of us.

“Finally, I would urge those
supporters of Senators Muskie and
Humphrey request that these candidates
add to their personal statements support
for equal opportunity for Gay people as
have Senator McGovern,
Congresswoman Chisholm and Mayor
Lindsay.”

The Task Force on Economic
Growth and Individual Opportunity,
one of the few committees that voted
on specific issues, voted favorably to
pass Jim Foster’s motion. The vote was
30 yes, 2 no and two abstaining.

Carl Hudgens, active with the GAY
COMMUNITY SERVICES CENTER
and one of the authors of the *“Gay
Plank”, spoke before the Task Force on
Urban Affairs to present the whole
plank supported by practically all the

political activists in the state movement.
Carl’s remarks were well received by the
100 Democrats attending this Task
Froce meeting and will be incorporated
in the general statements of the Urban
Affairs Task Force.

At the conclusion of the session, the
various task forces reconvened as a
committee of the whole to hear all the
recommendations. The opinion of all
attending was that Gay civil rights had
arrived in the Democratic Party. The ten
representatives of the movement noted
the warm and congenial attitude of their
fellow Democrats, their willingness to
listen and their concern with the
problems of the Gay Community. Jim
Foster summed up the feelings of the
group by noting, “We have thousands of
friends out there who are anxious to
help, who equate our civil rights with
the civil rights of all minority groups.
They have been silent because they
haven’t known what they could do to
help. Today we have shown them what
we need. The response has been
overwhelming.”

’ When | enter the ORPHEUM
I‘Hl{A/\']‘l"R the afternoon of the
opening, orchestra rehearsal is in full
swing. Cass Daley is just coming off the
stage, walking very gingerly because she
l»rgkc her leg and the cast was just taken
off yesterday. She flashes a big smile

and we go sit in a couple of side
orchestra seats and try to ignore the
blare of the band. She looks exactly as |
remember her in “Riding High‘;(hel
favorite picture) back in the 40’s. The
buck teeth, the india-rubber face, the
guick laugh and a natural warmth that
immediately makes me feel that if I
asked her to go play hopscotch in the
middle of Market Street, she’d race me
(gingerly) to the door. She’s that kind
of gal!

The background — Cass Daley was
born in Philadelphia, started in show biz
as a singing hat check girl in 1933,
worked clubs and vaudeville, was
rf!COIllmended to Paramount, made her
first picture in 1941, “The Fleet’s In”
(which also introduced Betty Hutton),
did 11 pictures and then retired in 1947
when she discovered she was pregnant.

For the next 12 years, she devoted
herself to raising “my gorgeous son”,
Dale Kinsella (“I hit the jackpot with
that one!”). Three years ago, she
decided to return to work and found
producers reluctant to hire her (they
hand’t seen her last season in ‘“‘Hair” so
of course the name didn’t ring a bell
immediately.) She seems genuinely
surprised that anyone at all remembers
her (the ovation that greets her opening
night proves her wrong), hates the word
nostalgia (“Makes you feel like an
antique”), and believes the future of the
theatre is in the hands of “the kids”.
She says the reaction among young
people to THE BIG SHOW OF ’36
(she’s not mad for that title either) is
fantastic, and would love to see the
return of the vaudeville or the
three-a-day stage show in the big movie
houses, with prices lowered (“You can
make just as much with 400 people
paying a dollar as 100 paying $4.007).
Cass (“Just make sure you don’t drop
the C!””) woulddearly love to do a legit
Broadway show, and especially the
Patsy Kelly role in “No, No, Nanette”
(producers, are you listening? She’d be
sensational.). Her favorite co-workers
were Hope and Durante and she thinks
Charles Pierce is “great”.

When she was a young kid starting
out, she was cast in “The Ziegfeld
Follies of ’37”, starring Fanny Brice. In
rehearsal, she was really wowing ’em,
then the stage manager informed her
that her three big numbers were being
cut from the show. Naturally, she cried
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and cried, then was summoned to Miss

Brice’s dressing room. She entered in
tears and said “Fanny, they’re cutting
my humbers!”. Miss Brice looked at her
and said, “I know they are. I told them
to do it.” Miss Brice explained that she
had worked long and hard to get where
she was and didn’t intend to take any
chances of some young newcomer
stealing her thunder. Then she said,
“Listen, kid, I'll give you some advice.
Don’t ever give your all in rehearsals.”
(Cass maintains that that is probably the
most important piece of advice she ever
got and ever since, has always kept
something in reserve just for the
audience. She speaks with warmth and
affection about the legendary Brice,
feeling she learned much form the great
comedienne-singer.

