$110 MILLION, 

THE PRICE OF FIGHTING SIN

Would you like to know how much 

Alioto’s obsession with homosexuals, 

pot smokers, whores and drunks is 

costing you, the taxpayers of San 

Francisco? An analysis of Joe’s 1972-73 

budget reveals that the Supervisors 

appropriated a cool 110 million to fight 

victimless crime. That amounts to 38% 

of the $278 million collected in 

property taxes. 

Viewed from another angle, that 

amounts to $141.40 for every man, 

woman and child in San Francisco. An 

average family of four is forced to. pay 

$565.60 per year to surpress sin! 

Although the funds come from the 

property tax, renters pay it as well, 

because landlords natrually add the 

amount onto the rent. If you don’t 

believe that, ask your landlord how 

much of your rent goes for taxes. 

Who is to blame for this vast waste 

of the taxpayers hard earned dollars. 

Many people, but the primary guilt lies 

on two people. Mayor Alioto who 

makes up the budget, and Princess 

Dianne Feinstein, who has instigated 

many of the appropriations. To a lesser 

extent, Supervisors Tamaras and 

Francois share the blame, as they, along 

with decency crusader Feinstien, 

constitute the Fire, Safety and Police 

Committee, the committee that 

approves the mayor’s appropriations for 

the police. 

The $110 million figure is based on 

the fact that the State Bureau of 

Criminal Statistics reports at 76% of the 

arrests, 76% of the criminal court cases, 

and 76% of the jail inmates are 
victimless criminals. 

Then a survey of 400 welfare cases, 

half aid to needy children cases, and 

half general assistance, shows that 34%

In this strangest of all weeks we have 
a book of poetry and two books of, for 
the want of general term, what we have 
to call science fiction, although perhaps 
both latter authors will disapprove of 
the catgory. The easiest to speak of 
first is going to be the book of poetry. 

ALIKE TO ARDENT SUNS by Walt 
Mills has first been published in a 
limited edition paperback, two hundred 
copies, and will very soon be into a 
second edition. It was publsihed here in 
San Francisco at The McDougall Press. 
It comprises a sequence of 98 poems 
written in the form of the 
Shakespearian sonnet and meant to be 
read front to back as the story or record 
of a three or four year period of 
semi-requited love. 

In an age when everyone else is 
writing free verse, so-called, it is 
amazing to come upon a series of poems 
in the formalized perfection of the 
sonnet. Each poem is entire of itself and 
can be separately read. But all the 

ems do go together to make a story 
Of a great love passed. The most 
beautiful of the poems, to my mind, are 
those which serve as interludes between 
the serous story, beautiful in the most 
pastoral sense. 

These are poems of love and the 
loneliness which overtakes when love 
has become but one sided and the 
person loved is gone. In all of the poems 
there is not one clue to the identity of 
the beloved. But long before the last of 
the poems is read, one knows quite a lot 
about the sensabilities of the poet, and 
one knows them simply without 
excessive emotion or maudling 
sentiments. 

THE GASP by Romain Gary, 
published by Putnam, and $6.95, is very 
far out. This is science fiction in our 
current time, written as is the best such 
novels in an easy style and about events 
which might easily be going on right 
now and in the next ten or fifteen years. 
A team of leading French physicists 

velop a method to capture and 
ess the incredible life-force as it 

escapes from a man’s body at the 
moment of death. The result is the 
“gasp:” a pulsating, warm sphere of 

ILLER 
energy that looks as harmless as a ~ 

ping-pong ball but contains a power 

source that makes the atom obsolete. 

You can imagine the problems and 

the controversy. Is the “gasp” merely a 
power source? or is it the captured soul 
of man? Its presence throws world 

political powers into yet another hot 

and cold war situation, a scientific arms 

race, with all the undercurrents of 

international espionage. To its brilliant 

developer, its discovery is almost a 

mystical revelation. But to his - girl 

friend the existance of the “gasp” 

becomes an agonizing spiritual conflict. 

All she can sense is the struggle of the 

soul to be free. 

This book has all the ingredients of a 

good story. Its reality warmth, and 

brilliant satire are the best writing of its 

famous author who’s most recent book 

was “The White Dog”. He was also 

consul general for.the French 

government for many years in Los 

Angeles.

THE CHUCK LARGENT REVUE 

In a star-studded opening night, 

including John Wasserman, Belva Davis 

and Stanley Eichelbaum, the new 

edition of the CHUCK LARGENT 

REVUE made its debut in the 

Downstairs Room of THE VILLAGE. 

The new revue is presented in a 

delightful atmosphere, with dinner 

before the show, and the actual show 

staged in-the-round under a circus-like 

canopy. Unfortunately, the show does 

not come up to the decor. 

The show opens with a pleasant if 

innocuous “What the World Needs 

Now,” then Roger Learn solos with 

‘““Alone Again Naturally.” As the 

evening progresses, Roger will prove to 

be one of the strongest assets of the 

show. “Magic to Do,” from the new 

Broadway show “Pippin,” with the cast 

in clown costumes, is next on the 

agenda and would have made a far 

better opening number. At least it has 

some zip. The remainder of the first act 

is one pretty song after another, 

primarily dramatic ballads, and they all 

blend into one indistinguishable 

recollection after a while. The one 

bonafide show stopper in the first half is 

Jose’ Sarria doing the old Bea Lillie 

number “There Are Fairies in the 

Bottom of My Garden.” The Gay camp 

and that is something no director can 

teach. In-the-round staging is always a 

difficult challenge for a director, and 

Mr. Largent has done a competent but 

unexciting job of it. He misses a great 

opportunity with the magnetic “Walk 

Him Up The Stairs” from “Purlie” for 

some real Holy Rollers choreography, 

but instead, dismisses it as the opening 

of a medley that climaxes with the 

stirring “Battle Hymn of the Republic,” 

and even that fails to raise goosebumps, 

primarily because the vocal power is just 

not there. 

