POLICE HARASSMENT ON THE RISE

BEGINNING OF ANOTHER ERA

It has been so many years of
freedom for Gay people in San
Francisco that we all tend to take it for
granted. It is really just a matter of ten
years since we had police harassment
and Alcohol Beverage Control agents all
over us and our bars. It appears as if the
pendulum is beginning to swing back.

Although most incidents and
harassing tactics are still in isolated
sections of the city, we must all be one
our guard. The standard cliches of “l am
not my brother’s keeper”, “It can’t
hapen to me” will not work. If the
police get an inch into our hard won
freedom, they are going to want a foot.
It is very easy for us to turn our backs,
avoid certain areas, or find other bars to
patronize. But what makes you think
they will not simply follow you
throughout the city? They will!

While this article is written to try
and make all Gay citizens aware of some
problems that are beginning to arise
from once forgotten ashes, it is also
written to alarm you and make you
once again concerned for your welfare
and well being.

POLICE STATISTICS

While the straight press continually
reports that hard crime is on the
decrease the truth is that crime, at least
in this city, is being reclassified.
Non-victim crime statistics are on a large
increase, while the amount of unsolved
criminal activity on the hard crime side
is in itself criminal. It seems as though
our police can get more meritorious
citations in their file for busting
prostitutes, pimps, hippies, drunks and
Gay people. It also seems as if our
police feel that this is SAFE POLICE
ACTION: in other words, they won’t
get shot at, or beaten up, or have to
testify in court. Which brings us to
another trip. Most of our judges are

tired of the perjury and false stories
handed out by so many members of our
police force that most get thrown out of
court. The Black community fights back
constantly, so the police are afraid to

tackle that minority group, and lately,
other minorities are fighting back also
(i.e. the Latin Americans, Indians,
Chinese and Filipinos). So, draw your
own conclusions. What do they have
left? YOU’RE RIGHT! US!!!
TACTICS USED
We see once again in this city tactics
being used against us which were all but
forgotten. Officers, both uniformed and
in plainclothes, in and out of our bars.
People being stopped on the street and
questioned and/or harassed. Being called
upon in the middle of the night for
unpaid traffic tickets. Businesses being
issued citations and the cited being told
that he was turned in by one of his own
kind. A.B.C. (Alcholic Beverage

Control) is back out in force checking

ZAP A LONG
INTO THE MAYOR’S OFFICE...

The Zap-a-long held by the GAY
ALLIANCE with 33 Zappers marching a
two mile Zap-route, hit the Hilton Hotel
garage jail, the Bank of America, the
Federal Building to protest hiring
discrmination against Gaypeoples, City
Hall where 300 persons watched in awe
as the Zappers Zapped City Hall into
shock. At City Hall, the Zapper s went
inside, something that the GAY
ALLIANCE has never done before as a
body, and went into the Board of
Supervisors where they had a warm
reception from Bruce Raful, aide to
Board President Ron Pelosi; then into
the Mayor’s Office where they did a
set-in, ending with John DeLuca, right
hand of the Mayor meeting with GAY
ALLIANCE chairperson, Reverend Ray
Broshears. Broshears described the
meeting as extremeley informative and
productive, but refused to give B.A.R.
any details, saying, “1 think that

for minors and any other thing that
might morally offend them. Talking to a
“friend” in a bar or on the streets, and
agreeing to go with him, usually after he
makes the offer, only to find yourself
arrested for soliciting an officer of the
law. In many cases, if they can’t find a
valid reason to hold or arrest you, just
beating you up will satisfy some of their
egos.

While I am still on the subject of the
police, let me make something quite
clear. The article is not meant to reflect
on all the city’s police. Many officers,
nay most policemen, are overworked
and do a decent and excellent job. Of
late, however, it seems as if orders are
coming from “‘upstairs” or “downtown”
as the case may be, and'many policemen
find themselves getting involved in areas
they don’t want to be in, fighting and
arresting persons they like and respect.
In many cases, apologizing to you as
they carry out their orders.

