AN OPEN LETTER TO:

Dear Mrs. Feinstein: 

With an anger born in dismay, 
I read of your support for the 
passage of the new ordinance in 
San Francisco aimed at regula- 
tion and, an undoubted adjunct, 
elimination of, at least two after 
hours establishments that cater 
primarily to a gay clientele. An 
anger born in dismay because of 
support tendered you for bothcam=- 
paigns for a seat on the Board of 
Supervisors as well as your bid 
for the mayorality of San Fran- 
cisco; support that was based in 
your stated belief in the individual 
freedoms for citizens of this city 
-including gays. It is apparent 

that what you say and what you do 
are not correlative. 

One can only presume thatpolice 
Sergeant David Roche’s presump- 
tions of the characteristics of gays 
frequenting such establishments 
was persuasive. That presumption, 
however, concerning his ‘reason- 
ing’ is more valid than HIS pre- 
sumption concerning character- 
istics of such gays, primarily 
because HE presumes with nobasis 
in actual fact. 

The only conclusion that can be 
drawn from the police depart- 
ment’s statement that ‘‘The other 
studios have a different type of 
clientele, their clients don’t tend 
to be intoxicated and they’ve never 

been a police problem,” is that 
the police department draws in- 
ferences that have no nexus to the 
realities of gay people. The in- 
ference that intoxicated gays tend 
to be a problem for the police 
department simply does not hold 
true. To the contrary. Where 
straights tend to become ob- 
noxious, argumentative, quarrel- 
some or violent under alcoholic 
influences, gays, under; no pres=- 
sure to prove their ‘macho’ to 
one another, tend to become more 
mellow and less volatile as they 
become intoxiacted; not, as that 
statement would lead one tobelieve 
the other way around. Twleve years 
in San Francisco have borne out 
that statement. 

Rarely, very rarely indeed, is 
police assistance needed to contain 
or control a disruption in a gay 
bar. An occasional loudmouth or 
‘bitch fight’ is about the most.that 
you will find in a gay bar. Only 
infrequently are gay bars involved 
in violent outbursts, and even then 
more often than not, the ‘prob- 
lem’ is caused by straights who 
have intentionally or accidentally, 
wandered into the bar and refuse 
to leave, staying toharrass the cus- 
tomers who neither want nor need 
the hassle, but want only to be 
left alone to associate with one 
another peacefully and pleasant- 
ly. 

I would concede, though, thatgay 
bars do receive an inordinate a= 
mount of attention from the police 
department. That, though, is a 
POLICY decided on by the police 

ED to assist a bartender or owner 
in a gay bar, and have heard of 
so few instances that they are 
hardly worth mentioning. 

Supervisor Nelder, our former 
police chief, offered as his jus- 
tification for his affirmative vote 
“you can’t have dancing without 
music, and noise is one of our 
biggest police problems,’’ a sin- 
cerely questionable statement, 
most especially so coming from 
him as the former police chief, 
since there is little reason to 
beieve that the statement has 
merit in actual fact. it IS a fact, 
however, that the two gay bars in 

San Francisco with enormous, 
magnificent and immensely power 
ful sound systems -- sound sys- 
tems that can generate the power 
to shake the very walls of the 
buildings that those bars are lo- 
cated in -- do not generate enough 
‘noise’ to be a problem to those 
outside the bars. Neither bar has 
ever needed, nor to my knowledge 
had, police response to a com- 
plaint about the noise. It is im- 
possible for either of those two 
bars to operate those systems at 
maximum level simply because it 
would be impossible for people to 
stay inside with that decibel level. 

It IS a fact that those bars do not 
create enough moise for them to 
be “one of our biggest police prob- 
lems.’ For if that were so, then 
surely something would have been 
done by the police department 
long before now to curtail the

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noise. 
Assuming, however, 1 that the 

two places at which this ordinance 
is directly aimed have sound sys- 
tems large enough and powerful 
enough to generate ‘‘one of our 
biggest police problems,” there 
are other ordinances in San Fran- 
cisco that could have been applied 
to abate the level of noise without 
having to resort to so blatantly 
a discriminatory ordinance as the 
one you just voted for. 

