A benefit Art Deco costume ball, 
screenings of rare 20's and 30’s films, 
and thousands of items on display and 
for sale, will highlight the five-day 
exhibition. 

Initiating the week’s festivities 
will be the Art Deco Ball, July 24th, in 
the elegant Garden Court of the hotel. 
Music of the great bands including 
Paul Whiteman, Glenn Miller, and 
Ozzie Nelson will be conducted by 
Jack Bethards, executive director of 
the Oakland Symphony Association. 
The ball benefits the Oceanic Society, 
and tickets will be $25.00 per person. 

International exhibits of clothing, 
furniture, glassware, artwork, 
graphics, recordings and fashions — 
many arriving from Canada, New 
York, and Los Angeles — will fill 
the Grand Ballroom of the Palace.

The objects on display and for 
sale in the exhibition area, priced from

“The Art Deco period has a 
dramatic style,” says co-producer Ron 
Young. “It was probably the last real 
comprehensive design style and it 
thrived during an era of change.”

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And in filmmaking, the most 
significant change transformed silent 
movies to modern day “talkies”. 

For film enthusiasts, rare silent 
and talkies of the Art Deco years will 
be screened each day at 3 p.m. and 7 
p.m. in the Gold Theater. 

Internationally famous film- 
maker, Kenneth Anger, and the 
Pacific Film Archives in Berkeley, 
have assembled eleven vintage films — 
some never before screened in San 
Francisco — for this exhibition. 

Greta Garbo’s last MGM silent 
film, The Kiss, the Fred Astaire- 
Ginger Rogers musical, Shall We 
Dance, and the extremely rare 1930 
color musical, King of Jazz, will be 
screened in the programs. A total of 
eleven films will be screened during 
the five-day festival. 

“Film making matured as an art 
form during the 20’s and 30s,” states 
film coordinator Kenneth Anger. “We 
are not just showing entertaining old 
films. The Festival will be a serious 
expression of Art Deco cinema and 
style.” 

The exhibition will also feature a 
classic automobile display, an authen- 
tic glittering “penny” arcade, and 
fashion shows at luncheons in the 
Garden Court. 

The entire exhibition benefits the 
Oceanic Society, a national organiza- 
tion devoted to preserving and main- 
taining the waters of the world. 
Tickets for the exhibition, which 
include the films shown that day, are 
$3.50 and can be purchased by mail, at 
the Downtown Center Box Office, or 
at the exhibition. 

“We've done everything we could 
to make the exhibition an experience, 
not just another art show,” says 
co-producer George Davis. “After all, 
Art Deco touched an entire culture. It 
was everywhere. We'd like to convey 
that feeling.”

The fey Irish lad was not to leave 

my life so lightly. The year after my 
Belfast adventure, Desmond decided 
to pay me a visit. 

Each time his father’s ancient 
shoe store was fire bombed as the 
Catholic mob surged out of its ghetto, 
Desmond was called down to Derry to 
help pick up the pieces. Each time 
Her Majesty's Government came 
forth with a financial poultice for 
damages incurred. Business had never 
been as good! The old man’s windfall 
purchased his youngest son a round 
trip ticket to SF with stop offs in 
Jamaica and NYC. 

The initial standoffishness after 
my Irish nightmare had relaxed, and 
over the year our friendship persisted

via letter and late night trans-global 
phone calls. The civil war continued to 
sputter away in Northern Ireland, and 
Desmond continued with his in-depth 
radio programs for BBC. In a way the 
media was an essential ingredient in 
the war. Neither side was beneath 
staging a fire bombing, gunning down 
opposition, arranging a peaceful dem- 
onstration to pop off into a massacre 
— all for prime time TV and radio 
news. Then the other side would 
viciously threaten the reporters and 
newsmen, charging them with favor- 
itism to the enemy. Desmond was 
harrassed, followed, intimidated at 
times by the Catholics, at other times 
by the Protestants. His life was 
precarious; he stayed aloft on pills, 
booze, and fast cars. In turn I was 
more than willing to forget and accept 
the excuses of war-torn nerves. 
Realizing all the same, as I wrote to 
Desmond: 

I can lift no siege, nor battery 
sand-bagged hearts

am frailer...