But then, Cass Daley speaks with
warmth and affection about most
things. She loves to perform, loves the
people she’s currently working with,
and generally just loves people period. If
and when you go to see€ THE BIG
SHOW, linger after the show and say
hello to Cass Daley. Youll meet a
charming woman (who’s got a kookie
streak a mile wide), who’ll probably be
very surprised you remember her name.
And believe me, once you’ve seen her
perform, youw’ll remember Cass Daley!!

SALLY RAND

Sally Rand beckons me to follow her
to her dressing room and we enter a
bilious flourescent green dressing room
(the cast of “Hair” decided to paint the
dressing rooms, each more garish than
the next. Miss Rand replies, “Whatever
turns them on!”). She pulls out eight
pages of mimeographed biographies,
plops in a chair and says, “And you can
ask me anything.” Knowing that if I ask
her what her favorite color is, this
amazingly petite woman who has been a
star and legend for over 30 years will

probably throw me out on my ear for
being sO mundane, I rack my brain to
think of something that isn’t covered in
those eight pages. | ask her who are the
most interesting men she’s known. Aha!
She seems to like that question. She
thinks for a moment and then says,
«Cecil B. DeMille (she played a
handmaiden to Mary Magdelene in his
“King of Kings”), Ronald Colman (with
whom she co-starred in “One Night of

Love”), Admiral John Smith Thach, and
Humphrey Bogart (with whom she
co-starred on the stage in “Rain”). I ask
her who the sexiest man she ever met
was, and she throws back her head and
laughs. “I’'ve never met him, but it’s
Cameron Mitchell on “High Chaparral”.
When they took that show off the air, [
wrote angry letters to the studio, telling
them they were ruining my weekly sex
life!”

If you begin to get the impression
that this is a totally honest woman who
can’t be bothered playing games, you’re
dead right. 1 mention a TV show in
Chicago 1 saw her on 12 years ago, and
she quotes me exactly what she said,
who the other guests were, and what
was replied to her. She proudly admits
to being 67 years old (“I love my age!
The dignity and stature and respect it
commands. Now when I go toa party, I
can say I’'m tired and want to go home
and nobody thinks anything about it.”)
She has a mind like a steel trap, with
total recall for names, dates and places
(1 have to call information to find out
my home phone number). She paints
landscapes (and wins blue ribbons for

them), plays the harp, lectures 1o
college groups, works as a speech
therapist with emotionally disturbed
children, and still manages to work
constantly in clubs and theaters. At 52,
she decided to go to college to major in
psychology and chemistry, completing
four years work in two-and-a-half. Sally

Rand is definitely an amazing and active

woman.

We talk about ““Bolero”, my
personal favorite of her movies, with
George Raft and Garole Lombard.
“Well, of course, Carole and I had both
dated the same man... he later married
Constance Moore... and I’'d known
Georgie when he was a hoofer in New
York, so it was all a lot of fun.” We talk
about men (“Since I didn’t marry until I
was 38, it’s ridiculous to think I went
to my marriage bed a virgin!”) about
age (“Such a remark made by a youngér
woman might have been considered
tasteless.””), and her act (“If I’d ever

thought it was in bad taste, I couldn’t

have done it.”)

And, of course, about her
world-famous fan dance. The two
plumed fans that make up her
wardrobe, along with a pair of high
heels, cost $500.00 a pair and are made

exclusively for. her in New York and
L.A. The act started in 1932 at a
speakeasy in Chicago; when the band
star.ted playing her music she was
cutting down a costume and simply
grabbed the two fans she had bought for
$250.00 (on credit) and dashed for the
stage. It was the Depression and jobs
were too hard to come by to risk losing
because you weren’t dressed. And in
1933, she attended Mrs. Randolph
Heurst's very posh Milk Fund Ball the
night before the opening of the Chicago
World’s Fair at the Streets of Paris

The atmosphere is one of fun and hig};
expectation, for we are about to see a
r(.)ster of names that many of us only
dimly recall or have only seen on the
Late, Late Show. The audience is
sur.prisingly young, eager to see what
this thing called vaudeville was all
about.