The second half is by far the better

of the two acts. It opens with Jose’ 

doing “Mister Man of Mine” from 

“Dames at Sea,” and the campery is 

fun, the staging clever and the gimmicks 

all work. Unfortunately, the gimmick of 

using Jose’ as a rock-and-roll singer in 

the “What Do I Know” medley is 

distracting and a cheap laughgetter. It’s 

the only time Jose’ is not used to his 

best advantage. “Going Out of My 

Head” is a total waste, but the show 

sails back up with a “Paint Your 

Wagon” medley, with the cast all over 

the audience and a Cole Porter number 

interpolated for Johni Carlyle. It’s a

All is not final, however. The show 

has just opened and I'm sure once the 

cast relaxes into it more, the energy 

level will come.

THRILLING TO THE 30’s 

On Sat. night, March 3rd, the 181 

CLUB re-opened its doors for a 

one-night-only sneak preview of a new 

live show entitled “Thrilling to the 

30’s.” The fast-paced 50 minute revue is 
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of Performing Arts Presents 

comprised entirely of 30’s numbers 

performed by a cast of three and dozens 

of unseen hands (for quick changes). It 

opened with the cast as mannequins in 

white leotards and Marcel Marcau 

makeup overdressinginto costumes of 

the 30s. Ralph Shoemaker and Ariel are 

the dancing leads, while Rob Young 

sings in a clear falsetto. The basic idea 

of the show is very clever and there are 

some excellent moments along the way, 

but the overall concept doesn’t quite 

work. The white clown makeup gives 

the whole show Grande Guignoil 

overtones, and lyrics are re-written so 

there is much talk of “love” and “God” 

(Lullaby of Broadway” with the final 

line, “Because God is on His way.”’) and 
I missed the social significance of these 

changes. Ariel is a superb dancer and 

works both camp drag and boy; Ralph 

mugs. a lot and needs more rehearsal in 

every dance double (his solos are fine), 

and Rob fills his one solo spot, “Time 

on My Hands,” nicely. 

The instrumental background tapes 

are excellent and the arrangements 

good. The show is still very rough and 

needs much polishing; it also needs 

structuring, because there is no build 

with the current lineup. They aim for a 
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blockbuster with each number, which is 

very tiring on both performer and 

audience. But I think you would have to 

be very “heavy” into a nostalgia trip to 

appreciate what they’re trying to do. 

Somehow, it all reminded me of 

Cockettes with training and I question 

its limited audience appeal. There was 

much hard work evident, but much 

more will be needed before it opens 

fulltime. To see Clown Alley satirize the 

30’s is an interesting concept, but I 

wouldn’t call it “thrilling”!

6th and Folsom Streets. Schatze, 

formerly of the YACHT CLUB and 

*P S. has done a magnificent job in 

planning for the first night which was 

Friday, March 2. Everybody but 

everybody was there. I was somewhat 

disappointed in the bland decor of the 

dining room. However, the food more 

than made up for it. We had a choice of 

Vichyssoise or Clam Chowder. I chose 

the Clam Chowder which was served in 

a huge soup bowl. Deliciously tasteful? 

Yes. Hot? Not really, but this being the 

first night, could be excusable. Next 

came the salad with plenty of lettuce, 

garbanzo beans, chili peppers and a rich 

roquefort dressing. There was almost 

too much to eat, but we couldn’t resist 

finishing every bite of salad. And for the 

entree, being a good forerunner of 

Catholics, I choose the filet of monterey 

perch. The perch was dipped in cream 

and egg batter, seasoned with file 

gumbo and served with sharp tarter 

sauce and a tangy lemon wedge. The 

portions were SO plentiful that I even 

took a couple of pieces home in a 

people bag.

17538.8, It is unlawful in the 

sale or offering for sale of 

consumer goods for any person 

conducting a mail order or 

catalog business in this state and 

utilizing a post office box 

address to fail to disclose the 

legal name under which business 

is done and the complete street 

address from which business is 

actually conducted in all 

advertising and promotional 

materials, including order blanks 

and forms,”

It is very easy for us to turn our backs, 

avoid certain areas, or find other bars to 

patronize. But what makes you think 

they will not simply follow you 

throughout the city? They will! 

While this article is written to try 

and make all Gay citizens aware of some 

problems that are beginning to arise 

from once forgotten ashes, it is also 

written to alarm you and make you 

once again concerned for your welfare 

and well being. 

POLICE STATISTICS 

While the straight press continually 

reports that hard crime is on the 

decrease the truth is that crime, at least 

in this city, is being reclassified. 

Non-victim crime statistics are on a large 

increase, while the amount of unsolved 

criminal activity on the hard crime side 

is in itself criminal. It seems as though 

our police can get more meritorious 

citations in their file for busting 

prostitutes, pimps, hippies, drunks and 

Gay people. It also seems as if our 

police feel that this is SAFE POLICE 

ACTION: in other words, they won’t 

get shot at, or beaten up, or have to 

testify in court. Which brings us to 

another trip. Most of our judges are 

  

tired of the perjury and false stories 

handed out by so many members of our 

police force that most get thrown out of 

court. The Black community fights back 

constantly, so the police are afraid to 

tackle that minority group, and lately, 

other minorities are fighting back also 

(i.e. the Latin Americans, Indians, 

Chinese and Filipinos). So, draw your 

own conclusions. What do they have 

left?

TACTICS USED 

We see once again in this city tactics 

being used against us which were all but 

forgotten.

Being called 

upon in the middle of the night for 

unpaid traffic tickets. Businesses being 

issued citations and the cited being told 

that he was turned in by one of his own 

kind.