WHAT CAN YOU DO

First, watch your step. If stopped,
for any reason, be pleasant. Some of our
cops look for the slightest excuse to
arrest or beat you. Cooperate. You are

required to give them your name and
address only. DO NOT TELL THEM
WHERE YOU WORK! (You can always
be a student or unemployed.) Don’t
knowingly take a minor (under 21) into
your favorite bar or it may be a
laundromat next week. If you see police
walk through a bar, don’t panic or run
out. They may go after you just for the
sport of it. And don’t give them any lip
in passing. Pay your traffic tickets and
don’t jaywalk. (We know of one case
where a Gay person was stopped, and
after 45 minutes of questioning, he was
finally given a ticket because he forgot
to lock his automobile. You’re right, it’s
chickenshit. We also must notify others
if you see an instance of harassment.
Report the incident to S.I.R., 781-1570,
or to the nearest bartender or call
771-3366, Ray Broshears. If you are
involved in any incident, get two facts
straight and memorize them for your
future and possibly this community’s
future, the time and the badge number
of the officer involved. If you are just
passing by, get the number of the police
vehicle and the time. We must have
bonafide information if we wish to fight
the police in court.

Gaypeoples of San Francisco have been
mis-represented to the Mayor in the
past, and there are going to be better
days ahead.” From the Mayor’s Office
they Zapped into the Office of the
Sheriff, where the Undersheriff Smith
met with them. All agreed that he’s a
nice guy, nicer than Hongisto, but they
accomplished the same with him,
NOTHING.

Zapping along, they went into the
Office of the Assessor, who has been
harassing the GAY ALLIANCE, and did
a “book-in” with record books being
read by the members and left open for
the inspection of anyone coming into
the Office. The Assessors Office just
wasn’t ready for that.

From there, the Zappers went to the
State Building and did a set-in in the
Office of Senator Milton Marks. His
aide, Harvey Haukari, met with the
set-inners and sat-in with them, and
rapped with the Zappers for an hour,
giving forth with assurances of
assistance in what form the Senator
could to the problems as presented to
him. Haukari said to the B.A.R. that the

Zap-set-in was the most exciting thing
that has happened to the State Building
in years, and that he enjoyed having a
chance to rap with the mostly
Tenderloinites. He said that he considers
the problems they are having with
various officials quite serious.

From the State Building, the
Zappers went into KGO, to protest the
consistently sexist smirking remarks
made by KGO-TV newscasters Jerry
Jensen, Van Amberg, John Jock
O'Rielly, and Peter Giddings. But things
went into a frenzy at KGO with the
receptionist hitting the alarm bell the
minute the Zappers came into the
lobby, and yelling for help. Nearly
eighty persons came to her “rescue”?!,
and surrounded the Zappers with
billyclubs. The Zappers demanded a
meeting with Russ Coughlin, station
manager, who has refused to respond to
complaints about the newsroom 4.
Zappers were informed that he was out
of town, and acting in his absence was
Sonny Buxton and David Crane, who
both kept shouting that they “would
not be Mau Maued by a bunch of
faggots’.” Well, the Zappers were
amazed, for none of the Zappers looked
like members of the Mau Mau, but, left
the station, being outnumbered badly,
with a promise to return if Buxton
continued to refuse or evade meetings
with the GAY ALLIANCE concerning
the bias words of the newsroom
newscasters.

After three and a half hours, the
Zappers returned to the point of
origination, and had a few refreshments.

Television channel KQED—9 gave
extensive coverage to the Zap-a-long,
calling it a “well organized, orderly,
clever and pr productive
demonstration.” KPIX—5 gave some
coverage to the event. The only bad part
of the Zap-a-long was the
“bad-mouthings of an elected officer of
SIR who said that such things gave the
Gay ‘“‘community” a bad image using
those drag queens.”” The GAY
ALLIANCE peoples came back with a
nice thank you and ignored the person.
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Prices Rise

The last bastion of good food at
less-than-average prices is about to fall.
The Gay restaurants are being caught in
the same price hike that everyone else
is.

Wholesale meat prices climb each
week, and the chicken, once a
reasonable item for anyone, is being
wholesaled for 57 cents a pound. This
price is almost doubled from less than a
month ago.

While most Gay houses will raise
their prices reasonably, it is suggested
that diners check prices and compare
straight houses and look into their price
hikes. You will find that your best
restaurant dollar will still be well spent
at your own Gay houses.