So we could havedispensed with, 
in other ways, two of the ‘‘prob= 
lems” thatyou voted this ordinance 
to resolve, leaving only a possible 
two others to be dealt with. One 
being that it is possible the con- 
gregation of patrons of these two 
places after hours on the streets 
in front of the two establishments 
might, just might, create enough 
of a disturbance to warrant a 
complaint from neighbors. That, 
too, is a complaint that could have 
been resolved within several other 
ordinances without the passage of 
this one. The second possible 
‘problem,’ and one which is well 
within the realm of possibility -- 
it has happened before -- is that 
disruptions were caused in the 
streets by straights harrassing 

FRUIT 
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gays who patronize the establish- 
ments. If that were in fact the 
case, then police should have been 
stationed to protect the gays and 
prevent disruptionrather than pas- 
sing such an ordinance to preclude 
gays from being in the area. Pro- 
tective proscription is NOT an 
American, nor a San Franciscan, 

tenet. 
Clearly I agree with Supervisors 

Molinari and von Beroldingen that 
this ordinance is unconstitutional. 
Dismay, however, is neither al- 
leviated nor mitigated by the prob=- 
ability that, faced with a con- 
stitutionality challenge, the or- 
dinance will fall, for itis not the 
question of its constitutionality 
that is so enraging as it is your 
attitude that such an ordinance is 
needed to regulate gays in this 
of all cities. Whether or not the 
two places will launch such a con- 
stitutionality attack remains to be 
seen and is irrelevant to the fact 
that your affirmative vote for such 
an ordinance can only be viewed as 
a slap in the face to a constituency 
that has consistently supported you 
in your campaigns for office in 
San Francisco; a slap in the face 
that must be unforgivable and un=- 
forgotten.

GAY ALCOHOLICS 
CONFERENCE HELD 

San Francisco, Cw.--The first 
Annual Alcoholics Together 
(Southern California) and Gay Al- 
coholics Anonymous (Northern 
California ) Conference was held 

the weekend of April 12, at Bear 
Wallow, a gay resort, near Boon- 
ville, California. More than thirty- 
five recovering alcoholics attended 
for a sober three days to in- 
vestigate, discuss and coordinate 
efforts within the gay community 
to help their sisters and brothers 
who suffer from alcoholism. One 
major topic discussed during the 
weekend was the fourtding of a gay 
half-way house in San Francisco. 

Many problem drinkers think 
they drink because they have un- 
manageable problems. Generally, 
however, they have other unman- 
ageable problems because they 
drink. Alcohol is a drug, as is 
well-known. There are many dif- 
ferent treatment programs for -al- 
cholic-related problems. Unfor- 

tunately, many gay people, even 
if they recognize the problem, 
refuse to seek help because they 
are afraid that their sexual or- 
ientation will be held againstthem. 
Alocholics Together and Gay Al- 
coholics Anonymous both recog- 
nize thattheir fears are well found- 

Gay Alcoholics Anonymous was 
founded in 1968 in San Francisco 
to further reach out into the gay

community and offer help for the 
suffering alcholic. Gay AA con- 
ducts re gular closed meetings 
which are available to homosexual 
alcoholics only. Gay AA, as well 
as AT, both follow Alcoholics 
Anonymous principles, treats al- 
coholism as a disease thatis shar- 
ed by about ten percent of the 
population. 

There are around 25 Gay Al- 
coholics Anonymous group meet- 
ings held in San Francisco week- 
ly, and in San Jose, there is one 
weekly. In Southern California, 
from Los Angeles to San Diego, 
there are about 30 meetings 
weekly. 