In kind, he replied: 
My lenten island agonizes on 
in fast 
and penance and siren requiems 
I yearn to bronze in flash-bulb 

sensations. 
It was not unusual for us to 

correspond in verse; it was part of the 
style of the relationship. Desmond 
arrived in SF December 30, 1971... 
ready to gobble up the USA. Unfor- 
tunately at the time, I was living in a 
valley town (one of its suburbs no less) 

not much of a place to stalk big game. 
Desmond (as I was to learn) had come 
to make a killing. Finding I had no 
more to offer up but hamsters, 
sparrows, an assortment of bunnies 
and pigeons, he decided to pulverize 
the menagerie. And we had the 
makings of another holiday holocaust. 
I suddenly realized (too late for some) 
there were a host of innocents that 
needed protection, for a voracious 
Celtic appetite was at large. 

Desmond wasn’t in town more 
than an hour when he had taken his 
first victim, one of my oldest friends. 
Bill, not a lightweight when it came to

wards into the buzz-saw. The charm 
was infectious, the brogue irresistible; 
Desmond was decidedly good looking 
and very much a man’s man. To be fair 
all around I was at that moment happy 
to be with Desmond again, anxious to 
share him with my friends, planning 
for him to have a good time (whatever 
would be his pleasure). 

It hadn't been discussed whether 
we would be sleeping together — at 
that point I could have gone either 
way.

One 
took him skiing; another drove him to 
Lake Tahoe. “He's so exciting!” trilled 
one wife who had trouble keeping her 
skirts down. Desmond had her hus- 
band! After each conquest, Desmond 
would gloat, telling me how stupid 
they were, how useless the American 
suckers. Once he had won them, all his 
charm turned to contempt. I witnessed 
some of my friends being treated 
rather shabbily; they had no idea what 
had hit them. Naively they came back 
for more. On the sixth night Desmond 
decided it was time to sleep with me. 
That was the night I introduced him to 
my latest interest (Patrick, who for 

safety’s sake I had kept in the wings). 
I told Desmond it wasn’t neces- 

sary. He insisted, for he needed me. It 
was for me he had come all the way. 
Afterwards, lying in my arms, he 
wondered if there wasn’t someway we 
could get back to San Francisco. “I 
took the liberty of calling Bill while 
you were at work. He wants us to 
come down.” The next day Desmond 
had Patrick for lunch — in my bed. 

That night I had planned a buffet 
for some twenty people...most of 
whom had already met my guest — his 
instant fan club. By 7:30 Desmond was 
raging drunk, black and vicious. Just 
as I was getting ready to serve, he 
came into the kitchen. “I'm going to 
take your party apart,” he said, “I'm 
going to wreck them.” 

“Baby, you've done enough dam- 
age already,” I was both angry and 
scared. “You're a guest in MY house, 
and while so you'll do as your told! 
You're too drunk to come to the table 
so go upstairs and sleep it off!”

startled myself. He disappeared. I 

don’t think he noticed when I put the 

cole slaw in the oven. Neither did I 

until I found it there the next day. 

He reappeared after dinner, 

seemingly chastened, to fulfill his 

earlier promise of reading some Irish 

poetry and playing tapes he had made 

for BBC Radio, entitled “The Price of 

Violence.” It was a moving perfor- 

mance. 
With the last guest gone, 

Desmond launched his counter offen- 

sive. “I hope I sang sufficiently well for 

my supper,” he began. I poured us 

both a large brandy and set the bottle 

down between us. I knew we were In 

for a bloodletting: “You know I can’t 

stand your friends. They're naught 

more than a flock of bloody bores... 

all you provincials...” Subsequently he 

broadened his attack onto all 

Americans who had it so good and had 

so little to offer and had to produce so 

little for all the goods they 

accumulated. . 

I swung back, “It’s not America’s 

fault Ireland missed out on the last two 

hundred years. Being a war refugee 

gives you no special rights.” IT kept it 

up, growing more savage, for 1 

decided to see it through to the end. I 

filled the glasses for the third time. He 

was near raving...out for blood to feed 

his unquenchable rage. Someway he 

justified to himself that the Irish 

condition entitled him to carry on his 

private campaign. It was to be finally 

my turn, but I was beating him at his 

own game. “Desmond, youre not 

condemned to stay in the valley. You 

can go any where your money will 

carry you.” } 

“When I was upstairs earlier, I 

called Bill, He's driving up from San 

Francisco tomorrow to take me back 

to the city.” 
“Good! What you don’t seem to 

grasp is that I live with these people. 