: As the crowd filters to their seats
Tiny James is playing the giant Mortor;
theateAr organ. The lights dim, Panama
Fr.anc1s and his excellent orchestra play
a jazzed-up version of “Old Man River”
and enter Allan Jones. And he looks,
very good in his blue tux and with his
silver hair. Not a bit decrepit, and he
must be... oh, easily, at least... wonder
what his voice is like. Here come The
Inkspots, with Orlando Robinson still in

f}.lll'control of ‘that incredible falsetto
singing “If I Didn’t Care”. They’re very’
pleasant, though not a particularly
strong opening act. They’re followed
after a nice hand, by Shari Robinson z;
perky young lady who danc,es
energetically in a style Ted Mack would
have loved. She works hard to little
result. Mr. Jones announces, ‘“Miss Cass
Daley!”, and the audience perks up
considerably. Miss Daley sings “There’ll
Be Some Changes Made” (oh, I hope
not! She’s great like she is), and then a
little patter leading into “Lament of the
Laundry Girl”.: She’s hot tonight and
the audience goes wild over her. She

looks exactly as she did i
441- : y as she did in the 40’s and
41-7798  her material sounds as fresh and original

today as it did then. She exits to a huge
ovation, taking her last curtain call lying
on the floor with only her head sticking
out at the bottom of the curtain. There
is a love flowing across the footlights
that is a joy to behold.

She’s a tough act to follow and it’s
up to Vince Barnett to do it. He staggers
to the mike as a drunken pilot on a
champagne flight, and it’s very difficult
to understand him. Some funny lines
along the way, but overall, it’s
disappointing.

And now comes deadpan singer,
Virginia O’Brien. She looks and sounds
great. However, her big gimmick is the
absolute deadpan expression with the
way-out gestures, and in a large theater
like the ORPHEUM, the facial bit is lost
past the sixth row. When she starts to
move, everything’s all right and she
scores heavily with “In A Little Spanish
Town”. She has a running battle with
the mike cord and that provides her
with some of the evenings funniest ad
libs. As the closing act of the first half,
she is stuck with the Jousy job of saying,
»ee]¢’  intermission!” Surely, Misters
Seiden, there is a better and more
original way to close an act. And a more
powerful ending, such as a combining of
talents, would finish out the act and not
leave the audience and the poor
performer in mid-air.

Beatrice Kay opens the second half
with a medley of Gay 90’s songs, and
she performs with all the gusto of the
old pro. The years have taken their toll
on the voice and her biggest number,
«Sheboygan”, is missing. Gay 90’s
numbers were nostalgia in the 30’s; now
they’re just too dated to be memorable.
Tap dancer Gene Bell follows and he’s
really the master, holding the audience
with ease and making it all look so
effortless (his encore with that midget
Shirley Temple) is awful, but why

quibble over an encore?). Gene Bell is
the epitome of the vaudeville performer.

And here she is, the legendary Sally
Rand! The curtains part and in a flood
of blue lights stands the goddess of the
fan dance. Her body is lithe and supple,
her act simple yet elegant with just a
glimpse of bare body (note: no, carping
critics, she does NOT wear a body
stocking — she is nude underneath those
fans). I'm sure those who have never
seen her before wonder what all the fuss

was about in 1933. It is a graceful,
artistic dance. performed to the music
of Debussy and Rachmaninoff by a solo
piano, and the lady still performs it with
high style. She finishes to a tumultuous
ovation  (the lightman should be
drummed out of the corp for failing to
pick her up at the end of the act!), and
the audience knows they have just
witnessed a classic act that they will
someday say, “1 remember when 1 saw
Sally Rand....”

Q
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Jackie Coogan follows with a comic
monologue and the only line missing is
“Now you take my wife... please.” If
you're a Coogan fan, ’'m sure you
enjoyed him. 1 found him deadly.

And now Allan Jones returns to sing,
and the voice is amazing. He does 2
medley from “Man of La Mancha” that
is just plain brilliant, and of course,
there’s the inevitable ‘‘Donkey

Serenade”. Like the commerical says, he

All in all, the show is uneven,
sometimes disappointing, sometimes so
good I'm shocked at how the years have
only refined their talent. That they are
all old pros is irrefutable. THE BIG
SHOW OF ’36 is not a camp revue,
which 1 think many thought it would
be, but a presentation of the old
vaudeville format with the big names of
the 30’s and 40’s, some of whom still
prove that they are unsurpassed.

Sun sign. Usually when I speak of a
Virgo or any other sign, what I say is
more applicable to.the rising sign.