We have also been assured that when
and if the prices slide back, that these
menu prices now being raised will be cut
back and the savings passed backed to
the Gay customer.

Unfortunately, we must also look
forward to some of our favorite

beverages being priced upwards. Most
wines are difficult to obtain and their
wholesale prices have damn near
doubled. Also, with the dollar
re-evaluation, many imports (i.e.
scotches, liqueurs and other specialty
items) will also be reaised at the
wholesale level. This raise will of course
be passed back to us.

Bartenders
Beware

With the increase of police and
A.B.C. activity in the city, bartenders
should be extremely careful. A simple
guideline and some of the things that
citations are being issued for follows:

1. MINORS: We have had four
arrests in three weeks in this area.
Double check customer’s 1D’ and
when in doubt, refuse service.

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CUSTOMERS: We are all guilty of this
and if we carry on, how can we control
our patrons.

3. SERVING DRUNKS: It is against
the law, both state and city, to serve
obviously intoxi cated persons, and
under the Dram Shop laws, you can be
held responsible for any accidents or
incidents that may happen after they
leave your premises,

4. AFTER HOURS DRINKING: All
drinks must be off the bar at 2:00 AM.,
and no one, employee or otherwise, can
drink after, this hour. Police have been
very zealous in this area fately.

5. IMMORAL CONDUCT: Patrons
should be discouraged from engaging in
sexual activity in ‘any form on the
premises. Under our current laws, the
entire house can be arrested and booked
under the 647 Sections of the Penal
Code.

6. DRUGS: There is very heavy
police surveillance going on in this area
(plainclothes of course) and all persons
are warned that the shit (literally) will
soon hit the fan.

We will try to bring you in future
issues up to date rulings and the latest
tactics being used by our friends in blue.
So, for the moment, become aware and

try and keep your bar open and
maintain your own employment. Also, I
must remind you that as the bartender
on duty at the time, you too can be
arrested and charged, along with the
guilty party.

MA BELLE SAYS
GAYS IMMORAL

An official of the Pacific Telephone
Company said that the Gay Movement
cannot be compared to the civil rights
movement because one is concerned
with racial discrimination and the other
with immorality.

Larry Entrican, the firm’s Equal
Employment Opportunity Compliance
Director said again that the firm will not
employ homosexuals, nor even
heterosexuals who had spoken out,
written, or acted on behalf of Gay
rights. He said the Gay movement was
not a political issue but a moral issue.

The remarks were made at, and
shortly after a conference between the
Human Rights Commission the phone
company and several representatives of
various Gay organizations.

The meeting was held in the Human
Rights Commission Office in San
Francisco March 12.

The meeting was called by the
Human Rights Commission to hear the
phone company’s answer

to an

employment discrimination complaint
filed by Don Jackson. An -earlier
meeting to discuss the same issue was
held last winter, but the meeting was
abortive because phone company
officials refused to discuss the issue in
the presence of Berkeley Barb reporter
Nick Benton and Rev. Borshears.
Broshears and Benton were not notified
nor invited to the most recent meeting.

Most of the Gay Community
representatives expected the phone
company would modify its exclusionary
policy, but when it became clear that
the policy had been hardened and
extended to cover even heterosexuals
speaking out for Gay rights, many Gays
became angry.

“You are unreasonable,” Gay
activist Larry Littlejohn said angrily,
“And I don’t believe the reasons you
state for your policy. I think your
policy is due to the personal attitude of
someone high up in the phone
company.”

After the meeting, Don Jackson said
that he is convinced that the policy is
“the tactic of a certain closet queen vice
president who is hiding behand

anti-homosexualism as a shield to cast
off suspicions about himself. “I know
who he is, what I want is substanciating
evidence so that I can expose the Pacific
Tel and Tel Belle. Anyone who knows
anything about the sex lives of phone
company vice presidents, please let me
know for the sake of all Gays.”

“The right of privacy.”, Jackson
said, “The old Belle has made an issue
of my private sexual conduct. I take
that personally, and I think it’s fair that
I make an issue out of the private sex
lives of phone company officials.”