Gays who think they may have 
an alcoholic problem are urged to 
telephone to locate a meeting near 
them. In Northern California, the 
time and place may be obtained 
by telephoning (415) 982-4473. In 
Southern California, time and place 
for meetings may be obtained by 
telephoning (213) 463-4266.

tions and large gifts by lobbyists; 
3. limit campaign spending for 

ballot measures and candidates for 
state wide office; 

4. prevent conflicts of interestin 
government decision making; 

5. establish anindependent, mul- 
ti-partisan enforcement commis- 
sion. 

The powerful interests threat- 
ened by Proposition 9, and elected 
officials who depend on the money. 
and secrecy of the present politi- 
cal system will do their best to 
distort the facts and discredit 
Proposition 9. The opposition to the 
Reform Act includes big labor, big 
business and many others who have 
a major stake in preserving the 
status-quo in the political system. 
Already the campaign to defeat 
Proposition 9 has proven to be as 
unethical "and scurrilous as the 
worst campaigns of the past. Sim= 
ilar to the campaign to defeat the 
Coastline initiative, the special in~ 
terests are making wild and un- 
substantiated claims about Prop- 
osition 9.

BILL NORRIS FOR ATTORNEY 

GENERAL 
William A. Norris, Democratic 

candidate for Attorney General, in 
a major policy statement proposed 
a six-point program reforming 
California’s criminal law whichhe 
said would save the state’s tax- 
payers an estimated $125 million 
annually. 

The savings, said Norris at a 
Los Angeles news conference, can 
be used for criminal justice ac- 
tivities aimed at “protecting our 
citizens from major crime.’ 

‘““These proposals are basically 
an effort at an honest and realis- 
tic approach to law enforceent 
needs, law enforcement funding and 
the real world we live in in Cali- 
fornia in the 1970’s,’’ he added. 

‘“The resources of our criminal 
justice system are simply too 
precious to be squandered on petty 
matters or matters better handled 
by other means.”’ 

Norris termed his proposals 
“new realism in law enforce- 
ment.”’ They are: 

1. Decriminalize so-called 
‘“victimless crimes,’”’ or those 
where the conduct involved takes 

place in private and the only par- 
ticipants are consenting and men- 
tally competent adults. Norris pro- 
posed, for example, a repeal of 
all laws governing non-commercial 
sexual conduct in private between 
consenting adults, elimination of 
laws banning possession of mari- 
juana by adults for personal use 
and elimination of laws prohibit- 
ing non-commercial gambling 
among friends. 

2. Repeal criminal penalties for 
matters which can be better 
handled by administrative agencies 
or actions for civil penalties. 
Norris explained this would in- 
clude such things ascriminal trials 
for liquor violations which take up 
many valuable court days despite 
the fact administrative hearings 
also are held on the same matters. 

3. Take traffic offenses, except 
such serious violations as drunken 
and reckless driving and driving 
with a revoked license, out of the 
criminal courts entirely. Norris 
said these matters, no classified 
as infractions rather than mis- 
demeanors by new legislation, can 
be handled by hearing officers, 
rather than judges. 

4. Treat intoxification and 
drunkeness cases by detoxifica- 
tion programs, rather than as 
criminal matters. Norris pointed 
out statelaw authorizes such treat- 
ment, but many counties, including 
Los Angeles, have notimplemented 
the approach and 150,000 such 
cases are still processed by the 
criminal courts each year. 

5. Encourage police officers to 
make greater use of citations and 
summonses, rather than formally 
arresting accused persons and tak- 
ing them to jail. Norris said some 
of the offenses which could be 
handled in this manner are shop- 
lifting, gambling and many drug 
violations. 

6. Expand programs to relieve 
highly trained professional police 
officers of miscellaneous duties 
such as making out reports on 
minor crimes. Norris said para=- 

professionals can be trained for 
these jobs, noting a recent report 
by the California Bureau of Crim- 
inal Statistics estimates from 80 
per cent to 85 per cent of a police- 
man’s time is spent performing

In Norris’ program, the greatest 

savings of taxpays’ dollars would 

be in the area of decriminaliza- 

tion of the so-called ‘‘victimless 
crimes.” 