They came before you and will out last 

you. They're no match for your guile. 

You're only passing through.” 

“By Jeez-us you're a bastard.” We 

had finished the bottle, and I was 

standing at the foot of the stairs. 

“Paul-Francis, will ya sleep with me?” 

Strangely, I knew we cared for each 

other more than ever before. 

“Bill comes here tomorrow. He's 

totally infatuated with you. You know 

it. I know it. There's no way I can put 

him on guard. He'd only say it was 

jealously.” } 

“Does he have many friends?” 

Desmond asked. } 

“He knows everybody and will 

open doors.

Goodnight, Desmond, Arrividerci... ! 

, When I returned from work the 

next evening, the house was dark.

Propped against it was Desmond’s 

business card; on the back he had 

scribbled:

favorites, “You Are the sunshine of 
My Life” and Leon Russell's “A Song 
for You”, which, since I was already 
familiar with both numbers, I man- 
aged to decipher the words. Miss 
Morgan does strange phrasing to 
lyrics, usually fighting on the full 
numbers just to be heard over the 
orchestra and trio (who are actually 

quite good musicians). Then it’s patter 
time. She asks the audience to just yell 
out any questions they might have for 
her. Dead silence. Undaunted, she 
then proceeds to discuss, rather 
militantly through a forced smile, why 
she doesn’t sing the old standards that 
are expected of her. “I don’t sing the 
old songs because I've already sung 
them!” Well, you can’t argue with 

logic like that. However, she does 
make a concession to sing a new 
number about an “old Rolls” and it’s 
the best number of the evening and 
she finally starts to grab her audience. 
It's a rouser. She immediately loses 
them again with a simple ballad she 
collaborated on with her conductor, 
tries again to rouse interest in asking 
questions of her (one woman finally 
yells, “What do you think of Johnny 
Carson?” and Miss Morgan gets off 
slightly racy patter about Mr. Carson 
that is mildly amusing) and exits to 
another hand-clapping (only nobody 
except her is clapping) rouser. She 
bows, in the large capacity-filled 
room, to what sounds like twenty 
people applauding. It’s deadly. 

It’s obvious to everyone in the 
room that Jaye P. Morgan is going 
through a transition phase in her 
career. She flatly refuses to make any 
musical concessions to her audience, 
and it’s really a shame, because she 
has a fine voice and appealing charm 
about her that makes you want to like 
her. The look and attitude is now very 
Joan Baez, but the selection of 
material is innocuous middle-of-the- 
road schlepp nightclub, making her 
neither fish-nor-fowl as a performer. 
She could make up her mind imme- 
diately which direction she wants to 
go, and either hit the college campus 
circiut or put together a solid club act. 
At a $10 cover charge, the audience 
was cheated...and they knew it.

After a ten year absence, the 
Civic Light Opera has brought back, as 
its second show of the season, Rodgers 
& Hammerstein's “The King & I”. 
Probably my favorite of all the R&H 
musicals, the C.L.O. has given us a 
sparkling new production, visually 
exquisite, and imported a collectively 
fine cast, headed by Ricardo

Montalban and Sally Ann Howes (last 
seen here 2 years ago in “Sound of 
Music”, the one R&H musical that 
makes me want to write a letter 
endorsing capital punishment, so I 
missed seeing Miss Howes then). 

The word for Sally Ann Howes is 
lovely. She’s lovely to look at, has a 
lovely light soprano voice, and has a 
lovely flair for comedy. The fact that 
she looks almost too young to be 
convincing as the mature Mrs. Anna 
Leonowens (a criticism I'm sure any 
actress would forgive) is not a major 

handicap. But the fact that she is 
vocally devoid of dynamics is a 
definite problem; “Hello, Young 
Lovers” is tossed off as a pretty ballad 
without an ounce of emotion, and her 
soliloquy, “Shall I Tell You What I 
Think of You”, lacks transitions. 
However, she is a solid musical 
comedy performer, basically doing 
everything right, but she fails to 
generate that spark that causes great 
excitement. That spark is reserved for 
very few in the theatre (and lately, 
fewer and fewer it seems), and not 
every performer can be great, there 
must be those who are just plain good 
and competent. Sally Ann Howes is 
good. 