Virgo is an earth sign and highly
practical. Virgo is also versatile and
adaptable. And virgo is a feminine or
negative sign. These are all remnants of
years of astrological lore.

would make a good astrologer. He
would set up a chart correctly, and he
would leave no stone unturned in the
interpretation of that chart. Every
possible bit of analysis will be applied.
The results will be down to earth and
practically set forth. Whatever he sees,
he will tell. There will be no far-flung
notions, no suggestions of a way out,
but there will be plenty criticism of
what he finds there in the chart.

For that reason,
such astrologers are doing both their
clients and astrology a disservice, one of
his favorite lines, for it is far better to
know the truth than to be made content
and happy. I do not argue this point
with him since such an argument would
be a waste of time. I well know what

sort of an answer he would get from
many people in this regard. People
simply do not want to be told the bad
news.

My friend the astrology, however, is
a good astrologer. He could be an even
better astrologer if he would
concentrate on telling people what of
their reactions they should avoid, how
they should respond, and still remain
true to the best of their signs and
planetary placements. His Pisces rising
gives him a poetic and spiritual quality
which he ought to let show through in
his charts and interpretations, and I
know that someday he will do this to

more than merely what may be told by
his Sun sign and rising sign.

Although Virgos are naturally neat
and tidy, very attentive of details, they
can easily express these nice qualities in
a negative manner by being too fussy,
too worrysome, overly fastidious. They
are always diet and health conscious,
but some of them can by
hypochondriacs always running to the
doctor or hospital with every twinge
and pain. Greta Garbo is a prime
example of Sun in Virgo. For Virgo
always turns inward to the self. In order
to have a sound mind, every Virgo will
agree, one must start with a sound
body. So out come the vegetables and
the diet foods, and the vitamin
supplements, and onward with the trips
to the clinic and the health resort.

With this health preoccupation,
Virgo as a lover tends to be rather
conservative. His responses are going to
be rather conservative, and he is not
going to let himself go, as any Scorpio
regularly and naturally does.

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HIS DEATH
WAS NOT IN VAIN
by Reverend Ray Broshears

On Friday, August 11th, the
Coroner, Boyd Stephens, ruled that “I
cannot absolutely rule out the
possibility of foul play in the death of
David Hart Winters, but the evidence
that it was an accident is much stronger,
and as such, the death of seventeen year
old David Hart Winters is hereby ruled
an accident.”

Approximately forty persons
attended the Coroner’s Hearing, several
having been supeonead, such as Perry
George, a friend of the deceased, and
Reverend Ray Broshears, who lodged an
official protest that the death of David
Hart Winters was not an accident, and
that a full investigation be held. His
death on the 22nd of July, was a most
unusual one, that being according to the
SFPD’s Inspector Patrick O’Shea, David
was supposed to be so drunk that he
couldn’t stand, point.18, and that he
made it all the way from 9th and
Market to the Sunset Streetcar Tunnel,
and then to wander in pitch blackness
through the tunnel, and to lie down
perfectly parallel to the rail tracks, and
not be hit by the front of the streetcar,
but be hit by the underside. That, was
quite a chore for anyone to do, sober,
let alone being, as was charged,
point.18, which is beyond too drunk to
drive. Carl Harkness, Muni Railroad
driver who found the body that
Saturday morning, stated that there was

no way that anyone as drunk as the °

SFPD claims, to have fallen down in
such a perfect position, as to not have
caused the “‘cowcatcher” on the front
of the streetcars to have came down and
stop the streetcar. Harkness has been a
Muni trolley operator for the past five
years. Muniman, Smith, who has
operated streetcars for 28 years, stated
that he did not know that he had hit
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anyone, and stated that was most
unusal, in light of the findings of the
Coroner. It was true, that those who
stated that it was homocide, could not
offer concrete proof that a murder had
been committed, that it was true on the
otherside, that the SFPD’s case was full
of holes. The Coroner questioned all in
a most leading way, according to those
who testified, and the Coroner was
furious that the news nmedia was
present, (several radio stations and the
newspapers and KRON-TV), all of
whom gave sympathetic coverage to the
event. Most were in agreement that the
case certainly was not clearcut as had
been claimed by the ADVOCATE
reporter Gerald Hasen, who spoke out
against Broshears having interferred in
the case which according to Hansen,
‘““‘was none of Broshears’ damn
business”. Broshears pointed out that