Mattachine Films

One of the most interesting
presentations of male sex films is now
being shown in San Francisco as the
weekly series of short films on this
subject by the MATTACHINE
SOCIETY at 384 Ellis St. daily at 4:30
and 7:00. The admission is the lowest in
the city for this type of show and well
worth it most of the time. Not only do
you see current sex films but you also
are treated to a few historical films
which show just how much films of this
sort have changed in the last few years.

The atmosphere of the screening
room, for this is not a theatre per se, is
very pleasant with a library of books
regarding homosexuality on both walls
and comfortable chairs with free coffee
served. Entrance is gained thru the
ADONIS BOOK STORE located right
next door prior to show time as slides
are shown preceding the films
themselves. The schedule changes each
Monday and therefore to review the
program attended would be pointless

since this has changed by publication
date of this paper. MATTACHINE is
currently in the process of running a
Colt Film Festival which includes two
or three shorts per week from this
eastern studio. These are not the usual
“hard core” films but rather present
hunky type models in masculine
surroundings doing various titillating
things. These films are more in the genre
of “masturbation” fantasies and the
audience seems to realize this and
responds with general appreciation.

If your main beef with other
“pornie” film houses has been the price

of the welfare case load is the result of
Victimless crime enforcement.

Add up 76% of the 35 million police
budget and a like percentage of the jail,
public defender, district attorney,
probabtion, ciminal courts and juvenile
courts budgets, together with 34% of
the 163 million welfare budget — it adds
up to $109.7 million!

The 1973-74 police budget, which
Alioto just sent to the Supervisors, calls
for spending $55 million, an increase of
56% over last year. If the arrest rate
raises by the same percentage, the cost
of victimless crime enforcement will rise
to $171 million, almost two-thirds of
the total property tax revenues.

The welfare survey, which was made
by two social workers at the S.F.
Department of Social Services shows
that when a man gets arrested for a
victimless crime, his family goes on
welfare. Even when the victimless
criminal does not get sent to jail, he
usually looses his job as a result of the

arrest. It is very hard for aman with this
“type of arrest record to get another job,
so he usually remains on welfare for a
long time. |
The randomly selected welfare files
disclose that 34% of all welfare cases are
those in which the person or family
ends up on welfare as a result of
victimless crime. Often, especially in the
aid to needy children cases, the father
has disappeared or fled the state as a
result of arrest or fear of arrest. In other
cases, the father is in jail or unable to

find work on account of the arrest.

Victimless crime arrests are, on the
average, much more expensive than hard
crime arrests. Arrests of marijuana
vendors, ponographers, massage parlor
operators, commercial gamblers and the
like requires a notoriously tediuous
investigation before the arrest is made.
The Chronicle frequently reports
verbage something like “the arrest was
the culmination of months of
investigation by scores of law
enforcement officers.” Such verbage
never appears in the body of a story
about a victim crime arrest, but seems
almost always to be relevant to the
arrest of a victimless criminal.

Two policemen spent six nights in
the New Follies Theater on 16th St.
They purchased 12 85 tickets with the
taxpayers’ money while trying to decide
if the live sex act on the stage was
simulated. All this to arrest two actors.

Even drunk arrests are not as quick
to make as it would appear. It only
takes a moment to throw a drunk in the
patrol wagon, but what about the slow
nights when hours are wasted driving
around looking for someone to arrest?
And what good does the arrest do
anyone?

How many policemen spend days
hiding behind the vent in a toilet to
arrest a single cruising Gay. How many
policemen spend countless arrestless
nights trying to entrap a cop-wise
prostitute?

A notorious example is the Beach
and Park Patrol, which never arrests
anyone except homosexuals and an
occasional pot smoker. During a recent
rainy period, 60 men spent three full
weeks with nothing to show but the

arrest of one elderly gentleman, who

“Save a little—Get a lot!”
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was arrested on a lewd and lascivious
conduct charge in a toilet in Golden
Gate Park. The cost of the arrest in
wages alone comes to $36,000 — not
including fringe benefits, vehicle costs,
administrative or overhead costs, which
probably adds up to another $36,000.