He pointed out that a 1969 study 

of the costs of marijuana law en- 

forcement by Professor Kaplan 

of the Stanford Law School es- 

timated more than $75 million 

a year alone could be saved in 

California by such action. 

The second big area of savings, 

said Norris, would be the use of 

the citation and summons system. 

Some $35 million a year could be 

saved in California if even 10 

per cent of the state’s 500,000 

annual non-traffic misdemeanor 

arrests are handled this way. 

Other savings outlined by the 

46-year old former Los Angeles 

Police Commission President in- 

cluded $9.5 million annually by 

ending duplication of administra- 

tive and criminal actions involving 

the same offense, and $7.5 million 

a year by placing raffic infractions 

under a hearing officer, rather 

than a judge. 
“These proposals,’’ said Norris 

‘“are an effort to formally reorder 
law enforcement priorities; tofor- 
mally recognize in the law what is

already being done, in many in- 

stances.’’ 
He added that his proposals will 

free ‘‘substantial law enforcement 

dollars from trivial activities and 

allow them to be concentrated on 

serious crimes against the persons 

and property of our citizens.” 

“We are all concerned about 

violent crime in our society. We 

know that police budgets are not 

high enough to effectively deal 

with such crimes,” Norris said. 
“Through these proposals, I 

believe we can obtain the dollars 
which we need to make a real im- 
pact on major crime.” 

  

A principal author of the Legis- 

lature’s new open meeting law call- 

ed on the California Public Utilities 

Commission today to abandon its 

policy of “executive sessions’’be- 

fore it faces a legislative mandate 

to do so. 
The warning came in a letter to 

PUC Chairman VernonSturgeon 

from Aysemblyman JohnL. Burton 

D-San Francisco, Assembly spon- 

sor of the Grunsky-Burton Open 

Meeting Act of 1973 and its com- 

panion constitutional amendment, 

Proposition six on the June Pri- 

mary Election ballot. 

“As co-sponsor of recent leg- 
islation in this field, I can speak 

with some authority about the views 

of my colleagues with regard to 

public access to the business of 

public agencies,”’ wrote Burton. 

““The Grunsky-Burton Open 

Meeting Act of 1973 is law today 

-~ and Proposition six appears on 

the June 4 ballot -- because the 

Legislatureresponded to the pub- 

lic’s legitimate demand for access 

to the processes of its owngovern- 

ment’’, he added. 
“While the activities of the Com~ 

mission do not fall within the im- 
mediate provisions of these mea- 

sures,” he said, ‘‘there is no 

question that the PUC falls within 

the public demands to which we 

responded. ] 

“The PUC should be especially 

responsive to public disatisfaction 

with the manner of itsdeliberations 

at a time when it faces such gen- 

eral frustration with the current 

brisk clip of rate increases itis 

granting. 
“It is my judgement that if the 

Commission fails to respond to 

these public pressures, the Leg- 
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islature is very likely to enact 
statutes necessary to open all 
meetings of the Public Utilities 
Commission.”’ 

Passage of Proposition 6 would 
amend the California Constitution 
to bind future legislatures to the 
provisions of the Grunsky-Burton 
Open Meeting Act of 1973. The new 
law requires that all meetings of 
the Assembly and Senate, its com- 
mittees and subcommittees and the 
conference committees on thebud- 
get shall be open and public and 
conducted only after full and timely 
notice. It permits suits to be filed 
by citizens who believe a viola- 
tion has occurred and for the first 
time imposes misdemeanor pen- 
alties for violations.

me close to current legislative matters in the 

California Legislature. Also, I am a gay person. 

There is currently méase®®ed in the 

California Senate, a bill, 1767 by Senator Way 

which may be of considerable benefit to gay 

persons who have a police record involving a 

morals charge who is seeking to enter into a 

State regulated profession. 