So is Ricardo Montalban as the 
King of Siam, once you get past

Montalban has opted for a softer 
characterization, a king whom I never 
believed for a moment would ever 
beat his servants. This king is 
positively playful, relishing his power 
as a tool to force Mrs. Anna to do his 
bidding, and that first act closing 
scene, where her head must never be 
higher than his, is the definite comedic 
highlight of the evening. Mr. 
Montalban’s King is less the born 
master than an overgrown spoiled 
brat, which is a totally viable 
interpretation and provides a much 
lighter, likeable and still highly 
intelligent ruler of Siam. And in the 
final moments of the play, when it is 

essential his King assume the master- 
ful authority, Mr. Montalban is more 

than up to it. It is a tricky 
interpretation, wavering back and 
forth from childlike eagerness and 
wonderment to commanding bigot,

and the overall effect is a more 
pleasant if less authoritative King. 

The absolute joy of this produc- 
tion is Emily Yancy as Tuptim. 
Physically stunning, her Tuptim is 
(thank God!) not the wide-eyed 
childlike virgin usually seen, but a 
lusty, inquiring fullgrown woman. 
When Miss Yancy and David Cryer, 
as Lun Tha, finish singing “We Kiss in 
a Shadow” (beautifully, I might add), 
Mr. Cryer picks Miss Yancy up and 
carries her off...and you know exactly 
what they're going to do next. In 1974, 
it is a much more vital and interesting 
relationship between the secondary 
characters than the sterile ingenues 
who had nothing more to do than 
have good voices in the original 
production of 1951. Credit for this 
must go to director Joseph Hardy, who 
has had the daring audacity to not just 
resurrect another production of “The 
King & I” but stage it as a fresh and 
new show, keeping the best of the 
established and adding new excite- 
ment where needed. Tuptim and Lun 
Tha, usually almost forgettable, at the 
Curran are equally as interesting (with 
far less to work with) as the 
relationship between Anna and the 
King in Miss Yancy and Mr. Cryer’s 
capable hands. 

And right down the line it

from the early sound films (“Broadway 

Melody of 1929”) to the really last 

lavish musical done at the studio, 

“Gigi”. There is no “plot” really but 

the film is divided into eleven 

segments, each introduced by new 

footage of former MGM stars roaming 

the lots (the sole exception is Liza 

Minnelli whose connection with MGM 

was thru her parents, Judy Garland 

and the noted director Vincente 

Minnelli). } 

Produced, conceived and written 

by Jack Haley, Jr., the 132 minutes of 

running time covers all bases and 

shows moments that are historical in 

the movie musical as well as moments 

of high camp. 
hat Pinved about the whole 

thing is that this film will serve as an 

introduction to many a youngster who 

has never seen these films in full length 

and hopefully there will be further 

interest in revivals of these films. 

Although I'm only 31, with the benefit 

of T.V. and the revival houses, I've 

seen about 90% of the films for which 

the selections were made and it was 

great to go through them again. As 

you must have guessed if you read this 

column at all before lining your 

kitchen drawers, I'm mad for musicals, 

so I've made it a point to catch these 

films. After seeing “That's Entertain- 

ment”, hopefully the ranks of the 

movie musical madness fans will swell. 

I could go on and on about this 

most entertaining film but I'll just 

mention my special favorite bits in the 

film: Esther Williams in the Busby 

Berkeley water ballet from “Million 

Dollar Mermaid” (maybe this film will 

finally convince Mr. Tillmany of the 

Gateway Cinema to book a few of the 

Esther's wet and wonderfully non-sen- 

sical films); the montage of Mickey 

Rooney and Judy Garland putting on 

all those shows and Judy displaying the 

warmth and wonderfulness that help 
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make her a legend during her career; 
the wonderful dancing of Fred Astaire 
in any film and the astonishing and 
unique quality of Gene Kelly; and the 
fun of watching basically non-musical 
stars perform their “bits”. All in all a 
marvelous evening and when you're 
feeling down and depressed, the 
perfect two hours of film magic to lift 
the blues away. 

“CHINATOWN... 
With his newest film, CHINA- 

TOWN, Roman Polanski makes a 
brilliant comeback as a director after a 
couple of notable nothing films, 
particulary his bloody “Macbeth”. It is 
his hand that brings off this oft-times 
brilliant film with just the right amount 
of nostalgia and the right techniques of 
today. 