The police called the man’s
employer to inform him of the arrest.
He lost his job. He says he’s going on
welfare when his unemployment
insurance runs out. Worse, he entered a
“not guilty” plea and asked for a jury
trial. By the time the court costs, district
attorney’s costs, public defender’s costs
and all the other expenses connected
with the trial are added up, the trial
may well cost the taxpayers another
$72,000. Some may feel that the city’s
$144,000 will be wasted if he is not
convicted; however, enlightened
taxpayers are praying for acquittal, so
they will not have to pay the cost of
keeping him in jaily.

Even the $110 million figure is a
gross understatement. It does not
include the costs to the victim in the
form of legal expenses and lost wages,
nor the non-monitary costs in terms of
demoralization, mental trauma and
embitterment . Then there are immense
non-dollar costs to society, which I will
outline below.

Los Angeles Police Chief Davis says
there are no victimless crimes. I agree.
The victims are the people arrested, the
taxpayers and society. The villians are
the police and the politicans who
appropriate the funds, and I suspect,
organized crime is behind the whole:
thing.

who has been arrested under these laws,
all taxpayers and all members of
society.

Perhaps the most insidious aspect of
victimless crime is the way it
contributes to hard crime. Victimless
criminals are often so embittered against
society that they turn to hard crime for
vengeance. In jail, they can find plenty
of hardened criminals willing to teach
them the necessary skills, which they
can use when they become angry
enough over employment exclusion.

Many cities the size of San Francisco
— including Wahsington D.C., Pittsburg
Pa., and Baltimore Md., have abolished
victimless crime enforcement, thus
furnishing living proof that civilization
does not collapse when useless laws are
not enforced.

In Los Angeles, City Councilman
Joel Wachs has introduced a resolution
that will make it official city policy that
“the police get off victimless crimes and
get on serious hard crimes.” The
proposed city ordinance will amend the
police section of the city budget, and
would provide that public funds cannot
be used for the payment of police
salaries used on victimless crimes.

Wachs presented the resolution
because of pressure from taxpayer
groups who are alarmed by the vast
amounts spent on victimless crime.

In spite of what is happening
elsewhere, the percentage of the police
budget wasted on victimless crimes in
San Francisco has doubled since Alioto
took office. San Francisco now spends
more money on victimless crime both
percentage-wise and in total than any
other city in America.

The big but very delicate question is
why? Organized crime is involved in
prositution, drugs, Gay bars,
bookmaking, pin balls, gambling and
pornography. One of the largest
downtown hotels employes 200
“massuses,” in addition to large scale

gambling operations. Maybe it doesn’t
want competition from free lance street
walkers, call girls and small time
bookies. Organized crime would make a
large profit by making the taxpayers
pay the cost of creating a monopoly for
it by eliminating unwanted competition.

The victimless crime laws are
products of the old Judeo-Christian

morality. Many young people can’t
understand why we have these archaic
laws at all. To many older people, there
are no victimless crimes. They feel there
are simply two types of crimes — those
in which a person is the victim and
those in which something they call
“public morality’” or God is the victim.
To those who subscribe to
Judeo-Christian morality, public
morality and God are just as real, and
just as much victimized by these
offenses as a woman who is beaten,
robbed and raped.

Perhaps the most significant part of
the generation gap is the view toward
victimless crime. Most younger people
feel that a crime is an action which
harms somebody else. They feel that
smoking grass, consenusal sex and so on
are matters of personal choice that
ought not be the concern of police.

Feeling as they do, many young
people simply ignore the victimless
crime laws. Moralists react by screaming
they are criminals and that the police
are letting crime run rampant. The
police, who are quite responsive to the
older, property owning class, react with
crack-downs.

And so begins a vicious cycle. The
young become embittered against
society because of what they view as
unjust The moralists
become enraged because they feel that
God is being spiritually raped , robbed,
beaten, or however it is they think God
is harmed. The policg react with more
persecutions, the young react with
increasingly blatant violation of the law.

The result is the percentage of
arrests for victimless crimes has risen
from 18% of all arrests in 1951 to 76%
in 1971. Less tangible:, but more
important, is the ill-will and distrust
created by the controversy.

In San Francisco, a blue ribbon
Crime Commission wrote up a report
declaring the 61% of the total police
manpower is deployed on victimless
crime. Real crime has run rampant, the
report said, because the police spend far
too much time enforcing morals laws.