This bill is expected to be opposed by many 

professional Associations on grounds it would 

permit undesirables to enter into and thereby 

downgrade a profession such as nursing, 

cosmetology, etc. It is interesting to note that 

such Associations do have a monopoly on the 

profession they represent, and do influence the 

legislature to no small extent. 

SB-1767 does need some amendments to be 

more effective for gays wishing to enter into a 

State regulated profession, but who are at this 

time unable to do so because of a morals 
conviction they might have been charged with 

in the past. 

As a community leader for gay rights, I do 

hope you will make this bill known to other 

responsible Gay leaders and readers of BAR, 

and, urge their support and input.

A SLOW START FOR THE 
SAN FRANCISCO DINNER 

THEATRE 

The idea of Dinner Theatre is 
neither a new or unique concep- 
tion in San Francisco. During the 
early 1960’s this very same for- 
mat had a successful run at The 
Palace Hotel, dinner and a show 
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all _for onepricedefinitely hasits 

merits. However, the approach by 

The San FranciscoDinner Theatre, 

under the auspicousofDonald Cox 

and John Raitt, differs greatly 

from that of its predecessor. The 

currenct offering serves a buffet, 

which I understand is good and un- 

fortunately was not included with 

the tickets sent to this publica- 

tion, as opposed to a sit down din- 

ner at the Palace. During the 

dinner hour Mr. Raitt’s organi- 

zation supplies pre-recorded or- 

iginal sound track overtures from 

familiar shows. The Palace, on 

the other hand, used a group of 

strolling violins to set a relaxing 
mood during dinner. The physical 

location is the most pronounced 

difference. The Palace Hotel used 

its famed Garden Court and the 

San Francisco Dinner Theater is 

located at the Kabuki Theatre in 

the Japan Center. The Kabuki is 

| simply too large for the intimate 

| concept of dinner theatre. Its sur- 

  

roundings are lavish and tastefully 
decorated, but it is nonetheless, 
a barn! 

After dinner, the advertised 
“Best of Broadway Musicals,” 
production begins. I hardly con- 
sider “Kiss Me Kate” as the best 
of anything, let alone Broadway. 
The show is a dated and tired 
vehicle that needs all the help, 
directorially, it can get. 

The Raitt production of ‘Kiss 
Me Kate,”” at its best, is a 
feeble attempt at good theatre. The 
script has been butchered beyond 
recognition and a stab at updating 
the dialogue has little effect onthe 
final product. Too little dialogue 
to link a series of songs and mus=- 
ical numbers does not make a 
particularly interesting show. As 
a whole the productioncannoteven 
be called uneven because it plays 
at such a low level, and the cast 
is so uniformly untalented, that 
this showcase defies any better 
description. 

John Raitt, naturally, plays the 
leading role of Fred Graham and 
his performance is stilted and un- 
sure, however, his singing voice 
still has remarkably good tone. 
As Bill Calhoun, Jeff Parker’s 
only claim to fame is his tap dan- 
cing an actor he’s not. His fea- 
tured solo in ““Too Darn Hot” is 
superb. The remaining supporting 
cast is an embarassing collection 
with two notable exceptions, Zale 
Kessler and Ken Waller bring an 
uplifting quality with their gang- 
ster characterizations, slap-stick 
and all, plus an excellentrendition 

of “Brush Up Your Shakespeare.’’ 
Technically, “Kiss Me Kate” 

suffers at all levels, the direction 
by Stuart Bishop is slow, Paul De 
Rolf’s choreogrpahy is basic and 
unexciting and Jeffrey Moss’ car=- 
toon ‘‘Shrew’’ costumes give the 
production the appearance of a