The story centers around Jack 
Nicholson as J.J. Gittes. He runs a 
detective agency in Los Angeles in the 
30’s. Into his office comes an 
overdressed but expensive looking 
lady who wants him to follow her 
husband to find out if he’s “fooling 
around”. When he comes up with the 
photographic proof all of a sudden the 
papers run a sensational “love nest” 
type story on the man — who happens 
to be the L.A. water commissioner 
and at that point in L.A. history, a 
most controversial figure. 

But strange things begin to 
happen when it turns out that the 
women who hired J. J. wasn’t the wife. 
The commissioner is found dead and 
his real wife turns out to be Faye 
Dunaway. She wants J. J. to keep his 
nose out of it from then on as she feels 
he’s done enough, but ole J. J. thinks 
that this mysterious women is keeping 
something from him. Naturally since 
it’s his nature ro try and keep his good 
name in the profession, he starts to 
track down the who, why, where and 
how of this mystery and digs up more 
dirt than he really wanted. The climax 

takes place in a shoot-out in china- 
town and with Jerry Goldsmith’s 
wonderfully haunting theme, J. J. 
wraps up the cases and wanders off to 
get a little sleep. 

What the title means isn’t exactly 
too clear — it is because the whole 
thing builds like a bizarre chinese 
puzzle with new twists always around a 
corner. Is it because Nicholson spent 
many a night on a police beat in this 
sordid section of Los Angeles: Or is it 
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       simply because the finale is played 
out against this section of town? That 
was all unclear to me but still didn’t 
stop me from enjoying the film and 
especially being caught in the spell of 
it’s whole trip. I also especially like the 
ad for the film which is right-on in the 
capture of the essence of the mystery 
of it all. 

In the tradition of the great 
detective writers of that era, the film 
sets up it’s tale of crime and corruption

that in this day of sex, violence and 

bizzare murders seems quite tame. 

The corruption angle is particulary 

interesting in contrast to Watergate 

and the scandal of the current 

generation.

Hence, I am turning to you, as 

Publishers and Editors, and as recog- 

nized spokesmen for the Tavern 

Guild, together with all other respon- 

sible gay persons who patronize 

and/or otherwise frequent the bars in 

the Castro Area to consider the 

follwing, and take necessary remedial 

action. 
(One cannot hold either the bar 

owners, nor their excellent employees 

responsible for the actions of their 

patrons, once they leave any partic- 

ular premise - and I, in no manner, am 

infering culpable blame unto those 

persons. They have done an excellent 

job in “self-policing” their estab- 

lishments, and deserve a great deal 

more public recognition than has ever 

appeared in print.) 
Nightly, but primarily during 

weekends, a large number of patrons 

of those “watering holes” in and 

around Castro and 18th, seem to allow 

their “good spirits” to become freer 

and more vociferously expressed, as 

they go from bar to bar, using the 

streets, sidewalks, or parking lots. 

They sing, carouse, “carry-on” (and I 

mean really CARRY-ON) at all hours, 

but the intensity, and cacaphony 

attains crescendo pitch between 11:30 

PM and 2:30 AM. Being more fluid 

than static, it is impossible and unfair 

to ask the Police to attempt to afford 

but nominal, and then, psychological 

control. Personal attempts by myself, 

and others who live in the area, to 

persuade these revelers to repair to 

their domiciles are no less transitory. 

And, though I may be accused of 

“racism,” I must add that the Black 

Queens really are the most expressive - 

in words, in song, in dance, and in 

excessive “freedom of expression.” 

This type of conduct WAS, in the 

past, IS, in the present, and WILL 

BE, in the future, a substantial basis for 

my opposition, as a private citizen and 

as a Police Community Relations 

Chairman, to Dance Permits in the 

area concerned. Further, and even 

more important, it is very difficult to 

counter the anti-gay bigotry which has 

from time to time reared its head in 

the Castro Area when it appears that 

our own people seem to wish to 

present the “worst possible” public 

image at hours of the night when a 

modicum of peace and quiet ought to 

be the rule, rather than the exception. 

Thanks for any assistance you 

might employ in reducing, if not 

wholly alleviating this problem.