The report charges that victimless
crime enforcement has actually
increased the rate of hard crime for
three reasons: 1.

persecution.

Police are so

pre-occupied chasing marijuana
smokers, prostitutes and gamblers they
have little time left for legitimate law

enforcement. 2. As a result of
persecution, many victimless criminals
have lost all respect for the law. 3.
Persons with police records for morals
and drug. offenses have great difficulty
finding jobs, so many of them turn to
real crime as a means of survivial.

Mayor Alioto, who had ordered the
report made at great expense to the
city, put the report away in a drawer,
and it was promtply forgotten. Indeed,
the police accelerated their
concentration on victimless crime,
raising the percentage of police
deployed to 76% in 1971.

San Francisco Chronicle columnist
Charles McCabe points out that the
police chief and police commission are
appointed by the Mayor in San
Francisco; therefore, Alioto is wholely
to blame. McCabe implies that the high
victimless crime arrest rate is a smoke
screen to conceal what poor job police
are doing fighting real crime.

Society is victimized by victimless
crime enforcement. It has created
widespread disrespect for the law.
Taxpayers are victimized by high taxes.
Drug and morals offenders are
victimized by being made
unemployable. But perhaps the most
pathetic victims are the women who
are raped, the men who are mugged and
the families who are burgled because the
police are all out posing as heads,
entrapping prostitutes and chasing
fairies through the park.

If taxpayers are really concerned
about their tax bills they should go and
tell the supervisors in no uncertain
terms that they don’t want to pay a
third of their tax bill for this useless

Granted, nothing was promised but when
a person takes his time to do as the dirccjtor
has asked, especially working over the night
on the part being tried out, at the very least
he should be given the chance to read for that\
part. No one likes to sit for three and a half
hours and do nothing whilé waiting to be
called as asked. :

The talent represented was good, but in
the same manner, the others who did come
were not even asked to read or sing for
purposes of comparison. One of the actors
was told that no decisions would be made on
that night of the final auditions, but that W’e
would all be informed of the director’s
decision on the following day. However, as
the evening progressed, it became quite plain
that this would not indeed, be the case. After
sitting through the entire audition period we
were dismissed after the cast was chosen. That
same evening, after the cast was finally chosen
I truly began to wonder if perhaps the .show
as actually pre-cast. Especially so, when it Was
announced that some of the parts were being
given to certain people who had not even
bothered to attend the final auditions. If
favourites must be selected before a new show
is cast, then what chance is there for the new
and interesting talents here in the city. In
any case, why bother to call general auditions
if the cast of the new producitons is already
set; that just means an incredible waste of our
valuable time.

I can certainly offer some advice to new
members of our community who are seeking
opportunities in theatre groups here; ‘If you
hear rumours that the show is pre-cast,
they’re probably true but don’t let thatstop
you, just be sure that you have connectlon‘s, a
copy of the script and a copy of the musical
score before you show up.

MARDI GRAS TIME
IN NEW ORLEANS
as told to and

Whoever said that the New Orleans
Mardi Gras is an experience, rather than
just a celebration, knew what he was
talking about. A couple dozen of the
bike crowd from California tripped to
New Orleans last week for this year’s
happening and truly found it an

erience.
expThe «“Run” was sponsored by the
CYCLE MOTORCYCLE CLUB of New
York, and was open to club members
and friends throughout the nation. A
dozen of club members from San
Francisco and Los Angeles took
advantage of the low price of the run.
Once in New Orleans they were joined
by a dozen more from SF who had
gotten there on their own.

Headquarters in Now Orleans was
the Vieux Carre Motor Lodge on North
Rampart Street and the beginning of the
French Quarter. It quickly became the
center of all activity, even fro those not
part of CYCLE M/C’s 99 some
participats. The patio and swimming
pool were popular places when the sun
was out. It was fair weather except for
the one day they had buckets of rain for
hours, accompanied all the while by
thunder and lightning.

There were just about two dozen
parades to be seen, some of them going
simultaneously. Most of them ended up
at the Municipal Auditorium, only three
blocks from the hotel, making it but a
short walk to view them. The floats
were fantastic and what those New
Orleans drag queens can do with ostrich
plumes is something else.