get the obvious questions out of the 
way first. Great! Yes! Terrific! 
Thirty years have passed since 
those Hollywood heydays, and Miss 
Faye can still tear your heart 
just by standing still and huskily 
crooning ‘“Together’’ or throwing 
a mean bump in “I Want To Be 
Bad.”” And Mr. Payne, who should 
be given at least another song or. 
two in the show, has a strong ap- 
pealing baritone, and when he and 
Miss Faye team up for “You're 
the Cream in My Coffee,” it’s 
magictime at the Curran. I'd for- 
gotten what a fine sense of comedy 
they both possessed, and their 
verbal skirmishes have the punch 
and timing of skilled pros. Mr. 
Payne especially has one great 
scene in the second act where he, 
as football coach of Tait College 
(she’s an astronomy professor 
who’s going to flunk his star half- 
back, and that’s all you need to 
know about the slight plot), peps 
up team spiritwith threats of bodily 
harm and mayhem if they don’t 
win, and it’s hilarious. These two 
are not relics of a bygone era, 
but as vital and talented today 
as they ever were. It’s the theatre’s 
loss they’ve waited this long, but 
it was worth the wait for the 
audiences. 

But good as Alice Faye and John 
Payne are, they’re the frosting on 
this sweet-but-never-. sickening 
cake.

The afternoons by 
the pool were quiet and relaxing 
Soon we would throw ourselves into 

the vortex of traveling through 

Italy, and as everything usually 

fell to me, I decided to conserve 

my strength. Traveling, Livy was 
in charge of the camera, buying 
post cards, reading the guide book, 

and keeping the cards handy for 

the never-ending games of gin 

rummy she insisted on playing 
My duties were tickets, reserva- 
tions... gettting directions, finding 
seats, carrying luggage, translat- 

ing menus, packing and unpacking. 

I was usually very tired. Livy's 
major interest, besidescards, was 
seeking out the American ex- 

press in each place we stopped 

to see if there was mail from 

the boy she had met the week 

before she flew from Philadelphia 
to meet me in Paris. (That boy 
married her a year later.) 

The first time Livia and her 
friends invaded the Blue Grotto, 
one of the party, a drunk and dis- 

orderly Scotsman, fell out of the 
boat just as they entered the cham=- 
ber. He somehow scraped himself 
on the rocks, and then fell back 
on the rocks as they tried to pull 
him aboard. He was rather heavy. 

  
  

They rowed back to the dock to 
deposit the bleeding Scot at the 
local infirmary. By then the tide 
was too high for a second trip. 
The 3rd Ave. haberdashers didn’t 
like the pushy Scot and wereover= 
joyed to see him confined to his 
yatch. He had been their stiffest 
competiton... until Livy arrived... 
Noticing that his pingpong and deck 
tennis were drawing fewer lovelies 
than they had been, he took to 
following my sister’s parade. 
Arthur and Henry objected to all 
the bad booze he poured and his 
loud and continuous ‘‘buzz.’’ But 
more so, they felt Alex trying to 
pass himself off as a British 
film producer was intolerable. He 
had used the same trick years be- 
fore in Biarritz (Arthur and Henry 
knew things like that). 

Livy could never understand how 
he fell out of the boat. One minute 
he was sitting there, pouring a 
Bloody Mary for Gregorio, our 
landlord’s handsome son. ‘‘The 
next thing I knew Alex was bounc- 
ing off the side of the cave.

Each sum=- 

mer they closed the shop and sailed 

to ‘Europe. They would choseone 

place as home base and make 

periodic side trips. Bothwere men 

who had worked hard and earned 

enough to enjoy themselves royal- 

ly. In all two mature, sophisticated 

men of the world.

Like mother hens Arthur and 

Henry fluttered down on Livy and 

me; in no time we were one of 

their brood.

rageous and wacky. Neither was 
ever vicious nor vindictive. They 
launched conspiracies and 
squelched scandals. ; ! 

I considered myself and Livy 
fortunate to have been thusly ac- 
cumulated -- though I could never 
explain it all to Livia. To her it 
was all very normal and natural 
She would have said, ‘“But isn’t 
everyone as nice as you let them 
be.”’ I would have tied myself into 
knots making apologies for Arthur 
and Henry -- distinctions, ration=- 
alizations, qualifications to bolster 
my own warped sense of maleness. 
Jesus, did I have a long way to go!