All the floats carried groups of
.people in masks appropriate to the
theme. Naturally, they are called
“maskers.”’” They throw special
dollar-size couns to the crowd and
thousands of strands of beads as
trinkets. The coins are called doubloons
and are highly prized as souvenirs and
good luck pieces.

As a matter of fact, the only
physical casualty was a member of the
CMC from San Francisco who fell off a
fire hydrant from which he was trying
to catch doubloons and then wrenched
the other knee while wrestling with
some little kids over some smart beads.

Each parade had its own theme.
Each float in the parade then carried
out the theme. The Venus parade theme
was ‘‘Queens and their Consorts.”
Bacchus, played by comedian Bob
Hope, had movies as its theme and
floats therein portrayed everything from
Atlanta Burning to Mary Poppins flying.
Incidentally, the parades were going at

night as well as day so really, the drunks
had no excuse for not seeing at least one
parade. i

And speaking of drunks — it's no
place for a teetotaler. It would aPpea'r
to your correspondent that drinking is
just not permitted — it’s required. The
bars are open 24 hours a day and durmg
Carnival, as the nine days prior to Mardi
Gras or Shrove Tuesday are called,
drinking is done in the streets, on busses
and just everywhere. Periodically, the
debris is swept from the bars into the
street and somehow, magically, it all
disappears.

That’s magic because the crowds
were flocking the streets night and day
and this one never saw any garbage
trucks picking up the debris. Maybe one
of the fairies wavedeher magic want and
it truly did just disappear.

As just said, Mardi Gras really means
that last day, Shrove Tuesday, the day
before Ash Wednesday. That’s the day
where the drag queens who have been
workirig on their costumes all year
really shine.

On Tuesday they had a big
stage built in the street in front of the
place. For hours the queens in drag
paraded up and across the stage, to the
tumultuous applause of thousands.

Friday April 20th, Gaypeoples will
gather at 140 New Montgomery Street,
site of the offices of the major domos
who set the policies in regards to hiring,
etc. Hiring of Gaypeoples is becoming
one of the major issues of the Gay
Liberation-Revolutionary struggles. The
discriminatory hiring policy of Pacific
Telephone. The last major
demonstration against the huge
conglomerate phone company was
October 12th, 1971 when the GAY
ALLIANCE marched on Bell Tel with
some effect. Now, with over a year
having elapsed, and with negotiations by
various representatives from various
Gaygroups and Pacific Telephone having
failed, the GAY ALLIANCE urges all
the unity-freaks to join in a massive
Good Friday ZAP of Pacific Telephone.

Wayne Redus of the Human Rights
Commission which has done most of the
negotiations .with Pacific Telephone in
an effort to persuade them to change
their anti-Gay hiring policy, told the
BAY AREA REPORTER that he
believes this type of an action, a ZAP, is
over due, and that he himself will attend
as an observer for the Human Rights
Commission. Redus had told Reverend
Ray Broshears of the GAY ALLIANCE
that such an action can only be
productive now that all efforts to
negotigte have failed. He asked
Broshears why the GAY ALLIANCE
had held off so long in building such an
action, to which the Reverend replied
that he wanted S.L.R. and the others to
have their chance, and now with
fourteen months having elapsed, the
GAY ALLIANCE will swing into action
against Pacific Bell Tel.

Broshears told Redus and B.A.R.,
that this action will be conducted in an

orderly manner, with a cross bearing a
telephone on it being the center of
attraciton at the ZAP, and people
carrying telephones and bells ringing
them, climaxing with a big surprise for
Bell Tel. The ALLIANCE is asking all
Gaypeoples interested in working on the
ZAP, to contact the ALLIANCE at
771-3367 for dates and - times of
planning meetings. He added that he
hoped S.I.R. would join in for a change,
as well as the others who prefer
armchair actions.

Broshears said that Larry Littlejohn
has said that there should be some new
action each week, until Pacific
Telephone capitulates. Suggestions thus
far have been phone-ins; meet-ins and
other such goodies, some which cannot
be written about, but are far more
effective.

The demonstration will be at 11:30
AM, on Friday April 20th as the
employees have been given a halfday off
beginning at noon in observance of
Good Friday. For further information
contact the GAY.
